	< MacroButton NoMacro Trunk B Sewer was constructed in the mid 1960’s to transport sewage through the Spring Valley Sanitation District.  The Department of Public Works has completed plans to replace and improve 1,328 feet of sewer pipeline along Campo Road and Broadway from Fairway Drive to just east of Spring Street (2008 Thomas Guide Page 1271 A-4).  Replacing the old pipe will allow for efficient transport of wastewater, minimize the chance of sewer spills, and ensure compliance with current pipe flow standards.

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract for improvements to the Trunk B Sewer.  Upon Board approval, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction. Construction is scheduled to begin in Fall 2011 and be completed in Spring 2012.
