	IN-HOME SUPPORTIVE SERVICES PUBLIC AUTHORITY INTERAGENCY AGREEMENT (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	An Interagency Agreement between the In-Home Supportive Services Public Authority and the County specifies responsibilities and obligations on the part of both entities, including the Public Authority’s purchase of certain services from the County.  Under the agreement, the Health and Human Services Agency provides fiscal and contract monitoring for the Public Authority, the Department of Human Resources provides assistance with labor negotiations, County Counsel is available for legal assistance, and fiscal services are provided by the Auditor and Controller.  Other County departments that provide necessary services include the Clerk of the Board, General Services, the Treasurer, and Purchasing and Contracting.

The current Interagency Agreement, approved by the IHSS Public Authority Governing Body in December 2002, will expire June 30, 2004.  An updated agreement has been prepared that reflects prior direction from the Board of Supervisors for the Public Authority to perform Department of Justice background clearances for providers wishing to be listed on the Authority’s Registry.  The new agreement also includes several changes that are minor and non-material.

Governing Body action is requested to approve the Interagency Agreement for the period July 1, 2004 through June 30, 2006, and to authorize future renewals as well as any changes that are not substantive.  A companion item on today’s Board of Supervisors agenda requests approval of the Interagency Agreement. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	These funds are included in the Public Authority Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in costs and revenues of $67,600.  The funding source is the General Fund.  There will be no change in net costs and no additional staff years.

	EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR:

Authorize and direct the Executive Director of the County of San Diego In-Home Supportive Services Public Authority to execute the Interagency Agreement between the County of San Diego In-Home Supportive Services Public Authority and the County of San Diego for the period July 1, 2004 through June 30, 2006; and authorize the Executive Director to execute non-material amendments to the Agreement in the future, to include renewing the Agreement bi-annually upon the mutual written agreement of the parties.
