	<The County has identified a 187-acre parcel available for purchase in the unincorporated community of Potrero situated between the County’s Mason Wildlife Preserve and Potrero County Park.  The parcel contains northern mixed chaparral, coast live oak woodland and chamise chaparral habitat and a single family residence.  The proposed acquisition will link Potrero County Park with Mason Wildlife Preserve and provide potential trail connections for the community.  The parcel is within the proposed East County Multiple Species Conservation Program plan.  The fair market value of the property is $467,500, as determined by an appraiser.  (Thomas Guide, page 429, L-10).  
The proposed action to purchase this parcel requires two steps.  On May 13, 2009, the Board took action to set a hearing for June 17, 2009 and provide public notice of the hearing.  On June 17, 2009, after making necessary environmental findings, the Board is requested to approve the purchase of Assessor’s Parcel Number 653-120-06 for the appraised value of $467,500.  These actions are discretionary after consideration of public testimony.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Should the Board approve the purchase of the McCunney-Brown property for $467,500 on June 17, 2009 funds for the purchase will be provided by existing budgeted funds available in Capital Project 1000012 – Multiple Species Conservation Program (MSCP) Acquisitions. If approved, there will be a current year cost to Capital Project 1000012 of $678,200 including $467,500 for the property acquisition, plus $4,600 for title and escrow fees, $13,500 for staff and administrative expenses to complete the transaction and $192,600 for one-time stewardship activities.  The one-time stewardship activities will include surveying and fencing the property, signage and vegetation management.  Funding for the ongoing costs related to operation and maintenance of the property is included in the adopted Fiscal Years 2008-10 Operational Plan in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  On going MSCP stewardship and monitoring costs for this property are estimated at $28,050 per year.  In addition, there will be an annual cost of $61 for Fixed Charge Assessments on the property, including fire protection, water standby and vector control charges.  Although continued acquisition of property for the MSCP could eventually create the need for additional oversight staff, no additional staffing will be required as a result of this purchase.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro The Board adopted the County of San Diego, Multiple Species Conservation Program South County Subarea Plan on October 22, 1997 (1).  The related Implementing Agreement between the County of San Diego, California Department of Fish and Game, and United States Fish and Wildlife Service became effective on March 17, 1998.  The Implementing Agreement requires that the County prepare an annual accounting of 1) all habitat gained through acquisitions or dedications of open space made through the land development process; and 2) all habitat lost as a result of discretionary land use and certain ministerial actions.

The 2008 Multiple Species Conservation Program Annual Report summarizes habitat gains and losses within the three South County Subarea Plan segments (Lake Hodges, South County, and Metro-Lakeside-Jamul) for the period of January 1, 2008 through         December 31, 2008.  This report also includes a discussion of management and monitoring programs and funding sources utilized by the County to meet its obligations under the Implementing Agreement.

The South County Subarea Plan Map has been updated to reflect gains, losses, and changes in designations for Major and/or Minor Amendment areas to either “take authorized” or “preserve” designations.  Today’s requested actions are to receive the 2008 Multiple Species Conservation Program Annual Report and approve the updated South County Subarea Plan Map.>>

	<On September 24, 2008 (10), the Board of Supervisors approved the San Luis Rey River Park Master Plan.  The proposed regional park stretches approximately nine miles, parallel   to State Route 76, along the San Luis Rey River from the Old Bonsall Bridge to Interstate 15.  As envisioned, the park will help to preserve the San Luis Rey River and surrounding sensitive habitat and offer active and passive recreation opportunities, including                non-motorized, multi-use trails and sports fields.  To date, the County has acquired a total of 266 acres of land within the boundary of the planned San Luis Rey River Park.  The County has identified additional parcels for inclusion in the Park totaling 138.9 acres including two open space parcels totaling 69.6 acres located adjacent to land owned by the County, and a 69.3-acre active recreation parcel.  These three parcels are located south of State Route 76 (Pala Road) (Thomas Guide, Page 1048-C6, G4).  

Acquisition of these properties requires two steps.  On June 17, 2009, it is requested that the Board set a hearing for July 22, 2009 and provide public notice of the hearing, which are recommendations 4 and 5 below.  If the Board takes the actions in recommendations             1 through 5 on June 17, 2009, then on July 22, 2009, after making necessary environmental findings, the Board is requested to approve the purchase of three parcels totaling 138.9 acres for a combined appraised value of $4,981,000 from the Frank Nelson Vessels Family Trust.  The actions, listed as recommendations 1 through 4 and 6 on July 22, 2009 below, are discretionary after consideration of public testimony.  The Board is also requested to adopt a resolution accepting an irrevocable offer of dedication to provide access to the future active recreation facilities off of Dulin Road (Recommendation 5 on July 22, 2009).>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro In March 2009, the State of California Office of Grants and Local Services tentatively approved the County’s request to acquire two properties (a 3.5-acre open space parcel and 69.3-acre active recreation parcel) from the Frank Nelson Vessels Family Trust utilizing $2,625,000 of Proposition 40 Per Capita and Roberti-Z’berg-Harris grant funds.  Subsequently, the State of California imposed a statewide freeze for the distribution of grant funds.  Due to the critical timing for acquiring the Vessels properties, the County will fund the acquisition of the 69.3, 3.5 and 66.1-acre Vessels properties for the combined appraised value of $4,981,000 with existing Fiscal Year 2008-09 General Funds in Capital Project 1007108 – San Luis Rey River Park Acquisitions and Capital Project 1000012 – MSCP Acquisitions.  The County will seek reimbursement of $2,625,000 from the State for the 69.3 and 3.5-acre properties once the grant funding freeze has been lifted.  If approved, the current year cost for the three acquisitions will be disbursed as listed below.

One-time stewardship costs for the three properties will include fencing, gates, signage, exotic-vegetation removal and erosion control.  
Once determined, annual costs for Fixed Charge Assessments, which include water standby fees and vector control charges will be paid from the Department of Parks and Recreation’s (DPR) Annual Operational Budget.  The cost for annual MSCP stewardship and monitoring is estimated at $10,350 for the open space parcels.  The cost for annual stewardship for the active recreation site is estimated at $38,000. DPR will seek funding during the Fiscal Year 2010-2011 Operational Plan budget process for costs related to annual operations and maintenance of the properties.  Although continued acquisition of preserve land could eventually create the need for additional oversight staff, no additional staffing will be required as a result of the proposed purchases.>>

At the June 17, 2009 hearing:
1. Find that the proposed action to set a hearing to consider approving the purchase of three parcels totaling 138.9 acres for inclusion in San Luis Rey River Park is exempt from review under the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to Section 15060 (c) (3) of the CEQA Guidelines, as it is not a project as defined under Section 15378 of the CEQA Guidelines.

2. Authorize the Department of Parks and Recreation to expend appropriations in the amount of $2,625,000 in Capital Project 1007108 – San Luis Rey Acquisitions, for the acquisition of a 69.3-acre active recreation parcel ($2,500,000) and a 3.5-acre open  space parcel ($125,000).

3. Authorize the Department of Parks and Recreation to expend appropriations in the amount of $2,356,000 in Capital Project 1000012 – Multiple Species Conservation Program (MSCP) Acquisitions, for the acquisition of a 66.1-acre open space parcel.

4. Direct the Clerk of the Board to publish the required Notice of Intention to Purchase the parcels, in accordance with Government Code Sections 25350 and 6063.  

5. Set a hearing for July 22, 2009, at which time the Board of Supervisors may consider approving the purchase of the three parcels for the combined appraised value of $4,981,000 from the Frank Nelson Vessels Family Trust. 

If on June 17, 2009, the Board takes the actions recommended in Items 1-5 above, then on July 22, 2009: 

1. Find that the Environmental Impact Report (EIR) on file with the Department of Parks and Recreation, was completed in compliance with the California Environmental  Quality Act (CEQA and CEQA Guidelines, that the Board has reviewed and considered the information contained therein before approving the project; and

Find that there are no substantial changes in the project or in the circumstances under which the project is undertaken which involve significant new environmental impacts which where were not considered in the previously certified EIR, or a substantial increase in the severity of previously identified significant effects, and that no new information of substantial importance has become available since the EIR was certified.  Therefore no subsequent environmental review is necessary.  




2. Approve the Purchase and Sale Agreement and Joint Escrow Instructions (Agreement) for the purchase of approximately 3.5 acres (consisting of a portion of Assessor’s Parcel Number 124-150-27) from the Frank Nelson Vessels Family Trust for the appraised value of $125,000 and direct the Clerk of the Board to execute two originals of the Agreement. 
3. Approve the Purchase and Sale Agreement and Joint Escrow Instructions (Agreement) for the purchase of approximately 66.1 acres (consisting of a portion of Assessor’s Parcel Number 124-150-27) from the Frank Nelson Vessels Family Trust for the appraised  value of $2,356,000 and authorize the Director of the Department of General Services to execute two originals of the Agreement.

4. Approve the Purchase and Sale Agreement and Joint Escrow Instructions (Agreement) for the purchase of approximately 69.3 acres (consisting of portions of Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 124-150-19, 125-080-04, 125-131-01,) from the Frank Nelson Vessels Family Trust for the appraised value of $2,500,000 and authorize the Director of the Department of General Services to execute two originals of the Agreement.

5. Adopt a resolution entitled, Resolution Rescinding Rejection and Accepting An Irrevocable Offer of Dedication for a One-Foot Strip Off of the Western Terminus of Dulin Road, to provide public access to the 69.3-acre active recreation site.
