	ACCEPTANCE OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AGENCY GRANTS (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The federal Environmental Protection Agency is offering the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District a grant of $1,448,470 under Section 105 of the federal Clean Air Act for basic air pollution control programs.  This is for October 2003 to September 2004 and is an increase of $55,711 over the current grant.  The Environmental Protection Agency will also continue funding a Section 103 grant of $304,534 to operate a fine particulate matter monitoring network from April 16, 2003, to April 15, 2004, and a $50,000 Section 103 grant for participation in the Mexican Border Alliance studying United States/Mexico air pollution issues.

In addition, the Air Pollution Control District has been awarded a new Section 103 grant of $840,926 to conduct highly specialized air monitoring at ten air monitoring stations in San Diego County from January 1, 2003, to September 30, 2004.  Appropriations of $171,459 are needed to purchase two vehicles necessary to transport the collected samples and for required services and supplies, training, and travel.

This is a request to approve and authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to execute the Environmental Protection Agency Section 105 and 103 grants, and to establish appropriations to accept monies for a highly specialized air monitoring program.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding of $1,747,293 from EPA grants including $55,877 to operate the fine particulate matter monitoring network for 2.5 months is included in the fiscal year 2002-04 Operational Plan.  Funding of $171,459 (2/3 of $257,188) to operate the highly specialized monitoring project for six months is not included in the fiscal year 2002-04 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in an increase in current-year cost and revenue of $171,459 and an increase in subsequent years’ cost and revenue of $451,438.

	AIR POLLUTION CONTROL OFFICER
1. Approve and authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to execute, upon receipt, the Section 105 grant of approximately $1,448,470 for ongoing Air Pollution Control District program costs.

2. Ratify, approve, and authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to execute the Section 103 grant for the fine particulate matter monitoring network of $304,534 ($268,210 cash and $36,324 in-kind) for the period April 16, 2003, through April 15, 2004.

3. Approve and authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to execute upon receipt the Section 103 grant of $50,000 for the Mexican Border Alliance for federal fiscal year ending September 30, 2004.

4. Ratify, approve, and authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to execute upon receipt the Section 103 grant of $840,926 ($708,626 cash and $132,300 in-kind) to fund highly specialized air monitoring efforts for the Environmental Protection Agency for the period January 1, 2003, through September 30, 2004.

5. Establish appropriations of $171,459 in the Air Pollution Control District Operating Fund based on unanticipated revenue from the Environmental Protection Agency for a highly specialized air monitoring project.  (4 VOTES)
