REVISIONS TO RULE 40 – PERMIT AND OTHER FEES  (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	State law authorizes air pollution control districts to adopt a schedule of fees to recover permitted stationary source program costs not otherwise funded.  Rule 40 (Permit and Other Fees) contains the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District’s schedule of stationary source permit fees.  The proposed amendments to Rule 40 were developed in accordance with Board direction of June 17, 1998 (APCB #3).  These amendments will result in a fee revenue increase of approximately $300,000.  The Air Pollution Control District is proposing no increases in staff positions and will continue to manage and contain costs in order to mitigate the magnitude of fee increases.  This proposal does not reflect full-cost recovery of stationary source program costs solely from permit fees.  The Fiscal Year 2005-07 Proposed Operational Plan includes a balanced plan of funding from permit fees, asbestos program fees, Environmental Protection Agency and State grants, miscellaneous revenues, and fund balance.  The District continues to ensure that services are provided at levels responsive to business customer and program needs while minimizing costs.  The increase in fees reflects the Consumer Price Index for San Diego County.
Two permit renewal fee schedules are being eliminated, six are being reduced, and the remaining 182 are being increased by 3.7%.  Permit application and source test fees are being increased 3.7%.  The Air Pollution Control District is proposing no increase in the current $101 per ton annual emissions fee and no increase in asbestos plan fees. The amendments would add two categories of supplemental fees.  One would be a one-time supplemental fee added to the permit renewal fee for diesel-fueled, emergency standby engines.  The other would be added to approximately 40 permit application fee schedules to replace a portion of current time-and-materials-based charges for evaluating certain sources of toxic air contaminants.  Also added are a surcharge of 3.4% for all credit card payments and $1 to $5 increases in non-refundable permit application-processing fees to recover Air Pollution Control District costs. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This request is included in the Fiscal Year 2005-07 Air Pollution Control District Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in an increase of approximately $300,000 in Fiscal Year 2005-06 revenues, consistent with the Operational Plan.  It will not require additional staff years.  The Air Pollution Control District continues to manage staff resources at levels corresponding to business demands as part of its cost containment plan to mitigate cost increases and resulting fee impacts.

1. Waive Board Policy B-29; Fees, Grants, Revenue Contracts-Department Responsibility for Cost Recovery. 

2. Make appropriate findings, as required by Section 40727 of the Health and Safety Code.

3. Adopt the Resolution entitled Amending Rule 40 of Regulation III of the Rules and Regulations of the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District, to be effective July 1, 2005.  This would revise permit application and renewal fees.
