	< MacroButton NoMacro On August 5, 2009 (6) the County Board of Supervisors adopted an interim urgency ordinance enacting a moratorium on the establishment of medical marijuana facilities.  The interim urgency ordinance was adopted to allow County staff the time needed to study how medical marijuana facilities should be permitted and determine the appropriate regulations for such uses. 

As a result, amendments to the San Diego County Code of Regulatory Ordinances are proposed to add a new chapter to provide licensing and operational requirements relating to the establishment of medical marijuana collective facilities.  This action will also add new language to the County Zoning Ordinance regarding the siting of medical marijuana collective facilities.
The ordinances are intended to implement the Compassionate Use Act of 1996 and the State Medical Marijuana Program Act by establishing reasonable and uniform regulation and licensing requirements that will allow qualified patients and primary caregivers to collectively or cooperatively cultivate marijuana for medical purposes, and at the same time protect the public health, safety and welfare of communities, within the unincorporated county.   

Additionally, on June 23, 2009 (20), the Board of Supervisors directed the Chief Administrative Officer to amend the Zoning Ordinance to prohibit illegal, non-medical marijuana dispensaries from operating within the unincorporated area of the county.  This action includes Zoning Ordinance amendments responding to this direction.

	< MacroButton NoMacro The adoption of the regulatory ordinance will result and create an additional workload for the Sheriff’s Department.  The staffing implications and increased workload are due to the inspection and verification requirements of the new proposed regulation.  Depending on the size of the collectives in the unincorporated areas of the county, staff anticipates a minimum of 60 additional staffing hours per week to handle the number of verifications and inspections at cultivation sites.  This will necessitate the need for one additional Deputy Sheriff and one Licensing Specialist.  Funds for this request are not budgeted, but as part of a funding source, it is the intent of the Sheriff’s Department to develop a processing fee which includes a full cost recovery.  Fees for the implementation and process of this regulation could range between $15,000-$20,000 per collective.
Department of Planning and Land Use costs associated with increases in building permit submittal would be covered by existing building permit fees.  Therefore, Department of Planning and Land Use staffing needs are not expected to increase.

PLANNING COMMISSION

On May 14, 2010, the Planning Commission, by a vote of 5 in favor, 0 opposed, 2 absent, recommended the adoption of the Zoning Ordinance amendments regulating medical marijuana collectives with a recommendation that the buffer requirements be amended to be 500 feet from residential zoned properties, 600 feet from specified sensitive land uses and 1000 feet from other established medical marijuana collectives.  The Zoning Ordinance Amendment has been revised to reflect the Commission’s recommendation.  A second motion recommending that staff consider requiring all medical marijuana collectives fully comply with American With Disability Act requirements passed by a vote of 4 in favor, 1 opposed, 2 absent.

 MacroButton NoMacro On December 11, 1985 (11), the Board of Supervisors adopted an ordinance establishing a Fire Mitigation Fee program.  The purpose of the program was to collect and allocate funds to fire agencies in the unincorporated area of San Diego County for the purpose of providing for capital facilities and equipment to serve new development.  Because fire agencies lack legal authority to impose mitigation fees directly, the County collects a fee from applicants when building permits are issued and then distributes the funds to the fire agencies quarterly.  The fire districts then use the funds to purchase new and/or replace existing equipment that will serve new development.  The fire districts cannot use the funds to offset shortages in their existing program budgets.

To participate in the Fire Mitigation Fee program, each fire agency must demonstrate it is unable to obtain sufficient funding through other sources to accommodate increased need for fire protection due to new development.  In addition, each participating County Service Area that collects fire mitigation fees is required to update its Capital Facilities and Equipment Plans for use of these funds annually.

	< MacroButton NoMacro Gillespie Field, located within the City of El Cajon, is the oldest and largest County-owned airport.  There are approximately 1,000 based aircraft that fly approximately 200,000 annual flight operations at this 775-acre general aviation airport, which is also categorized as a reliever airport for San Diego International Airport.  The airport is a valuable community resource, providing a variety of local services and business opportunities through a unique mixture of land uses.  
On March 19, 1974 (70), the Board approved the Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement between the County of San Diego and the City of El Cajon, creating the Gillespie Field Development Council.  Since that time, the Gillespie Field Development Council has been responsible for assisting in implementing Gillespie Field’s Master Plan, and has been instrumental in promoting its industrial and economic development.  The Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement, which has been renewed six times, expires on              July 11, 2010.

This is a request to approve a seventh amendment to the Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement, extending the term until July 11, 2014.  This will permit the Gillespie Field Development Council to continue to provide advice and recommendations regarding critical infrastructure development decisions through the beginning phases of improvements on a 70-acre Cajon Air Center property, which is the last remaining large parcel available at the airport.  Construction is expected to begin in 2013.

	< MacroButton NoMacro The County of San Diego owns and operates McClellan-Palomar Airport in Carlsbad (Thomas Guide Page 1127, D-3).  McClellan-Palomar Airport is a gateway to and from San Diego’s North County.  It provides facilities and services to commercial, corporate and general aviation communities and has 341 based aircraft.

On June 22, 2005 (6), the Board approved two aviation leases with SCIF Palomar, LLC  at McClellan-Palomar Airport.  On December 6, 2006 (6), the Board approved amendments to extend the lease terms by 10 years.  The lease calls for rent to be renegotiated to market rate every five years. 
This is a request for approval of amendments to the two aviation leases (County Contracts #104566 and #104567).  These amendments set the new base rent for the next five-year period.  In addition, the amendment for Contract #104567 includes a rent credit for additional construction expenses that SCIF Palomar, LLC incurred during construction   of new hangar buildings due to soil saturation from a blocked storm drain adjacent to the property.  This amendment also provides a premises adjustment and access for a planned public stairway.

	< MacroButton NoMacro If approved, this request will result in reduced revenue to the Airport Enterprise Fund for Fiscal Year 2010-11 of $52,014, resulting from the difference between a one-time rent credit of $84,450, and increased annual lease revenue of $32,436.  This reduction in revenue was not included in the CAO Proposed Operational Plan for Fiscal Year 2010-12 and will be mitigated by fund balance available in the Airport Enterprise Fund.  For Fiscal Year 2010-11 total revenue for these two leaseholds, including the proposed credit, is anticipated to be $330,858.  It will be $415,308 in Fiscal Year 2011-12 and subsequent years.  This request will have no impact on the County’s General Fund and will require no additional staff years

	< MacroButton NoMacro Under contract with the County, on behalf of County Service Area 107, Elfin Forest/Harmony Grove Fire Department, Inc. serves the community of Elfin Forest and surrounding areas by providing fire suppression, fire prevention, and emergency medical services with a dedicated team of volunteer firefighters.  Funding for these services is provided through County Service Area 107.  Since 1990, the fire department has occupied a 7,540 square foot County-owned facility located at 20223 Elfin Forest Road in Escondido (Thomas Guide page 1148-G2).  The property was purchased by the County  in 1990 using San Diego County Capital Asset Leasing Corporation bond financing.  The bonds were recently paid off with County Service Area 107 funding, and the fire department has requested the County execute a new 30-year lease agreement for the facility.

Today’s request is to authorize the Director of Department of General Services to execute a new 30-year lease agreement with a rental rate of $1 per year with the Elfin Forest/Harmony Grove Fire Department, Inc. for the facility at 20223 Elfin Forest Road in Escondido.  The Board is also requested to waive Board Policies B-29 and F-51 which pertain to department responsibility for cost recovery and market-rate leasing of         County-owned facilities.

Each year a public hearing is held to confirm benefit levies for street lighting and landscape maintenance districts for the coming fiscal year.  Districts that rely on property tax alone do not have a levy, and are not included in this letter.  
San Diego County Lighting District
The San Diego County Street Lighting District operates and maintains nearly 10,000 public street lights in unincorporated San Diego County and is dedicated to providing quality street light service at a low cost to property owners.  Funding for the District is through a small portion of property tax and assessments charged to benefiting properties. Assessments are based on traffic generation for each type of land use, with a single-family residence being assigned one unit of benefit.  

District funding is sufficient to operate and maintain the County’s street lights for the next fiscal year without a rate increase.  The proposed assessment rate for the Street Lighting District for Fiscal Year 2010-11 is the current rate of $6.48 per single family home per year.  Among all street lighting district jurisdictions in the San Diego region, the County’s assessment rate remains the lowest.

Landscape Maintenance District Zone No. 1

Landscape Maintenance District Zone (LMD) No. 1 was formed to supplement revenue assessed by County Service Area No. 26 – Rancho San Diego for park operations and maintenance within the District boundary.  In Fiscal Year 2010-11, LMD No. 1 will levy the current assessment rate of $29.50 per single family home per year.
Landscape Maintenance District Zone No. 2

Landscape Maintenance District Zone (LMD) No. 2 – Julian (Jess Martin Park) was established to fund ongoing maintenance of amenities and construction of minor capital improvements at Jess Martin Park in the community of Julian.  In Fiscal Year 2010-11, LMD No. 2 will levy the current assessment rate of $47.82 per single family home.  

This action requires two steps.  These Districts’ assessments are confirmed by the Board at an annual public hearing.  On June 23, 2010, the actions requested are to approve the   Engineer’s Reports for the San Diego County Lighting District and LMD Nos. 1 and 2, and to set a public hearing date of July 14, 2010.  If the Board takes these actions on   June 23, 2010, then at the hearing on July 14, 2010, after hearing public testimony, the Board will be asked to consider adopting resolutions confirming the assessments.  These actions are discretionary after consideration of public testimony.
