	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to ratify the submission and approve the acceptance of three grant applications from the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services (OES) totaling $1,067,008.  The Vertical Prosecution Block Grant Program ($747,008) and Domestic Violence Stalking Program ($180,000) are grants for the period July 1, 2008 through June 30, 2009.  The Elder Abuse Advocacy and Outreach Program ($140,000) is a grant for the period October 1, 2008 through September 30, 2009.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the CAO’s Proposed Fiscal Year 2008-10  Operational Plan for the District Attorney’s Office.  The funding source is grant revenue from the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services and general purpose revenues allocated to the District Attorney’s Office.  No additional staff years are required. 
District Attorney – Vertical Prosecution Block Grant Program 
If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $918,169, which will be partially offset by revenue of $747,008.  The amount awarded by the State for the Vertical Prosecution Block Grant is $83,001 less than the amount included in the CAO’s Proposed Fiscal Year 2008-10 Operational Plan and reflects the 10% reduction included in the Governor’s May Revision to the Proposed State Budget.  The reduction of appropriations for this program and for any other programs affected by the final State Budget will be included in a single adjustment letter following the adoption of the Fiscal Year 2008-10 Operational Plan. 
District Attorney – Domestic Violence Stalking 
If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $335,430 and revenue of $180,000.  A legislatively required match of 25% or $60,000 will be satisfied through in-kind contributions from the District Attorney’s Office.  

District Attorney – Elder Abuse Advocacy and Outreach Program
If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $268,263 and revenue of $140,000.  A legislatively required match of $35,000 will be satisfied through in-kind resources from the District Attorney’s Office.

	READY, SET, WORK! CalWORKs DIVERSION DEMONSTRATION PROJECT (DISTRICTS: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	In recent years, the Board of Supervisors has adopted a “work first” approach toward local welfare reform efforts and has implemented strategies to effectively move clients from welfare to work. The State’s CalWORKs (California Work Opportunity and Responsibility to Kids) program provides monthly cash payments to families with children for up to 60 months.  Able-bodied parents are required to comply with work requirements, including an individual assessment of learning capacity and development of a Welfare to Work plan.  Parents can receive supportive services such as child care and transportation to participate.

Currently, CalWORKs allows one-time lump sum payments for certain applicants to divert them from welfare dependence, solely relying on the individual’s use of this cash payment to divert them from welfare dependency.  Today, Board authority is requested to test an alternative CalWORKs diversion component, Ready, Set, WORK! that furthers the Board’s goal of promoting personal responsibility.  Ready, Set, WORK! will require upfront employment-related activities as a condition of payment.  The one-time lump sum payment would be replaced by incremental payments, along with support services, based on the individual’s achievement of specific goals. 

Today’s item requests the Board to authorize the Director of Health and Human Services Agency to sign and submit a request for waiver and a State application in order to implement the three-year Ready, Set, WORK! CalWORKs Diversion Demonstration Project in San Diego County. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this proposal are included in the CAO’s Proposed Operational Plan for Fiscal Years 2008-09 and 2009-10 for the Health and Human Services Agency.  The administration of the Ready, Set Work! CalWORKs Diversion Demonstration Project would be cost-neutral.  The Demonstration Project is expected to result in an as yet undetermined amount of cost savings in CalWORKs cash assistance payments.  If successful, the State has indicated San Diego’s diversion strategy may be adopted statewide as a best practice for other counties.

	MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES – COMPETITIVE PROCUREMENTS FOR NORTH COASTAL AND NORTH INLAND REGIONS (DISTRICTS: 2, 3, 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Ten years ago, based on Board actions on March 17, 1998 (3) and August 10, 1999 (9), the County redesigned mental health services in all Health and Human Services Agency regions to better serve adults and older adults, including the North Coastal and North Inland regions. Since then, services in all regions, including North County, have been expanded and enhanced using new funding from the Mental Health Services Act (MHSA), which became effective in January 2005. 

Today’s action would authorize a competitive reprocurement of services in North County, based on an enhanced model developed with community and stakeholder input. This model would increase access to care and improve quality of care. The proposed competitive procurement will restructure North County service needs into six separate contracts that would allow the County to more efficiently and effectively secure provider services for this changing service population. This process promotes increased competition among all interested contractors and would result in the best value to the County.  New contracts would be effective in early 2009. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the CAO Proposed FY 2008-10 Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency.  If approved, this request will result in Fiscal Year 2008-09 and subsequent year costs and revenues of $6,733,847. Funding sources are Mental Health Services Act, Short/Doyle Medi-Cal Federal Financial Participation (FFP) and Mental Health Realignment.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	SOLE SOURCE PROCUREMENT OF STANDARDIZED EMERGENCY EQUIPMENT AND OUTFITTING OF LAW ENFORCEMENT VEHICLES (DISTRICTS:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Fleet Services Internal Service Fund provides for the annual purchase of approximately 100 law enforcement patrol and non-patrol vehicles for use in the Sheriff’s Department.  These vehicles are required to be equipped with a significant amount of specialized equipment including emergency lighting, security screens, mobile data terminals, weapon mounts, and communications equipment.  This equipment is very unique, specialized, and requires that identical products be purchased each year for deputy safety, efficiency, and reduced maintenance costs.  Additionally the installation of this equipment requires expertise in law enforcement operations, automotive and communications technology, and product compatibility.  This is a request for the sole source procurement of specific emergency equipment and the use of identified outfitting vendors for the installation of this equipment.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds in the amount of $750,000 for the acquisition and installation of the specialized equipment are included in both the Fiscal Year 2008-09 CAO Proposed Fleet ISF Spending Plan and the Sheriff’s departmental budget.  The funding source for the Sheriff’s appropriations is General Purpose Revenues and other Sheriff’s department resources.  No additional staff is required. 

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT: 

	
	Expenditures resulting from this action may create private sector jobs and economic opportunities in San Diego County.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. 	RANCHO SAN DIEGO – OPTION AGREEMENT FOR THE PURCHASE OF A 4.95-ACRE DEVELOPABLE SITE FOR A NEW SHERIFF’S STATION (DISTRICT:  2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Sheriff’s Department provides law enforcement services for 107 square miles of unincorporated southeast San Diego County out of the Lemon Grove Station.  In addition to serving the approximately 103,000 residents of this unincorporated region, the facility also serves as the command station for the City of Lemon Grove.  Current and projected staffing requirements for these service areas exceed the available capacity of the existing 14,500-square-foot Station.  Additionally, while the Station’s location in Lemon Grove is appropriate for serving the city, it is not well-located for serving the larger unincorporated area.
On November 4, 1997 (27), the Board directed staff to work with the Sheriff to identify the required building specifications and find a suitable site for a new station in the Rancho San Diego area.  Over the past several years, staff has conducted search efforts and investigated the feasibility of numerous sites, all of which proved unsuitable.  Staff recently identified a potential site located in the Rancho San Diego area, just east of the Skyline Wesleyan Church at 11330 Campo Road in Rancho San Diego (Thomas Guide page 1271-H6).  The site consists of 4.95 acres of net developable property and 13.83 gross acres.  The County’s parcel will be created from a larger 19.98-acre parcel (Assessor’s Parcel Number 506-140-02) that is owned by the Skyline Wesleyan Church, Incorporated (Skyline). 

The Board is requested to approve an Option Agreement with Skyline, which will give the County an exclusive right, through December 31, 2008, with an additional six months, if required, to purchase the property for $2,000,000. This will allow time for the County to conduct due diligence and environmental studies.  Option payments, as detailed in the Fiscal Impact Statement below, will be credited against the purchase price if the County exercises its option to purchase. The purchase price is supported by a recent appraisal.   

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request, environmental review and due diligence are budgeted and available in Capital Project 1005348 (KK 5485) - Rancho San Diego Sheriff’s Station Land Acquisition.  The funding sources are Proposition 172 revenue and the General Fund.  If approved, this request will result in a current year cost of $10,000 for the initial option consideration payment.  Should the County need to extend the option term past December 31, 2008, to complete due diligence studies, an additional option consideration payment of $10,000 would be made to Skyline.  An additional option consideration payment of $40,000 would be made to Skyline on the date the Board sets a hearing to consider authorizing the exercise of the County’s option to purchase the site.  All option consideration payments made by the County will be credited against the purchase price of $2,000,000 should the County exercise its option to purchase the property. Appropriations in Capital Project 1005348 currently total $1,970,316. The remainder of funding required to complete the purchase of the property will be identified in subsequent Board actions.  The Capital Improvement Needs Assessment (CINA) for FY 2008/09 includes a new Rancho San Diego Sheriff’s Station.  The estimated project cost in CINA for site acquisition and construction is $14 to $16 million.  The preliminary estimate of occupancy costs for the new facility (e.g. utilities, custodial/thrash removal, maintenance) is estimated between $300,000 - $360,000, depending upon the ultimate facility size.  The new Rancho San Diego Sheriff’s Station will result in a smaller operation at the Lemon Grove facility.

1. Find that the proposed action to approve an Option Agreement is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) under Article 5, Section 15060(c)(3) of the State CEQA Guidelines because it is not a project as defined by Section 15378.

On May 15, 2007, the Board took action to unanimously support Assembly Bill 844 (Berryhill), which would place stricter requirements for scrap-metal dealers and recyclers buying metal.  

Senate Bill 691, by Senator Calderon and principal coauthor Assemblyman Anderson, also places stricter requirements for scrap-metal dealers and recyclers, including securing increased identification of both the seller and the material being sold, monthly and weekly reporting to local law enforcement, and payments will be made by check to a seller after a three day waiting period.

Unlike AB 844, SB 691 does not contain language that allows local governments to implement greater consumer protection than the state law requires. Today’s action would put the Board of Supervisors on record in support of SB 691 and seeks that the measure be amended to allow local government to supplement the State’s requirement.

	The County has received a request from the California Statewide Communities Development Authority (“CSCDA”) to conduct a public hearing as required by the Internal Revenue Code and approve CSCDA’s  issuance of tax-exempt revenue bonds (the “Bonds”), in an aggregate amount not to exceed $150,000,000, on behalf of The Thomas Jefferson School of Law (“TJSL”), a California nonprofit corporation (the “Borrower”).  The Borrower will use the proceeds of the Bonds to: (1) finance the acquisition and improvement of an eight-story, approximately 177,000 square foot campus located a 1123 Island Avenue (between 11th and Park Avenues) in San Diego, California 92101 to serve as the Borrower’s new law school campus; and (2) refinance a portion of the costs of acquisition, construction and equipping of the current law school campus, which is located at 2120, 2121, 2145, 2147, 2150 and 2152 San Diego Avenue in San Diego, California 92110.  Up to $100,000,000 of the Bonds will be used to finance the new law school campus, and the remaining portion will be to refinance the current law school campus (the “Project”).

CSCDA is a joint exercise of powers authority consisting of numerous California cities, counties, and special districts, including the County of San Diego.  The Authority is authorized to assist in the financing of non-profit public benefit organizations, including the Borrower.  In order to initiate such a financing, the member participant, e.g. the County of San Diego, must: (1) conduct a public hearing to satisfy the public approval requirement of Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code; and (2) approve CSCDA’s issuance of indebtedness.  Although CSCDA will be the issuer of the tax-exempt obligations for the Applicant, the financing cannot proceed without the approval of the County of San Diego.  Similar approvals have been given to other conduits financed by CSCDA.
