	MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE            SAN DIEGO AIR POLLUTION CONTROL DISTRICT AND THE SAN DIEGO UNIFIED PORT DISTRICT TO SUPPORT THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE GOODS MOVEMENT EMISSION REDUCTION PROGRAM (DISTRICTS:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to execute a Memorandum of Agreement between the Air Pollution Control District and the San Diego Unified Port District implementing the State Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program.  On   March 12, 2008 (APCB #1), your Board authorized the Air Pollution Control Officer to accept a $1.3 million Early Grant award from that program.  On April 23, 2008 (APCB #1), your Board authorized the Air Pollution Control Officer to apply for and accept Proposition 1B funding, and take specified actions to implement the funding program.

The Early Grant award includes funds for the San Diego Unified Port District.  Because of the Air Pollution Control District’s previous experience implementing incentive programs and its role as the lead agency for Goods Movement Emission Reduction Programs the     San Diego Unified Port District requested the Air Pollution Control District to implement the retrofitting or replacement of port trucks and agreed to provide matching funds appropriated by the Board of Port Commissioners.  The Memorandum of Agreement specifies the responsibilities of each agency and governs the payment of funds by the        San Diego Unified Port District to the Air Pollution Control District for project match and administrative costs. 
The Air Pollution Control District, also in collaboration with the San Diego Unified Port District, applied for additional funding for emission reduction projects from the first year of the Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program.  On May 22, 2008, the California Air Resources Board awarded $7,665,000 to the San Diego Air Pollution Control District.  Of those funds, $2,362,500 is earmarked for port trucks.  Authority is requested to allow the Air Pollution Control Officer to amend the Memorandum of Agreement to reflect the additional award and continued program administration by the Air Pollution Control District, if necessary.  The Air Pollution Control Officer will return to the Board to appropriate and allocate funds when specific projects have been identified.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not included in the Fiscal Year 2008-09 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in a revenue increase of $600,000 from the San Diego Unified Port District Early Grant match and up to $1,400,000 from the San Diego Unified Port District for a total of up to $2,000,000 in the GMERP-Match Fund.  The Air Pollution Control District staff will return to the Board to establish appropriations once projects are finalized.  If approved, this request will require no additional staff years and no net General Fund costs.  The proposed Memorandum of Agreement with the San Diego Unified Port District allows for up to $75,000 of their Early Grant matching funds and $50,000 of the initial Fiscal Year 2008-09 GMERP matching funds to be used for administrative costs.

	
	Business Impact Statement:

	
	Businesses that are eligible, who apply and are funded by this program will benefit by receiving new, cleaner equipment or engines at a greatly reduced cost.

	AIR POLLUTION CONTROL OFFICER
1. Approve and authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to execute a Memorandum of Agreement between the San Diego Air Pollution Control District and the San Diego Unified Port District to support the implementation of the Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program (GMERP).

2. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to amend the Memorandum of Agreement between the San Diego Air Pollution Control District and the San Diego Unified Port District to reflect additional future funding, if necessary.

3. Direct the Auditor and Controller to establish an interest bearing fund in the Air Pollution Control District for the Air Quality GMERP-Match Fund for non-State Proposition 1B funds.

4. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to accept $600,000 in the Air Quality GMERP-Match Fund from the San Diego Unified Port District for Proposition 1B match funding and administrative costs related to the San Diego Air Pollution Control District’s administration of the GMERP Early Grant as described in the Memorandum of Agreement.

5. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to accept future match funds up to $1,400,000 in the Air Quality GMERP-Match Fund from the San Diego Unified Port District for Proposition 1B match funding and administrative costs related to the San Diego Air Pollution Control District’s administration of the GMERP, as described in the Memorandum of Agreement.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Air Pollution Control District has four incentive program funds that include the Air Quality School Bus Program, Air Quality Power Generation Mitigation, Air Quality Moyer Program, and the Air Quality Improvement Fund.

This request is to transfer appropriations between incentive funds to comply with recommended actions from a recent audit conducted by the Air Resources Board and the State Department of Finance of the Air Pollution Control District’s implementation of the Carl Moyer Memorial Air Quality Standards Attainment Program and Lower-Emission School Bus Program.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not included in Air Pollution Control District’s Fiscal Year    2007-08 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in costs and revenue of $469,865 in the Air Quality School Bus Program Fund based on fund balance available, $469,865 in the Air Quality Power Generation Mitigation Fund based on an operating transfer from the Air Quality School Bus Program Fund, $37,763 in the Air Quality Moyer Program Fund based on fund balance available, and $37,763 in the Air Quality Improvement Fund based on an operating transfer from the Air Quality Power Generation Mitigation Fund.  If approved, this request will require no additional staff years and no net General Fund cost.

	REQUEST TO APPROPRIATE FUNDS IN THE AIR QUALITY IMPROVEMENT TRUST FUND FOR A MOTOR VEHICLE REDUCTION  PROJECT (DistrictS:  All)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Air Pollution Control District Air Quality Improvement Trust Fund receives vehicle registration funds of $2 per vehicle from on-road motor vehicles registered within San Diego County, which provides approximate annual revenues of $4.8 million.  This funding has been used to offset Air Pollution Control District costs to implement the California Clean Air Act and to fund projects that reduce motor vehicle related emissions.  The Regional Vanpool Program is an incentive project that reduces motor vehicle related emissions that is administered by the San Diego Association of Governments.

This is a request to appropriate $400,000 in the Air Pollution Control Air Quality Improvement Trust Fund to fund the final contract year of an emission reduction project with the San Diego Association of Governments.

	Funds for this request are not included in Air Pollution Control District’s Fiscal Year    2007-08 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in costs and revenue of $400,000 in the Air Quality Improvement Trust Fund based on fund balance available.  If approved, this request will require no additional staff years and no net General Fund cost.
