Pursuant to authority provided by this Board on March 16, 1999 (3) authorizing the Health and Human Services Director to seek additional external funding to build capacity and enhance programs for early detection of threats to public health, the Agency has been awarded grants from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and the State of California Department of Public Health for countywide tuberculosis treatment and control services.

Today’s action requests Board approval to accept revenues of $3,892,905 awarded by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and the State of California Department of Public Health for Fiscal Year 2011-12. Today’s action also requests continued authority to seek and apply for grant opportunities to continue building capacity for early detection of threats. 

Early detection of threats to public health supports the Building Better Health component of the County’s adopted LIVE WELL, SAN DIEGO! initiative which promotes healthy, safe and thriving communities.  Tuberculosis treatment and control services are provided through this funding and help reduce the spread of disease in the community.>>

	<Since 1991, the Alternate Public Defender has occupied leased office space at 110   West C Street in downtown San Diego.  In 2009, the Board approved a reorganization of indigent legal defense services into one department, the Department of the Public Defender, which includes the Primary Public Defender, Alternate Public Defender, Multiple Conflicts Office, Office of Assigned Counsel, and administrative functions necessary to their operations.  On July 1, 2010, the Public Defender moved into space in the ninth, tenth, and eleventh floors of an office building located at 450 B Street under a lease approved by the Board on March 23, 2010 (14).  In order to consolidate all Public Defender operations into the same building, improve efficiencies, and reduce leased space, the Board is requested to approve a new lease for 14,401 square feet of office space on the 12th floor of the 450 B Street building for use by the Alternate Public Defender and Multiple Conflicts Office.  The new proposed lease has a term of 10 years and 9 months and will concurrently expire with the previously approved lease.  There are 2 five-year options to extend the term. 	<The Electronic Employment Eligibility Verification System (commonly known as             E-Verify) is an online program that both the private and public sector can use to determine if a prospective employee is eligible for legal employment in the United States. The system works by comparing information from an I-9 form to records in the Department of Homeland Security and the Social Security Administration. Once the information is in the database, the results are generated within seconds to confirm or deny employment eligibility.

The County currently requires all new employees to fill out an I-9 form and be fingerprinted with a Live Scan device.  E-Verify would provide an additional tool for the County during the hiring process, and may also be helpful with ensuring that County contractors have legally eligible employees.  Prior to requiring County contractors to use E-Verify, it would be prudent for the County to first use the system.
The recommendations below direct the Chief Administrative Officer to explore the feasibility of the County utilizing E-Verify during the hiring process, to determine the suitable County contractors that will be required to use E-Verify, explore opportunities to provide information on E-Verify to businesses, and include support of E-Verify in the County’s Legislative Program.

In previous years, in order to be eligible for grant funding from the EDA, it was necessary to create both an Economic Development District (EDD) and a Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy (CEDS). On December 9, 2009, the San Diego County Board of Supervisors took action to authorize the CEDS committee to pursue establishment of an EDD and accepted the CEDS for submission to and approval by the State of California Planning Office and the United States EDA. 

However, due to the recent changes in the EDA grant procedures, it is now necessary to update the previously submitted documents as the new grant procedures only require the creation of a CEDS.  An EDD is not needed.  This updated CEDS report no longer includes Imperial County, which was previously included in the CEDS accepted by this Board of Supervisors in 2009. 

Working in cooperation with the South County Economic Development Council, the East County Economic Development Council, and other interested organizations in          San Diego County, we are recommending that the Board of Supervisors appoint the CEDS committee members, accept the updated CEDS, and authorize the CEDS committee to send its report to the California State Planning Office and the Federal Economic Development Administration for final consideration. Submitted for approval is an Ordinance adding Section 86.05 to Article IV-A of the           San Diego County Administrative Code extending the time period to seven years for an owner to acquire or construct a comparable replacement property within this county in order to transfer their property tax base year value from a property substantially damaged or destroyed in the 2003 Cedar Fire.  This requested action requires two steps, approval of the first reading of the Ordinance on June 14, 2011, and adoption of the Ordinance after the second reading on June 28, 2011.
