It provides identification of criminals booked into detention facilities and latent prints lifted from crime scenes. A Cal-ID User Agreement exists between all the cities within the San Diego Region and outlines agency contributions towards the cost of the program.

The current five-year Cal-ID/RAN agreement will expire on June 30, 2010.  This is a request to extend the Cal-ID/RAN User Agreement for one year until June 30, 2011.  This one-year extension is requested in lieu of a new five-year contract because the method for determining user city fees is currently under review.

	<The Office of Community Oriented Policing Services (COPS) is the component of the U. S. Department of Justice (USDOJ) responsible for advancing the practice of community policing by the nation’s state, local, territory, and tribal law enforcement agencies through information and grant resources. In 2009, the Sheriff’s Department submitted an application to the USDOJ for the Fiscal Year (FY) 2009 COPS Hiring Program, which was part of the Recovery Act Program. This previous application was not funded. This year, the Sheriff’s Department was invited to apply for the USDOJ FY 2010 COPS Hiring Program, a grant that will provide 100 percent funding for approved entry-level salaries and fringe benefits for three years for newly-hired, full-time sworn officer positions, or for rehired officers who have been laid off or are scheduled to be laid off on a future date as a result of local budget cuts. This grant requires that any deputies hired under the FY 2010 COPS Hiring Program must be retained for a fourth year, funded by the agency that received the grant funds.

This is a request to ratify the Sheriff’s Department’s submission of a grant application for the FY 2010 COPS Hiring Program.  If awarded, this grant will fund 35 positions (35.0 additional staff years) in the Sheriff’s Department for three years at a cost of $9,697,835.

	<The County of San Diego, through its County Medical Services (CMS) and Health Care Coverage Initiative (CI) programs, provides necessary medical care for indigent San Diego County residents, ages 21 through 64, using a network of contracted community providers.  CMS is mandated by State law and serves approximately 18,000 unduplicated beneficiaries annually.  Approved by the Board on           October 16, 2007 (3), the CI is a comprehensive chronic disease management program that serves approximately 3,000 indigent uninsured San Diego County residents and targets the high cost conditions of diabetes, hypertension and other related medical conditions. The CI is federally funded through a competitive grant, awarded to the County by the State.  CMS and CI beneficiaries are eligible for primary care, hospital emergency and inpatient care, other approved medical services, and pharmaceutical benefits.

In order to strengthen the health care safety net in San Diego County, the Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) has made significant efforts to engage local health care providers, including hospitals, to enter into contracts to provide health services to indigent patients.  Current Board authority is set to expire June 30, 2011 for CMS provider agreements and August 31, 2010 for CI provider agreements.

Board action is requested to provide authorization to continue contracting with indigent medical providers for a recommended term of one year with six option years or until such time as the County is relieved of the State mandate for CMS, or the State terminates the CI program respectively.  In addition, the Board is requested to authorize payments at a reduced amount for non-network CMS and CI hospital providers for emergency services provided to eligible CMS and CI beneficiaries.  Finally, staff requests authorization to work together with local stakeholders and the State regarding the planning for possible extension and expansion of the CI Program; accept an extension of the CI Demonstration Project; and execute agreements with the State of California, Department of Health Care Services.

	<The San Diego County Commission on Children, Youth and Families (the Commission) was established by the Board of Supervisors in 1986 to serve in an advisory capacity to identify and address the needs of children, youth and families who are either at-risk or in the public charge.

The Commission promotes public awareness of the abuse and neglect of children, reviews the resources available for intervention and treatment, and recommends improvements for services to families and victims. The Commission also serves as the County’s Child Abuse Council (CAPC) and is designated by the Board of Supervisors to provide a forum for interagency cooperation and coordination in prevention, detection, treatment and legal processing of child abuse cases.

California Welfare and Institutions Code established the County’s Children’s Trust Fund (CTF) with revenue from federal, state and local sources.  The Board has authorized the Commission to develop an annual spending plan for these funds to support local child abuse prevention efforts.  If approved, this item will authorize   $1,002,456 from the CTF to be used for funding the County’s CAPC, and child abuse and neglect prevention and intervention programs and activities in                 FY 2010-11.

A comprehensive process was established to review and analyze County functions for their outsourcing potential.

On October 13, 2009 (7), the Board approved a recommendation to outsource the Welfare-to-Work program, known as CalWORKS, and associated Child Care Stage 1 services.  The Department of Purchasing and Contracting was authorized to issue a competitive solicitation for CalWORKs Employment Case Management services, Refugee Employment services, and Child Care Stage 1 services, and upon successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price, award a contract or contracts for a term of three years and up to five option years, and up to an additional six months, for transitional purposes as needed.

This process has now been completed and service contracts have been awarded to 1) Arbor E&T, LLC, to provide CalWORKS Employment Case Management Services and Child Care Stage 1 services at 1310 Union Plaza Court, Oceanside and 1750 Fifth Avenue, San Diego, and 2) Public Consulting Group to provide these services at 7065 Broadway in Lemon Grove and 675 Oxford Street, Chula Vista.  Both companies will sublease office space currently leased by the County and occupied by County staff.

	<Residents in multi-family residential rental housing facilities are frequently victimized when the facility they live in is unsafe.  The negative affects of an unsafe multi-family rental facility are also felt by neighboring properties and the surrounding community as a whole.   

In an effort to keep our neighborhoods safe and to address the public safety issues that arise as a result of problem residential rental housing facilities, the Sheriff’s Department has developed a Crime Free Multi-Housing education program and certification for owners and operators of such properties.  This program has proven successful in reducing the crime and blight often associated with habitually unsafe multi-family housing complexes.  Unfortunately, the Crime Free Multi-Housing education program and certification is currently voluntary for such properties.  This needs to change for the benefit of those who live within problem properties as well as for those who live in their immediate vicinity.   

Therefore, with the support of the Sheriff, the action before the board will adopt an ordinance that will make Crime Free Multi-Housing Certification a requirement for owners or operators of residential rental housing facilities that generate at least ten calls for service to local law enforcement in any given 90-day period and, in addition, demonstrate a 25% increase in calls for service to local law enforcement as compared to two other residential rental housing facilities, similarly situated, in any given 90 day period.>>
