	<On June 28, 2011 (8) your Board of Supervisors held a public hearing to receive public comment and consider three draft redistricting plans developed by the Redistricting Advisory Committee (“RAC”). Your Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to return on July 12, 2011 with a proposed redistricting ordinance based on 06/13/11 RAC Draft Plan 5-7 (“Draft Plan 5-7”) with the modifications described herein. Based on this direction, County staff developed Board of Supervisors Proposed Redistricting Plan 5-7 (“BOS Proposed Plan 5-7”) (Attachment A) and a proposed ordinance based on that plan (Attachment B).

Today, July 12, 2011, your Board will consider approval of BOS Proposed Plan 5-7 to establish the County of San Diego 2011 Supervisorial district boundaries and will consider approval of the introduction (first reading) of the redistricting ordinance incorporating BOS Proposed Plan 5-7.  If your Board takes action as recommended on July 12, 2011, your Board will consider adoption of the redistricting ordinance (second reading) on August 2, 2011.

If approved, the recommendations of July 12, 2011 also enable the Registrar of Voters to take the actions necessary to prepare maps and election files based on the redistricting ordinance, and to notify any registered voters whose Supervisorial districts have changed. 

Your Board also referred to the Chief Administrative Officer for review the American Civil Liberties Union’s proposed redistricting plan received on               June 28, 2011. Due to time constraints and the early docketing deadline for this letter, the Chief Administrative Officer and County Counsel will report their findings to your Board on July 12. 	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro On February 1, 2011 (6), your Board approved the procurement of underwriting services for the County Administration Center Waterfront Park (Project).  Since this time, a financing team has been working with County staff to structure a long-term financing and prepare the related documents to provide for the sale and delivery of certificates of participation in a not to exceed amount of $35,000,000 (2011 COPs) to help fund the Project.  The Department of General Services has estimated the total cost of the Project at $44,200,000.  Of this amount $9,080,000 has been funded over the years based on General Fund fund balance.  The CAO Proposed Operational Plan Fiscal Year 2011-12 provides for the remaining $35,120,000: $5,139,000 of which is anticipated to be funded with restricted revenues received under the County tax sharing agreement for the Centre City Redevelopment Project Area (Tax Sharing Agreement Revenues) and $29,981,000 from the proceeds of the 2011 COPs.

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro If approved, staff will proceed with the sale and delivery of the 2011 COPs related to the Project, for an amount not to exceed $35,000,000, which includes the funding of a portion of the design and construction costs in the amount of $29,981,000, and approximately $3 million of financing costs, including a Certificate Reserve Fund, underwriters’ discount, and costs of issuance. Project costs, including design and construction, are included in the CAO Proposed Operational Plan Fiscal Year          2011-12 in the Capital Outlay Fund.  If approved, this recommendation will result in annual base rental payments (lease payments) of approximately $800,000 during Fiscal Year 2011-12 and $2.3 million from Fiscal Year 2012-13 through Fiscal Year 2041-42.  Funds to support the Fiscal Year 2011-12 lease payment are not included in the CAO Proposed Operational Plan. The actual amount of the lease payments will be known when the County enters the market and finalizes the financing rates.  Staff will return to the Board with recommendations to establish appropriations to support the Fiscal Year 2011-12 lease payment.  

These lease payments will be secured by the General Fund.  It is anticipated that the General Fund will receive an offset for these amounts from restricted Tax Sharing Agreement Revenue; initial estimates indicate 2.6 times coverage provided by this revenue stream, including anticipated increased maintenance costs.
