	OVERVIEW:

	
	On June 22, 2005 (4), the Board of Supervisors continued the public hearing until July 13, 2005 to allow for ballot tabulation.

On March 23, 2005 (7), the Board of Supervisors initiated the mailed ballot proceedings for the Mosquito, Vector and Disease Control Measure.  On that date the Board adopted Resolution 05-29 that established a Mosquito, Vector and Disease Control Assessment, approved the preliminary Engineer’s Report and set June 22, 2005 as the date for the required public hearing and to conclude the balloting period.  

Proposition 218 provides for a minimum of 45-day balloting period during which time property owners can support or reject the proposed assessment. Ballots for this Measure were mailed May 6, 2005 to all property owners in the county.  The balloting period will conclude at the end of the public comment portion of this public hearing. It is requested that the public hearing be continued to July 13, 2005 to allow the tabulating firm time to count the valid ballots received from property owners.  On July 13, 2005, the hearing will be concluded and the results of the Measure will be announced.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If this measure passes, the revenue from the benefit assessment will be approximately $7,310,972 in Fiscal Year 2005-06. The Department of Environmental Health will return to the Board to establish appropriations based on the Mosquito, Vector and Disease Control Assessment revenue and add the proposed staff years as discussed on March 23, 2005 (7).  Included in the above revenue amount, the County will pay approximately $7,293 for assessments of County-owned parcels for Fiscal Year 2005-06.  Assessments in subsequent years would depend on the Vector Control Program budget, and related assessment rates, approved annually by your Board. 

If the benefit assessment does not pass, substantial reductions to current service levels will have to be made to operate the program within the available ongoing funding levels of approximately $2,200,000.  Service levels were enhanced in the current year using District Trust funds; this funding source will be virtually exhausted by the end of this year.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT

	
	Outbreaks of vector-borne diseases can materially and negatively impact economic activity. According to a study prepared for the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, the outbreak of West Nile virus in Louisiana is estimated to have cost over $20 million in a single year.  Such outbreaks and other public health threats can have a drastic negative effect on tourism, business, and residential activities.  The proposed assessment will help to prevent the likelihood of such outbreaks.  This is a benefit to business, agriculture, and residential properties.

Tourism is a significant component of the economic and business base in the County.  The tourism and business industries in San Diego County would benefit from reduced levels of harmful or nuisance mosquitoes and other vectors.  Conversely, any outbreak of emerging vector-borne diseases such as West Nile virus could also materially affect these industries.

Find in accordance with Section 21080(b)(3) of the Public Resources Code and section 15273 of CEQA guideline that this action is exempt from CEQA, because it establishes a charge to meet the operating expenses of and to establish necessary financial reserves for an existing program, specifically the County Vector Control Program as described herein and in the Engineer’s report. 

3. Accept and confirm the results of the proposed Mosquito, Vector and Disease Control Assessment.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	McClellan-Palomar Airport, located in Carlsbad, is a major gateway to and from San Diego’s North County (Thomas Guide page 1127, D-2).  It provides facilities and services to commercial, corporate, and general aviation communities.  It is home to 426 aircraft.

The McClellan-Palomar Airport Runway Safety Area  (Phase 1) project consists of constructing a general aviation parking apron that will accommodate approximately 130 locally based aircraft, and a partial parallel taxiway approximately 3,400 feet long. Plans and specifications for construction of the McClellan-Palomar Airport Runway Safety Area Phase 1 (North Ramp & Taxiway) are complete.

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, of a contract for construction of McClellan-Palomar Airport Runway Safety Area Phase 1 (North Ramp & Taxiway). If approved, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a construction contract.  Construction is scheduled to begin November 2005 and to be completed in April 2006.  This request also adds additional appropriations.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The McClellan-Palomar Airport Runway Safety Area Phase 1 (North Ramp & Taxiway) project is partially budgeted in the FY 2005-06 Airport Enterprise Fund Spending Plan in the amount of $3,978,947.  This request, if approved, would amend that Spending Plan by $3,816,053 for a total project cost of $7,795,000.  Funding sources are Federal Aviation Administration Airports grant ($7,405,250) and Airport Enterprise Fund ($389,750).

	OVERVIEW:

	
	McClellan-Palomar Airport, located in Carlsbad, is a major gateway to and from San Diego’s North County (Thomas Guide page 1127, D-2). It provides facilities and services to commercial, corporate, and general aviation communities.  It is home to 426 aircraft.

The McClellan-Palomar Airport Underground Detention Basin Project consists of constructing an extended detention basin to capture stormwater runoff.  This project will enhance the quality of stormwater runoff from the airport and the surrounding business park that would otherwise flow untreated into Agua Hedionda Creek, Agua Hedionda Lagoon, and the Pacific Ocean.

Plans and specifications for construction of the McClellan-Palomar Detention Basin improvements are complete.

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, of a contract for construction of an Underground Detention Basin. If approved, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a construction contract.  Construction is scheduled to begin November 2005 and to be completed in April 2006.  This request also adds additional appropriations for the project.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The total cost for the Underground Detention Basin is $870,000. A Proposition 13 Nonpoint Source Control grant funds $700,000 of that amount and is included in the Fiscal Year 2005-06 Flood Control District budget.  If approved, this request would provide the additional $170,000 needed for the project based on an operating transfer from the Department of Public Works General Fund.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On January 15, 2003 (9), at the request of Supervisor Horn, the Board of Supervisors initiated the San Luis Rey River Park project.  This action authorized the Chief Administrative Officer to seek and identify possible sources to fund the future acquisition, development, and construction of park improvements, and to begin work on a master plan for the San Luis Rey River Park.  Since that time, Proposition 12 Roberti-Z’berg-Harris grant funds and County General Funds totaling $550,000 were appropriated for this project.

On May 5, 2004 (10), the County entered into a consultant agreement in the amount of $495,000 for design services to complete the draft San Luis Rey River Park Master Plan.  The master plan will identify the proposed boundaries of the park along with an evaluation of the suitability of land for recreation facilities and open space preservation.  The information contained in the master plan will guide the County in future acquisitions of land for inclusion in the proposed park.

On June 22, 2005 (5), at the request of Supervisor Horn, the Board approved the establishment of additional appropriations in the amount of $1,031,179, provided by District 5 Community Projects funds, to provide for the cost of environmental studies, and design and construction documents.

Work on the master plan has progressed to the point where acquisitions have been identified for inclusion in the proposed park.  Due to increasing land values and the identification of several willing sellers, it is critical to begin acquiring land while the master plan is being completed.  The recommended action will establish appropriations in the amount of $5.0 million in a new Capital Project and authorize the Chief Administrative Officer to take necessary steps to initiate acquisitions of land for the San Luis Rey River Park.  No improvements will be constructed on the land that is acquired for park purposes until the master plan and environmental review for the proposed park have been completed.  Funding for this request is provided by Fiscal Year 2004-2005 General Fund Fund Balance.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Capital Outlay Fund.  The funding source is Fiscal Year 2004-2005 Fund Balance available in the General Fund.  If approved, this request will result in a current year cost of $5.0 million to fund acquisition costs, no annual cost, and will require the addition of no staff years.

Additional funding will be sought from grants and other sources to fund the complete acquisition and development of the park.  If the project is approved, there would be future costs associated with operations and maintenance of the proposed park that are unknown at this time and would be addressed upon construction of the park.

	EMERGENCY REMEDIATION OF STORMWATER DAMAGED DRAINAGE CONVEYANCE SYSTEMS AND EMERGENCY REPAIRS RELATED TO STORM DAMAGE (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Since the December 2004/ January 2005 and the February 2005 rainstorms, staff has identified at least 39 County road sites and nine Flood Control District sites in need of critical emergency repairs before the next rainy season begins. This will prevent further damage and flooding, and thereby reduce or eliminate further risk to public safety, health and property at these sites.

On June 15, 2005 (4) and (FLD 1), the Board ratified three exigency actions authorized by the Chief Administrative Officer, authorized the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to approve design plans and specifications and award construction contracts, and designated the Director of the Department of Public Works as County Officer responsible for administering the construction contracts. The exigency actions authorized by the Chief Administrative Officer were: 1) sole-source procurement of engineering design services by 

Boyle Engineering and Rick Engineering; 2) sole-source procurement of engineering design services by RBF Consultants; and 3) issuance of a Request for Statements of Qualification to establish a list of pre-qualified construction contractors. 

Emergency engineering design services are required to repair extensive damage caused by severe rain events occurring in December 2004/January 2005 and February 2005. Construction contracts will be awarded to pre-qualified contractors based on an expedited competitive bidding process, as project designs are completed. Six contractors have been pre-qualified to bid and perform the construction work based on pre-determined evaluation criteria.  This process will expedite construction.

To date eight sites have been designed and are ready for construction. Construction is scheduled to begin mid July 2005 and be completed by end of August 2005.  Engineering designs for the remaining sites are being prepared.  Staff will return to the Board with a status update and for authorization to continue design and construction of this emergency work until it is completed.

This is a request for the Board to ratify that emergency conditions continue to exist related to roads and flood control repairs, and also to establish appropriations necessary to fund repairs described in these exigency actions.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Total Project costs are projected to be $7,000,000 for the Road Fund.  Funding sources for the Road Fund include operating transfers from the Department of Public Works Equipment Operations Internal Service Fund ($2 million) and from the Department of Public Works Equipment Acquisition – Road Fund Internal Service Fund ($3 million), and available Road Fund fund balance ($2 million).  

Total Project costs are projected to be $2,000,000 for the Flood Control District.  Funding for the Flood Control District is from a combination of a loan and eligible reimbursements from Special Drainage Area No. 9 ($700,000) and available Flood Control District fund balance ($1.3 million).

	The Wildcat Canyon Road Enhancement Project is a part of the Department of Public Works 2005-06 Detailed Work Program for road improvement projects.  The project will widen Wildcat Canyon Road and create a northbound passing lane from 1,800 feet north of Muth Valley Road to a point 900 feet north of Blue Sky Ranch Road, a distance of approximately one mile.  The project will enhance safety and improve traffic flow on this major connection between Lakeside and Ramona.  The County Board of Supervisors certified the Final Environmental Impact Report/Environmental Assessment for the Wildcat Canyon Road Enhancement Project on October 8, 2003 (2).  The Final Environmental Impact Report/Environmental Assessment identified significant impacts to biological habitat and jurisdictional wetland areas.  

In order to satisfy conditions of project permits from the Regional Water Quality Control Board, the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, and the California Department of Fish and Game, the County must mitigate impacts of the road construction on existing wetland habitat and jurisdictional resources by creating or enhancing wetlands in or near the project area.  Mitigation for impacts must be secured prior to commencement of project construction.  The County will satisfy these mitigation requirements with the purchase of 1.84 acres of mitigation credits from the Rancho Jamul Mitigation Bank, the fee purchase of 1.44-acres of restored wetlands habitat in Santee from the Metropolitan Transit Development Board and the purchase of a conservation easement over 0.38 acres of land within the project area.  This wetlands mitigation plan has been approved by the permitting agencies.

The Board is requested to establish appropriations in the amount of $606,910 for the Wildcat Canyon Road Enhancement Project, approve the purchase of 1.84 acres of mitigation credits from the Rancho Jamul Mitigation Bank for $276,000, and set a hearing for September 21, 2005 to consider the fee acquisition of a 1.44-acre portion of Assessor’s Parcel Number 381-050-56 from the Metropolitan Transit Development Board for $330,910. 	The Wildcat Canyon Road Enhancement Project is a part of the Department of Public Works 2005-06 Detailed Work Program for road improvement projects. Wildcat Canyon Road is an existing two-lane road located east of State Route 67 in East County.  It stretches from the unincorporated community of Lakeside through the Barona Indian Reservation to San Vicente Road.  It provides north/south access to surrounding residents, open space preserves, the Barona Indian Reservation, and is a major connection between Lakeside and Ramona. (Thomas Guide, page 1212-E5)

The Project requires the acquisition of permanent right-of-way easements from 12 property owners along the roadway and the acquisition of a conservation easement for on-site mitigation from one of the 12 owners. Appraisals of the required easements were initially completed in February 2004, and an offer for the appraised value was presented to each property owner at that time.  The Project was subsequently put on hold, pending the outcome of funding negotiations.  The funding negotiations were successful, the appraisals were updated to reflect current market values, and new offers were presented to each property owner.   To date, four of the 12 property owners have signed contracts agreeing to sell the necessary easements to the County. The owner of the mitigation parcel is among the eight who have not signed. Although negotiations with the remaining unsigned property owners continue, the Project schedule requires that the authority to commence an action in eminent domain be requested at this time.

The Board is requested to set a hearing for August 2, 2005, to consider adoption of a Resolution of Public Necessity to initiate an eminent domain action for the necessary easement parcels and the on-site mitigation parcel required for the Wildcat Canyon Road Enhancement Project.  Approval is also requested to establish appropriations of $54,129 in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2005-06 Detailed Work Program for Wildcat Canyon project. 	On December 10, 2002 (18), at the request of Supervisor Jacob, the Board of Supervisors directed the Chief Administrative Officer to investigate the feasibility of building a sports complex in East County.

On May 18, 2004 (19), the Board approved the establishment of District 2 Community Projects funds in the amount of $81,224 to initiate the first deposit into a Capital Project for the eventual construction of the sports park.  Subsequently, on June 21, 2005 (17), additional District 2 Community Projects funds in the amount of $717,089 were added to the Capital Project to supplement funding for future construction.  The Department of Parks and Recreation has also received Proposition 12 grant funds totaling $944,500 to go towards project development.

The investigation of acquiring land and constructing the proposed sports complex included the potential acquisition of Sanitation District property and adjacent land needed to provide access to the site.  The Sanitation District property consists of approximately 15 acres located within the community of Lakeside, immediately north of the San Diego River, adjacent to Highway 67.  The Department of Parks and Recreation is also in the process of identifying potential access to this site.

To enable the County to meet grant eligibility requirements and to be more competitive in the application for grant funds, it is critical to acquire potential land for the proposed sports park at the earliest possible time.  The requested action will establish appropriations of $3.0 million, consisting of Fiscal Year 2004-2005 General Fund Fund Balance for the purchase of the Sanitation District land and associated access needed for the future East County Sports Complex.

	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Capital Outlay Fund.  The funding source is Fiscal Year 2004-2005 Fund Balance available in the General Fund. 	In 1989 the State of California - Wildlife Conservation Board acquired 59.94 acres of land in the Tijuana River Valley known as "Dairy Mart Ponds Ecological Reserve" (Thomas Guide, page 1350-D4).  This land is one of the most significant freshwater marsh/riparian habitats of its size in southern California.  Since the State’s acquisition, the County's Department of Parks and Recreation has informally managed the site as an extension of the Tijuana River Valley Regional Park.

In consideration of the County's prior management of the property and proposed future plans for construction of pathways and viewpoint improvements, the State proposes to transfer the property to the County at no cost.  The appraised value of the site is $910,000.  As a condition of the transfer, the County will agree to use the property for wildlife habitat preservation, education and research, or compatible public uses such as trails or open space.  In addition, the County and the California Department of Fish and Game propose to enter into an agreement whereby the California Department of Fish and Game will reimburse the County for the cost to prepare and implement a plan to remove the non-native vegetation from the property.

This is a request to approve the fee-title transfer of the Dairy Mart Ponds property to the County.  The Board is also requested to approve a revenue agreement in the amount of $89,659.75 with the California Department of Fish and Game to prepare and implement a Non-Native/Exotic Vegetation Removal Plan for the Dairy Mart Ponds property.

	The State is transferring the property to the County at no cost.  In addition, this action includes acceptance of $89,659.75 from the State Department of Fish and Game for restoration activities on the property. The Department of Public Works, Transportation Division proposes to install in-pavement warning lights at two school crosswalks on Bancroft Drive.  This project will also install vehicle speed feedback signs at Campo Road between Rogers Road and Cordoba Road, Willows Road between West Willows over crossing and the Viejas Casino, Cole Grade Road at Valley Center High School, and Winter Gardens Boulevard at Riverview Elementary School.  Installation of the in-pavement warning lights will increase school pedestrian safety by warning motorists of pedestrians walking within the crosswalk.  The placement of vehicle speed feedback signs will educate motorists of their speed of travel in relation to the posted speed limit in an effort to reduce speed related collisions.

The Office of Traffic Safety has given County of San Diego a written agreement stating grant funds of $101,500 for installation of proposed traffic safety devices will be awarded.   The grant agreement stipulates the County shall fund the installation of the approved devices and upon completion of installation of traffic safety equipment Office of Traffic Safety will reimburse $101,500 through the grant funding.  

This is a request to accept grant funding from the Office of Traffic Safety for in-pavement warning lights and vehicle speed feedback signs.  In addition, it is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award to the lowest responsible bidder of a contract to install the in-pavement warning lights and vehicle speed feedback signs. This is a request to accept grant funding from the Office of Traffic Safety for in-pavement warning lights and vehicle speed feedback signs.  The total amount of the grant is $101,500.  Construction is scheduled to begin in September 2005 and be completed by December 2005.
