The $100,000 awarded by ABC, under its Grant Assistance Program (GAP), will be used to collaborate with ABC to develop and institute an approach to eliminate crime and public nuisance problems associated with alcoholic beverage outlets.  The $56,786 from OHMVR will be used to continue to provide and maintain off-road enforcement, medical, and educational needs of the off-road riding community in San Diego County.

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro On June 29, 2010 (17), the Board of Supervisors introduced Ordinance for further consideration and adoption on July 13, 2010.
Residents in multi-family residential rental housing facilities are frequently victimized when the facility they live in is unsafe.  The negative affects of an unsafe multi-family rental facility are also felt by neighboring properties and the surrounding community as a whole.
In an effort to keep our neighborhoods safe and to address the public safety issues that arise as a result of problem residential rental housing facilities, the Sheriff’s Department has developed a Crime Free Multi-Housing education program and certification for owners and operators of such properties.  This program has proven successful in reducing the crime and blight often associated with habitually unsafe multi-family housing complexes.  Unfortunately, the Crime Free Multi-Housing education program and certification is currently voluntary for such properties.  This needs to change for the benefit of those who live within problem properties as well as for those who live in their immediate vicinity.  
Therefore, with the support of the Sheriff, the action before the board will adopt an ordinance that will make Crime Free Multi-Housing Certification a requirement for owners or operators of residential rental housing facilities that generate at least ten calls for service to local law enforcement in any given     90-day period and, in addition, demonstrate a 25% increase in calls for service to local law enforcement as compared to two other residential rental housing facilities, similarly situated, in any given 90 day period.

	<California is home to more than a million and a half veterans who have served honorably and made great sacrifices in defense of our freedoms and to protect us from foreign threats. Unfortunately, too many veterans wind up homeless in virtually every urban core throughout America, including downtown San Diego. Our Board of Supervisors remains committed to helping our veterans who have shed their blood and risked their lives for our country.  To achieve this, we need substantially more federal resources.  

House Bill (H.R.) 4810, the “End Veteran Homelessness Act of 2010”, which extends through Fiscal Year (FY) 2010, increases the amount of the authorization of appropriations for Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) for comprehensive service programs for homeless veterans. The bill, which has received bi-partisan support, requires the Secretary of the Department of Veterans Affairs to ensure that each VA medical center conducts outreach to landlords, encouraging and facilitating program participation. The bill also directs the VA Secretary to coordinate with the Secretary of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) to provide assistance to homeless veterans in accessing HUD’s Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program.

The bill further authorizes appropriations for FY 2012 and thereafter for VA financial assistance for supportive services for very low-income veteran families occupying permanent housing.  H.R. 4810 tries to reach all veterans and places a focus on promoting awareness of assistance for homeless women veterans and homeless veterans with children. 
Today’s action will reinforce the County of San Diego’s support for the “End Veteran Homelessness Act of 2010” and reinforce our commitment to helping our veterans. >>

	<Free and open competition in government contracting is conducive to production, economic growth, and efficient use of limited resources. It is in the public interest, especially when public contracts and tax dollars are concerned, to fairly consider all qualified and capable contractors and workers for public contracts. 
On February 23, 2010 the Board of Supervisors adopted SECTION 428 of the Administrative Code prohibiting the County from requiring Project Labor Agreements on County construction projects. Since that time, the voters of Oceanside have passed Proposition K, which makes the city a Charter City and allows for more flexibility in contracting decisions.  In Chula Vista, voters passed Proposition G, prohibiting the city from imposing Project Labor Agreements (PLAs).  Support for these measures in the second and third largest cities in the region demonstrates the public desire to be given the chance to ensure fair and open competition in contracting for future generations.

This action is the consideration of placing a Charter Amendment on the          November 2, 2010 ballot regarding fair and open competition in county contracting.
