JANA LANE OPEN SPACE VACATION, VAC 02-010, VALLEY CENTER COMMUNITY PLAN (DISTRICT: 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to vacate an open space easement recorded on a 6.13-acre remainder parcel of Parcel Map 17278.  The easement was placed as mitigation for the subdivision and subsequent development of five parcels under Parcel Map 17278.  The easement was placed over the entire subdivision in order to protect Englemann oak woodlands and allowed for the development of single-family residences and accessory structures.  The purpose of the Vacation is to set aside a biological open space easement that adequately protects Englemann oak woodland habitat over a portion of the site that will be completely protected from the allowed development and uses on the project site.  The owner proposes to vacate the entire open space easement and dedicate a new open space easement.   The biological open space easement to be dedicated is approximately 0.76 acres.  It will be dedicated to protect a cluster of Englemann oak woodland habitat located in the northeastern portion of the property.  

The Vacation of open space easements is a two-step process.  The first step is to set a date for the public hearing and direct the Clerk of the Board to provide notice and posting as required by law.  The second step is to adopt a resolution to vacate a portion of the open space easement at the close of the public hearing.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County operated the San Marcos II Landfill (Landfill) from 1978 until March 11, 1997, when the Landfill ceased operations. California Code of Regulations Title 27 requires landfill operators to permanently close landfills that stop accepting waste material. In 1997, many issues, such as litigation results, design, closure timing, and regulatory requirements for closure of San Marcos Landfill were unknown. Scope, timing and costs for this Landfill Closure have now been determined. The Landfill permanent closure plan has been approved by regulatory agencies and includes construction of a comprehensive soil cover with revegetation and a new gas extraction system.   

The Department of Public Works estimates the total cost to complete required closure actions to be $23.17 million. Recommended actions will provide this amount through funding reserved in 1997 for solid waste system post-divestiture requirements. This proposal, if approved, would transfer funds to the Solid Waste Landfill Closure Reserve from the Environmental Trust Fund and the Land Acquisition Divestiture Holding Fund. Because language in the Environmental Trust Fund Ordinance does not currently provide for funding the San Marcos II Landfill closure, it must be amended.

On March 24, 2004 (12), the Board authorized advertisement and award of the San Marcos II Landfill Cover System Project. This was for the largest closure work component, constructing the comprehensive soil cover. On May 20, 2004, bids were opened and the low bid was higher than expected. This higher–than-expected bid was due primarily to higher soil hauling costs and the complexity of meeting very stringent project specifications. Appropriations of $3.2 million are needed to award this contract and provide adequate contingency. 

For vegetation of the landfill cover, recommendations will establish appropriations and authorize advertisement and subsequent award for the Landfill Revegetation and Irrigation construction contract, estimated at $3.2 million, including contingency.

Requested transfers from the Environmental Trust Fund and the Land Acquisition Divestiture Holding Fund, in the amounts of $3 million and $4 million respectively, will complete total project funding requirements. Transfers will add this $7 million to the $1.37 million currently in the Solid Waste Landfill Closure Reserve, for a total of $8.37 million. Reserve (trust fund) monies can not be spent directly to projects, and must be appropriated into the DPW General Fund in order to process payments. Funding of $14.8 million for this project is already appropriated into the DPW General Fund. This request, if approved, would establish appropriations of the remaining $8.37 million in the DPW General Fund for this purpose. These actions will make the entire $23.17 million required for the project available for expenditure on all components of the project.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Estimated total cost to complete the closure project is $23.17 million. Appropriations need to be established in the Department of Public Works General Fund in order to expend them for the project. Transfers totaling approximately $7 million from the Environmental Trust Fund ($3 million) and the Land Acquisition-Divestiture Holding Fund ($4 million) to the Solid Waste Landfill Closure Reserve are necessary to complete San Marcos Landfill Closure. This will be established in the General Fund for the project along with $1.37 from the Solid Waste Landfill Closure Reserve. If approved, actions requested will result in current year total cost of $23.17 million, with no annual costs or additional staff years.

7. Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as the County Officer responsible for administering the contract, in accordance with Board Policy F-41, Public Works Construction Contracts.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	A recycling market development zone is a geographic area designated by the California Integrated Waste Management Board to provide financial and administrative incentives to expand the economic and employment opportunities of recycling. The County of San Diego is a member of the North San Diego County Recycling Market Development Zone, along with the Cities of Carlsbad, Del Mar, Escondido, Oceanside, Poway, San Diego, San Marcos, Solana Beach, and Vista.  Recycling conserves energy and natural resources, and assists in continuing to divert at least 50% of materials going into landfills, as mandated by the California Integrated Waste Management Act (AB 939).

Under the program, qualifying companies can apply to the State for below-market, fixed rate and long-term loans for projects that increase diversion of recyclable materials from landfilling. Loans are for up to 75% of project cost, not to exceed $2 million, for equipment, working capital, real estate purchase (maximum of $500,000), leasehold improvements and debt refinancing. Qualifying companies include those that produce a recycled-content, value-added product, or otherwise increase market demand for materials normally disposed in a landfill. The State will also provide marketing assistance, tax incentives for capital improvements, and financial planning expertise to these businesses. 

The North San Diego County Recycling Market Development Zone designation will expire November 16, 2004, unless it is redesignated by the California Integrated Waste Management Board, which requires that member jurisdictions of a zone adopt resolutions approving a redesignation submittal. This is a request to adopt a resolution approving submission of application for redesignation of the North San Diego County Recycling Market Development Zone; preparation of the Recycling Market Development Zone redesignation application by the City of San Diego; and designation of the City of San Diego as lead agency responding to mandates of the California Environmental Quality Act as it relates to the redesignation application.
