	< MacroButton NoMacro On July 22, 2009 (1), the Board approved the levy of assessments for the Mosquito, Vector and Disease Control Benefit Assessment.  According to Article XIIID of the   State Constitution (Proposition 218) approved by California voters in November 1996, property owners approve a benefit assessment through a ballot measure and in subsequent years the governing body approves the levy on properties.

The recommended actions will approve the Engineers Report, confirm the assessment diagram and assessment, and order the levy of assessments for the Mosquito, Vector and Disease Control Benefit Assessment for Fiscal Year 2010-11 by adopting a resolution.  The proposed single family equivalent rate is $6.20 which is a 4.7% increase from $5.92 as adopted for Fiscal Years 2007-08, 2008-09 and 2009-10.  The Board is also being asked to approve a resolution confirming the levy for Mosquito Abatement and Vector Control District Service Charge which was adopted by the Board prior to Proposition 218.  The existing service charge for Fiscal Year 2010-11 will be levied within the authorized rate structure with no change in the rates for the three subregions.

Upon adoption, the Mosquito, Vector and Disease Control Benefit Assessment and the Mosquito Abatement and Vector Control Service Charge will be placed on the tax roll, so that property owners can continue to pay the benefit assessment and service charge through their property tax bills for all taxable parcels.

	< MacroButton NoMacro If approved this request would result in revenues of approximately $5.6 million from the benefit assessment, $2.4 million from the service charge, $0.1 million from the Trust Fund and $0.1 million interest income for a total of $8.2 million for the Vector Surveillance and Control Program.  The operating costs are reflected in the approved budget for the Department of Environmental Health for Fiscal Year 2010-11.  Assessments in subsequent years would depend on the Vector Surveillance and Control Program budget, approved annually by the Board.  Approval of this request will require no additional staff years.

	< MacroButton NoMacro A public hearing is required annually to confirm and adopt levies for Permanent Road Division Zones, County Service Areas and Zones, and Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zones prior to placement on tax roll.  Article XIIID of the State Constitution (Proposition 218), approved by California voters in 1996, determines how these districts set maximum rates, dependent upon whether they are categorized as an assessment, fee or charge, or a special tax.  The levies described in this letter reflect no increases except those previously approved by property owner ballot or registered district voters.
Theses annual assessments are for the purpose of providing services such as road maintenance, street lighting, park and landscape maintenance, fire protection, stormwater management facilities, paramedic and emergency medical services, and regional emergency communication services.

In Fiscal Year 2010-11, 49 Permanent Road Division Zones, 15 County Service Areas and Zones, and 2 Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zones will levy within their approved range.  For some districts, a Consumer Price Index is usually applied; however this year there is no Consumer Price Index increase. The following is a summary of the proposed levies:
Permanent Road Division Zones – Of the 49 zones, the levies in only 2 are proposed to be changed. Voters in No. 76 -- Kingsford Court, approved an increase from $75 per benefit unit to $125 per benefit unit, which was confirmed by your Board on               May 19, 2010 (9). Voters in No.23 -- Rock Terrace approved an increase in 2009; however due to the economic downturn, the property owners requested that the assessment be phased in by increasing in yearly increments. Therefore this year they have a $50 increase from $250 to $300 per benefit unit, but it remains below their approved maximum rate of $450. 
County Service Areas – Cottonwood Village, No. 26B – Monte Vista, and No. 136 – Sundance Detention Basin, will levy within their approved range, with no increase. Local Park County Service Area (No. 26 – Rancho San Diego and No. 128 – San Miguel), are not increasing levies. San Dieguito Local Parks District No. 83 – Zone A (4S Ranch) will levy an assessment within its ballot-approved maximum rate.  Fire Protection District County Service Areas No. 107 – Elfin Forest, No. 113 – San Pasqual, No. 109 – Mt. Laguna, and No. 110-Palomar Mountain will levy within their voter-approved maximum rates, with no increase, other than a fixed increase in No. 107- Elfin Forest, which is dictated by its Ordinance.  County Service Area No. 135 – 800 MHz Communications Zones B – Del Mar, H – Solana Beach, and F – Poway, will levy a voter-approved, special tax, with no increase. County Services Areas No. 17 – San Dieguito Emergency Medical Services and No. 69 – Heartland Paramedic Services will levy within their voter-approved maximum rates, with no increase.

Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zones No. 3-4978-1 – Blackwolf and No. 4-4249-3 – Lake Rancho Viejo will levy at their voter-approved rates, including voter-approved annual construction cost index applied. 

This request is to adopt resolutions confirming levies for various districts.  Upon adoption, these special taxes, assessments and/or charges will be placed on the tax roll, so that district members can pay amounts necessary to provide district services through their property tax bills.

 MacroButton NoMacro Funds for processing this request are budgeted in Department of Public Works, Special Districts Administration.  The funding source is individual district trust funds on deposit. The levies are consistent with revenues shown in the proposed budgets for the Permanent Road Division Zones, County Service Areas and Zones, and the Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zone.  The proposed budgets were submitted to the Board on May 11, 2010 (14), and were subject to public hearings from June 14 through             June 23, 2010.  The Board tentatively approved the County’s Operational Plan following budget deliberations on June 30, 2010.  Final budget adoption is scheduled for        August 3, 2010.  If approved, these requests will result in no additional current year costs, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

	< MacroButton NoMacro This item addresses the continuation of existing street lighting and landscape maintenance assessments for the 2010-11 Fiscal Year without change.  Each year a public hearing is held to confirm benefit levies for street lighting and landscape maintenance districts for the coming fiscal year.  Districts that rely on property tax alone do not have a levy, and are not included in this letter.  
San Diego County Lighting District
The San Diego County Street Lighting District operates and maintains nearly 10,000 public street lights in unincorporated San Diego County and is dedicated to providing quality street light service at a low cost to property owners. Funding for the District is through a small portion of property tax and assessments charged to benefiting properties. Assessments are based on traffic generation for each type of land use, with a single-family residence being assigned one unit of benefit.  

District funding is sufficient to operate and maintain the County’s street lights for the next fiscal year without a rate increase.  The proposed assessment rate for the Street Lighting District for Fiscal Year 2010-11 is the current rate of $6.48 per single family home per year.  Among all street lighting district jurisdictions in the San Diego region, the County’s assessment rate remains the lowest.
Landscape Maintenance District Zone No. 1
Landscape Maintenance District Zone (LMD) No. 1 was formed to supplement revenue assessed by County Service Area No. 26 – Rancho San Diego for park operations and maintenance within the District boundary.  In Fiscal Year 2010-11, LMD No. 1 will levy the current assessment rate of $29.50 per single family home per year.
Landscape Maintenance District Zone No. 2

Landscape Maintenance District Zone (LMD) No. 2 – Julian (Jess Martin Park) was established to fund ongoing maintenance of amenities and construction of minor capital improvements at Jess Martin Park in the community of Julian.  In Fiscal Year 2010-11, LMD No. 2 will levy the current assessment rate of $47.82 per single family home.  

This action requires two steps. These Districts’ assessments are confirmed by the Board at an annual public hearing.  On June 23, 2010, the actions requested are to approve the   Engineer’s Reports for the San Diego County Lighting District and LMD Nos. 1 and 2, and to set a public hearing date of July 14, 2010.  The Board took these actions on      June 23, 2010.  At the hearing on July 14, 2010, after hearing public testimony, the Board will be asked to consider adopting resolutions confirming the assessments.  These actions are discretionary after consideration of public testimony.

	< MacroButton NoMacro Collier Park is located in the unincorporated community of Ramona (Thomas Guide page 1152, H-6).  The Boys and Girls Clubs of Greater San Diego, Inc. currently leases a community center building and an undeveloped area in Collier Park.  In December 2009, the Boys and Girls Clubs of Greater San Diego, Inc. donated $250,000 to help fund construction of an outdoor soccer arena.  

The requested action will authorize the Director of the Department of General Services to negotiate and execute an amendment to the existing lease agreement between the County and the Boys and Girls Club of Greater San Diego, Inc. to include the future soccer arena. Under the terms of the amended lease agreement, the Boys and Girls Clubs of Greater San Diego, Inc. will share revenue with the County and will operate and maintain the proposed soccer arena and related improvements.  The requested action will also authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to advertise and award a construction contract estimated at $565,000, including contingency, to construct the Collier Park Soccer Arena project and to convert an existing tennis court into a basketball court. Funding sources are a donation from the Boys and Girls Club of Greater San Diego, Inc. ($250,000) and District Two Neighborhood Reinvestment funds ($372,046).  If approved, this action will result in cost and revenue in the amount of $622,046.  Project costs include $565,000, including contingency to fund the construction contract for the new soccer arena and related improvements and approximately $57,046 for design reviews, material testing, inspections and project management. 	< MacroButton NoMacro On October 21, 2009 (10), the Board authorized advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract for construction of the San Pasqual Academy replacement well, and construction of associated water system improvements.  The Board authorized $275,000, including contingency, for construction of this contract.

On December 17, 2009, only two construction bids were received and then rejected as they were determined to be too high.  Subsequently, project design plans were revised to reduce construction costs.  The contract was re-advertised and on May 4, 2010, four new bids were received.  The apparent low bid submitted was for $298,806, which was higher than the authorized funding amount.  Based on review of the latest bids, Department of Public Works staff has determined the apparent low bid to be fair and reasonable.  The higher-than-anticipated bid results are primarily attributed to the cost to dispose of large quantities of water during well drilling and installation.

When the Board approved $275,000 for this project, $250,000 of the total was budgeted in the Capital Outlay Fund and $25,000 was budgeted in Health and Human Services Agency Major Maintenance account. In order to ensure all funding necessary is in the Capital Outlay Fund, this request will, transfer the $25,000, plus an additional $175,000, from Health and Human Services Agency into the Capital Outlay Fund, for a total appropriation of $200,000.  After the transfer, total construction funding will be $450,000, including the required 20% contingency, construction management and consultant oversight.  Upon Board approval, Department of Purchasing and Contracting will award a contract for construction to the low bidder.

County road crews inspect all County-maintained roads and prioritize them for preventive maintenance.  Preventive maintenance includes road resurfacing and repairs.  Through visual inspection and scientific methods, staff determines which roads require asphalt resurfacing.  Asphalt resurfacing restores the structural integrity of the road and reduces future maintenance costs.  Included within this year’s resurfacing project is the repair and replacement of related roadway assets, such as roadway drainage, curbs, gutters, sidewalks, and curb ramps.

	< MacroButton NoMacro On June 30, 2010 (1), the Board of Supervisors introduced Ordinance for further consideration and adoption on July 14, 2010.

The mission of the Department of Environmental Health is to protect the environment and enhance public health for all three million San Diego County residents by preventing disease, promoting environmental responsibility and, when necessary, enforcing environmental and public health laws.

On May 16, 2006 (9), your Board approved a two year fee package for the Department of Environmental Health.  This allowed the department to carry out programs that have made major strides in the protection of public health and safety, and the environment.   
The Department of Environmental Health has continued to implement cost control and cost containment measures, resulting in no need for a fee increase for Fiscal Year        2009-10; however, in Fiscal Year 2010-11 it will be necessary to adjust fees for full cost recovery.  The proposed fee adjustments will address increases in staffing costs and new program mandates for the next fiscal year as well as anticipated changes in services and supplies. 

This is a request to adopt ordinance amendments to Title 6 of the County Code of Regulatory Ordinances relating to fee adjustments in the Department of Environmental Health for Fiscal Year 2010-11 and updates to terminology and references.

	< MacroButton NoMacro If approved, the proposed fee adjustments when compared to the last fee adjustment in FY 2008-09 (the second year of a two year fee package) will result in a increase of $820,000 for the Food & Housing Division; an increase of $665,000 for the Hazardous materials division; a decrease of $11,000 for Community Health Division; and a decrease of $1,630,000 in the Land and Water Quality Division.  The revenue decrease in the Land & Water Quality Division is due to a downturn in the number of land use projects.  

The proposed fee package will generate total revenue estimated at $22,931,410 in Fiscal Year 2010-11.  Funds for this request have been included in the Fiscal Year 2010-12 CAO Proposed Operational Plan for the Department of Environmental Health.  No additional staff years will be required.
