	< MacroButton NoMacro On July 23, 2008 (2), the Board approved the levy of assessments for the Mosquito, Vector and Disease Control Benefit Assessment.  According to Article XIIID of the State Constitution (Proposition 218) approved by California voters in November 1996, property owners approve a benefit assessment through a ballot measure and in subsequent years the governing body approves the levy on properties.

The recommended actions will approve the Engineers Report, confirm the assessment diagram and assessment, and order the levy of assessments for the Mosquito, Vector and Disease Control Benefit Assessment for Fiscal Year 2009-10 by adopting a resolution.  The proposed single family equivalent rate is $5.92 which is the same rate as adopted for Fiscal Years    2007-08 and 2008-09.  The Board is also being asked to approve a resolution confirming the levy for Mosquito Abatement and Vector Control District Service Charge which was adopted by the Board prior to Proposition 218.  The existing service charge for Fiscal Year 2009-10 will be levied within the authorized rate structure with no change in the rates of $3.00, $2.28, and $2.28 for Subregions 1, 2, and 3 respectively. 

Upon adoption, the Mosquito, Vector and Disease Control Benefit Assessment and the Mosquito Abatement and Vector Control Service Charge will be placed on the tax roll, so that property owners can continue to pay the benefit assessment and service charge through their property tax bills for all taxable parcels. 
Also included is a recommendation to reduce the Department of Environmental Health Fund Balance Designation by $589,212 as an accounting adjustment.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2009-10 Operational Plan for the Department of Environmental Health.  If approved this request would result in revenues of approximately $5,346,536 from the benefit assessment, $2,360,936 from the service charge, $550,662 from the Trust Fund and $440,000 interest income for at total of $8,698,134 for the Vector Surveillance and Control Program.  These revenues will fund $8,698,133 in operating costs for the Program and enable approximately $1,377,252 to be set aside in the Vector Control Trust Fund for Vector Habitat Remediation.  Assessments in subsequent years would depend on the Vector Surveillance and Control Program budget, approved annually by the Board.  Approval of this request will require no additional staff years.
In addition, if approved these requests will result in a decrease in the Department of Environmental Health Reserve of $589,212 and a corresponding increase in the Land Use and Environment Group Management Reserves to correct an accounting adjustment.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro On September 24, 2008 (10), the Board of Supervisors approved the San Luis Rey River Park Master Plan.  The proposed regional park stretches approximately nine miles, parallel to State Route 76, along the San Luis Rey River from the Old Bonsall Bridge to Interstate 15.  As envisioned, the park will help to preserve the San Luis Rey River and surrounding sensitive habitat and offer active and passive recreation opportunities, including non-motorized, multi-use trails and sports fields.  To date, the County has acquired a total of 266 acres of land within the boundary of the planned San Luis Rey River Park.  The County has identified additional parcels for inclusion in the Park totaling 138.9 acres including two open space parcels totaling 69.6 acres located adjacent to land owned by the County, and a 69.3-acre active recreation parcel.  These three parcels are located south of State Route 76 (Pala Road) (Thomas Guide, Page 1048-C6, G4).  

Acquisition of these properties requires two steps.  On June 17, 2009, it is requested that the Board set a hearing for July 22, 2009 and provide public notice of the hearing, which are recommendations 4 and 5 below.  If the Board takes the actions in recommendations             1 through 5 on June 17, 2009, then on July 22, 2009, after making necessary environmental findings, the Board is requested to approve the purchase of three parcels totaling 138.9 acres for a combined appraised value of $4,981,000 from the Frank Nelson Vessels Family Trust.  The actions, listed as recommendations 1 through 4 and 6 on July 22, 2009 below, are discretionary after consideration of public testimony.  The Board is also requested to adopt a resolution accepting an irrevocable offer of dedication to provide access to the future active recreation facilities off of Dulin Road (Recommendation 5 on July 22, 2009).>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro In March 2009, the State of California Office of Grants and Local Services tentatively approved the County’s request to acquire two properties (a 3.5-acre open space parcel and 69.3-acre active recreation parcel) from the Frank Nelson Vessels Family Trust utilizing $2,625,000 of Proposition 40 Per Capita and Roberti-Z’berg-Harris grant funds.  Subsequently, the State of California imposed a statewide freeze for the distribution of grant funds.  Due to the critical timing for acquiring the Vessels properties, the County will fund the acquisition of the 69.3, 3.5 and 66.1-acre Vessels properties for the combined appraised value of $4,981,000 with existing Fiscal Year 2008-09 General Funds in Capital Project 1007108 – San Luis Rey River Park Acquisitions and Capital Project 1000012 – MSCP Acquisitions.  The County will seek reimbursement of $2,625,000 from the State for the 69.3 and 3.5-acre properties once the grant funding freeze has been lifted.  If approved, the current year cost for the three acquisitions will be disbursed as listed below.

One-time stewardship costs for the three properties will include fencing, gates, signage, exotic-vegetation removal and erosion control.  
Once determined, annual costs for Fixed Charge Assessments, which include water standby fees and vector control charges will be paid from the Department of Parks and Recreation’s (DPR) Annual Operational Budget.  The cost for annual MSCP stewardship and monitoring is estimated at $10,350 for the open space parcels.  The cost for annual stewardship for the active recreation site is estimated at $38,000.  DPR will seek funding during the Fiscal Year 2010-2011 Operational Plan budget process for costs related to annual operations and maintenance of the properties.  Although continued acquisition of preserve land could eventually create the need for additional oversight staff, no additional staffing will be required as a result of the proposed purchases.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro The project is a proposed General Plan Amendment, Rezone, and Tentative Map for a residential development consisting of 40 residential lots with a minimum lot size of 0.5 acre. The parcel is a 27.26-acre site located south of Fuerte Drive and east of Damon Lane, with access off both roadways.  The project is located within the Valle de Oro Community Plan Area of the unincorporated portion of the County of San Diego (Thomas Guide Page 1271 H/3).

To qualify for flood insurance, residences in the unincorporated area of the county must meet minimum standards established by the National Flood Insurance Program.  The Federal Emergency Management Agency’s Community Rating System program enables communities to earn credits for tasks and activities above and beyond minimum National Flood Insurance Program standards.  On September 27, 2006 (7), your Board approved an implementation plan under the Community Rating System, which has twice successfully reduced insurance premiums in San Diego by five percent. 

This is a request to take further actions to implement the program.  Action requested is to adopt an ordinance amending the County’s Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance to reflect the most current standards set forth by the National Flood Insurance Program.  In addition, amendment would implement a more conservative development criteria for new construction or substantial improvement of structures located within the boundaries of the Special Flood Hazard Area as shown on Federal Emergency Management Agency’s Flood Insurance Rate Maps.

This item would also modify the definition of rainy season contained in Section 67.802(y) of the County Watershed Protection Ordinance to begin on October 1, rather than November 11 of each year.  This is a minor, non-substantive revision needed to bring the Watershed Protection Ordinance into conformance with the Municipal Stormwater Permit (National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System Order No. R9-2007-0001) issued by the San Diego Regional Water Quality Control Board in January 2007.

Each year a public hearing is held to confirm benefit levies for street lighting and landscape maintenance districts for the coming fiscal year.  Districts that rely on property tax alone do not have a levy, and are not included in this letter.  
San Diego County Lighting District
The Board of Supervisors formed San Diego County Street Lighting District 1987, under the Landscape and Lighting Act of 1972.  The District operates and maintains nearly 10,000 public street lights in unincorporated San Diego County and is dedicated to providing quality street light service at a low cost to property owners.  Funding for the District is through a small portion of property tax and assessments charged to benefiting properties.  Assessments are based on traffic generation for each type of land use, with a single-family residence being assigned one unit of benefit.  

District funding is sufficient to operate and maintain the County’s street lights for the next fiscal year without a rate increase.  The proposed assessment rate for the Street Lighting District for Fiscal Year 2009-10 is the current rate of $6.48 per single family home per year.  Among all street lighting district jurisdictions in the San Diego region, the County’s assessment rate remains the lowest.

Landscape Maintenance District Zone No 1

Landscape Maintenance District Zone (LMD) No. 1 was formed under the Landscape and Street Lighting Act of 1972 to supplement revenue assessed by County Service Area No. 26 – Rancho San Diego for park operations and maintenance within the district boundary.  In Fiscal Year 2009-10, Landscape Maintenance District Zone No. 1 will levy the current assessment rate of $29.38 per single family home per year.
Landscape Maintenance District Zone No. 2

Landscape Maintenance District Zone No. 2 – Julian (Jess Martin Park) was established to fund ongoing maintenance of amenities and construction of minor capital improvements at Jess Martin Park in the community of Julian.  In Fiscal Year 2009-10, Landscape Maintenance District Zone No. 2 will levy the current assessment rate of $47.82 per single family home.  

This action requires two steps.  These Districts’ assessments are confirmed by the Board at an annual public hearing.  On July 22, 2009, the actions requested are to approve the   Engineer’s Reports for the San Diego County Lighting District and Landscape Maintenance District Zone Nos. 1 and 2, and to set a public hearing date of August 5, 2009.  If the Board takes these actions on July 22, 2009, then at the hearing on August 5, 2009, after hearing public testimony, the Board will be asked to consider adopting resolutions confirming the assessments.  These actions are discretionary after consideration of public testimony.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro San Diego Association of Governments, as the regional Congestion Management Agency, is required by State law to prepare and regularly update a Congestion Management Program  for the San Diego region.  The purpose of the Congestion Management Program is to monitor the performance of the transportation system, develop programs to address near-term and long-term congestion, and better integrate transportation and land use planning.  In order to meet State legislative intent, the Congestion Management Program includes a requirement to prepare deficiency plans for roadway segments that do not meet the Level of Service standard.  Under State law, the local jurisdiction or jurisdictions in which the deficiency occurs are responsible for the preparation of deficiency plans.  In San Diego County, all road segments for which the County would need to develop Deficiency Plans are within Caltrans’ jurisdiction, and are redundant with other reports and plans.

Assembly Bill 2419, passed in 1996, allows urbanized areas including the San Diego region the option to be exempt from preparation and implementation of the State Congestion Management Program.  On May 8, 2009, San Diego Association of Governments Board of Directors recommended the San Diego Region consider opting out of the Program and directed staff to work with local jurisdictions desiring to opt out of the Program to process resolutions electing exemption.  In order for the region to opt out of the Program a majority of local jurisdictions must adopt resolutions in support of opting out.  This is a request to adopt a resolution electing exemption from State Congestion Management Program statutes.

Following opt out, federal congestion management guidelines would be implemented.   Federal guidelines are more flexible and utilize the Regional Transportation Plan as the primary tool to provide solutions for congestion.  The Regional Transportation Plan includes identification and evaluation of anticipated performance and expected benefits of appropriate congestion management strategies (demand management, operational improvements, transit improvements, Intelligent Transportation System, etc.).

Opting out of the State Congestion Management Plan process would have the following benefits:

· Relieve the County of a mandate to use only one measure (Level of Service) to determine roadway deficiencies,
· Eliminate duplication of effort in identifying transportation deficiencies (Community Plans, Corridor Studies, Needs Lists, and SANDAG's Regional Transportation Plan and Performance Monitoring plans), and
· Eliminate the need for the County to prepare and adopt Deficiency Plans for highways and freeways.>>

 MacroButton NoMacro Fallbrook Community Airpark is a 290-acre airport located two miles south of downtown Fallbrook (Thomas Guide page 1027, F-6).  The Airpark is equipped with runway lighting, hangars, an aviation fuel island, and tie down areas.  The Airpark is divided into two areas of use, one devoted for aviation use and the other for compatible non-aviation uses.

On August 11, 1998 (43), the Board approved a non-aviation ground lease with Fallbrook Sports Association, Inc. for development of a sports park for recreational use by the Fallbrook Community.  The lease has been on a percentage basis with the County receiving a portion of sublease rents, field rental and concessions sales.  In the past year the percentage rent increased to the point that it exceeded the rate paid by other recreational users at the Airpark.  The lessee requested the County amend its lease to a comparable rate to the other recreational users.  

This is a request to approve the First Amendment to Ground Lease with Fallbrook Sports Association, Inc.  This amendment replaces percentage rent with Base Annual Rent at $1,600 per acre per year, reduces the net area by which rent is calculated, implements annual cost of living adjustments, and updates lease language.>>

	<On June 8, 2009 (2), the Board authorized application for and acceptance of Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) grants.  That item described how grant funding from the FAA can be issued quickly. On July 16, 2009, the County Airports Director was notified that the FAA is offering to fund the Ramona Airport taxiways and transient apron maintenance project.  This project was included in the Airports spending plan, but only partially funded at $725,000.  This request would add up to $775,000 to the project for a total of up to $1,500,000 to complete the project.  The FAA contribution will be $701,250.  The State Division of Aeronautics will cover a portion of the local match ($17,531) and the Airport Enterprise Fund net cost will be from fund balance available ($56,219).  The project includes crack seal, slurry seal and restriping the runway, taxiways Alpha and Bravo, and the West Transient Apron.  The project also includes other maintenance tasks such as dig out and reconstruction of selected areas of failed pavement as needed.
The FAA requires confirmation the County can execute the funding quickly, and this item is that confirmation.  Before a contract can be issued, appropriations must be in place.
