	OVERVIEW:

	
	Lakeside Flow Equalization Facility, located west of the intersection of Riverford Road and State Route 67 in the Lakeside area, operated as a sewage treatment plant from approximately 1959 until it became inactive in 1976 (Thomas Guide page 1231, G-4).  The plant remained inactive until 1990, when it was modified to function as a flow equalization facility to regulate flow to City of San Diego’s Metro sewer lines during peak hours.  It continued to operate until 2002, when the Mission Gorge Pump Station came into operation, making the facility unnecessary. The Department of Public Works shut down the facility and has completed plans to demolish the facility and to salvage all useable equipment.  

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to demolish the Lakeside Flow Equalization Facility.  Upon Board approval, Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction. Construction is anticipated to commence in November 2005 and to be completed in January 2006. This request also establishes additional appropriations for this project, based on available fund balance.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding of $600,000 is included in the Fiscal Year 2005-06 Lakeside Sanitation District budget.  This request establishes additional appropriations in the amount of $300,000.  Funding source is available fund balance.  If approved, this request will result in $900,000 current year cost, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years. There will be no impact to the General Fund.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the Final Programmatic Environmental Impact Report for the Upper San Diego River Improvement Project on file in the Department of Public Works as SCH No. 98041146 was completed in compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and the State CEQA Guidelines and that the Board of Supervisors reviewed and considered the information contained therein before approving the project; and
2. Further find that there are no changes in the project or in the circumstances under which it is undertaken which involved significant new environmental impacts which were not considered in the previously certified Environmental Impact Report, or a substantial increase in the severity of previously identified significant effects, and that no new information of substantial importance has become available since said Environmental Impact Report was prepared; and

3. Establish appropriations of $300,000 in the Lakeside Sanitation District for the Lakeside Flow Equalization Facility Demolition Project based on available fund balance. (4 VOTES)  

4. Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to take any action authorized by Section 401 et seq. of the San Diego County Code of Administrative Ordinances with respect to contracting for the demolition of Lakeside Flow Equalization Facility.
5. Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as the County Officer responsible for administering the construction contract, in accordance with Board Policy F-41, Public Works Construction Contracts.
