COLLECTION ON FISCAL YEAR 2004-05 TAX ROLL OF APPROVED FEES AND CHARGES FOR COUNTY SANITATION DISTRICTS AND THE WINTER GARDENS SEWER MAINTENANCE DISTRICT (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	County sanitation and sewer maintenance districts provide sewer services for 33,959 customers.  A public hearing is required annually for preparation of the sanitation district tax roll.  Sewer service charges will continue to be collected along with property taxes.  Collecting sewer fees through the tax roll avoids a separate and costly billing process.  The charges described in this letter reflect no increases except for those previously approved by the Board of Directors and Board of Supervisors.

This is a request to conduct a public hearing on individual sanitation district tax roll reports, and to adopt resolutions approving collection of sewer service charges on the tax rolls, as authorized by the Uniform Sewer Ordinance, for Alpine, Julian, Lakeside, Pine Valley, Spring Valley Sanitation Districts, and the Winter Gardens Sewer Maintenance District.  Also requested is approval to collect payments on the tax roll from a reimbursement-property lien agreement for Lakeside Sanitation District, as authorized by the Uniform Sewer Ordinance.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This action is consistent with Fiscal Year 2004-05 proposed sanitation and sewer maintenance district budgets. Funding sources are annual sewer service charges. Approval of this request will result in no annual costs or additional staff years. There will be no impact to the General Fund as a result of this action.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

1. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	Harry Griffen Park is a community park located on a 50-acre site on the boundary between the City of La Mesa and the City of El Cajon.  Since 1979, the Cities of El Cajon and La Mesa, Helix Water District, Grossmont Union High School District and the County of San Diego have partnered, under the terms of an approved Joint Powers Agreement, to provide for the operation and maintenance of the park.  This proposed action will approve a new Joint Powers Agreement among the same agencies.  The new Joint Powers Agreement rescinds the existing Joint Powers Agreement and provides for the continued operation and maintenance of Harry Griffen Park.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted annually in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  The funding source is General Fund.  If approved, this request will result in a current year and annual cost of approximately $35,000, although this amount may increase depending on the approved annual operating budget for Harry Griffen Park.  The proposed action will require the addition of no staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Listing of the California gnatcatcher as threatened in 1993 required that a Federal Endangered Species Act Section 10(a) (16 U.S.C. §1539) or Section 7 Permit be acquired before any Coastal sage scrub can be cleared.  Under the Natural Communities Conservation Planning program, in conjunction with the 4(d) rule of the Federal Endangered Species Act, a loss of up to five percent of Coastal sage scrub is allowed provided the jurisdiction in which the take is occurring is enrolled in actively developing a Natural Communities Conservation Planning program, such as the County’s Multiple Species Conservation Program.

Board Policy I-122, Use of the County’s 5 Percent Allowable Loss of Coastal Sage Scrub by Other Jurisdictions, establishes procedures for other jurisdictions, such as those participating in the Multiple Habitat Conservation Program, to request use of a portion of the County’s five percent Coastal sage scrub loss allotment, including requirements under which requests can be granted and compensation options.

This is a recommendation that the Board of Supervisors approve and authorize a request by the City of San Marcos for the San Elijo Hills Phase III project for use of 41.1 acres of the County’s five percent Coastal sage scrub loss allotment that meets the requirements of Board Policy I-122.  Compensation will be in the form of transfer of two parcels totaling 44.25 acres in fee title to the County of San Diego.  The two parcels are located adjacent to the Wilderness Gardens County Park in Pala, and the Sycamore Canyon Open Space Preserve east of Poway. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in the transfer of 44.25 acres in fee title to the County of San Diego.  Property obtained in this action is located adjacent to existing County park land and will be managed with existing budgeted resources in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  The proposed action will require the addition of no staff years.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find in accordance with Section 15307 of the California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines, that the requested action is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act and will not result in a serious or major disturbance to an environmental resource as it assures the maintenance, restoration, or enhancement of a natural resource where the regulatory process involves procedures for protection of the environment, and 

concurrently find the proposed action is categorically exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act under Section 15313 (Acquisition of Lands for Wildlife Conservation Purposes).

2. Approve and authorize the use of 41.1 acres of the County’s five percent Coastal sage scrub loss allotment by the City of San Marcos for the San Elijo Hills Phase III project 

3.  Approve and authorize the Director of Parks and Recreation to accept fee title to two parcels of land as described in this board letter as the 20.02-acre Hagey Property (APN 324-040-41) and the 24.23-acre Rowan Property (APN 111-070-22) as compensation for the use of 41.1 acres of the County’s five percent Coastal sage scrub loss allotment.

Approve and authorize the Director of the Department of Planning and Land Use to notify the City of San Marcos and the Wildlife Agencies (U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service and the California Department of Fish and Game) that 41.1 acres of Coastal sage scrub habitat will be deducted from the County’s five percent Coastal sage scrub habitat loss allotment conditioned upon successful completion of transfer of fee title to the County of the two parcels described above.

	FIRESTORM 2003 DEBRIS REMOVAL, FIRE SAFETY AND FUELS REDUCTION PROGRAMS (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Cedar and Paradise fires of Fall 2003 created destruction and devastation unparalleled to any experienced in the history of the County of San Diego. On December 9, 2003 (33), the Board recognized the health and safety concerns presented by burned structures and appropriated funding for private property debris removal programs.  

On May 19, 2004 (14), the Board authorized the acceptance of federal grant funds for the Fire Safety and Fuels Reduction Programs, to remove dead, dying and diseased trees in the unincorporated county.  

As a part of these actions, the Board authorized the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting to award contracts necessary to implement these programs.  However, these actions did not include wording to allow the Director to amend the contracts. 

This is a request to authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting to amend contracts issued for the Firestorm 2003 Debris Removal and Fire Safety and Fuels Reduction Programs, as necessary, to implement these important programs.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There will be no current year or subsequent year cost, and no additional staff years required as a result of these actions.

	AGREEMENT WITH THE CITY OF SANTEE SEWER IMPROVEMENTS WITHIN THE FORESTER CREEK PROJECT (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On April 12, 2000 (3), the Board approved contribution of $3,000,000 in County-allotted TransNet funding towards construction of the City of Santee’s Forester Creek Drainage Improvement project. (Thomas Guide page 1231; B-6)  The Forester Creek Project includes lengthening the Mission Gorge Road Bridge over Forester Creek and widening the channel. Prior to starting construction, the project requires relocation of certain portions of Lakeside Sanitation District’s sewer line. The Lakeside Sanitation District had planned to replace this aging section, along with a 79-foot segment outside the Forester Creek project scope of work, in the near future.  By having both pipe sections replaced by the City of Santee, the Lakeside Sanitation District can complete the work for a reasonable cost, avoid future costs associated with initiating and completing the project independently, and avoid future inconvenience to the local community of having a separate sewage project follow the City of Santee’s bridge project.

This is a request to approve a reimbursement agreement between the City of Santee, the County of San Diego, and the Lakeside Sanitation District.  Under the agreement, the City of Santee would perform on- and off-site District sewage pipe replacement as part of its Forester Creek project. The District would reimburse the City of Santee as construction is completed.  Total cost of the sewer relocation is estimated at $146,600, including materials, construction supervision, administration, all engineering design and surveying, and contingency.
The agreement also provides for the $3,000,000 TransNet contribution to the City of Santee. Because the funding source for the City of Santee’s project is County allotted TransNet funds, establishment of appropriations is necessary to encumber the unanticipated revenue.  The Santee City Council approved this agreement at their June 9, 2004, meeting. The City of Santee plans to begin construction in September 2004.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The Forester Creek project is part of the County’s Regional Transportation Improvement Program.  This request is to establish appropriations in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2004-05 Detailed Work Program based on unanticipated revenue from TransNet ($3,000,000).  Funding source for the sewer work is Lakeside Sanitation District ($146,600).  If approved, this request will result in $3,146,600 current year cost, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years. There will be no impact to the General Fund.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find in accordance with Section 15096 of the State California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines, that the County of San Diego and the Lakeside Sanitation District, as responsible agencies under CEQA, have considered the environmental effects of the project as shown in the Environmental Impact Report/Environmental Assessment for the City of Santee Forester Creek Enhancement Project (Capital Improvement Project 99-21), SCH No. 99121014, dated May 2003, and certified on June 25, 2003, prepared by the lead agency, and concur in the findings adopted by the City of Santee, and  statement of overriding considerations, adopted by the City of Santee, and have reached their own conclusions on whether to approve the project; and  

2. Find that there are no changes in the project or in circumstances under which it is undertaken which involve significant new environmental impacts which were not considered in the previously certified Environmental Impact Report/Environmental Assessment (EIR/EA), or a substantial increase in the severity of previously identified significant effects, and that no new information of substantial importance has become available since the EIR/EA was prepared.

3. Establish appropriations of $3,000,000 in the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program for Forester Creek project based on unanticipated revenue from TransNet.  (4 VOTES)

4. Approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute, upon receipt, three originals of the Agreement for TransNet Funding and Sewer Improvements within the Forester Creek Project.  This is an Agreement between the City of Santee, the County of San Diego, and the Lakeside Sanitation District.
