	The Housing Authority of the County of San Diego owns 121 units of low-rent public housing that are located in the City of Chula Vista.  These public housing units, developed and operated with subsidies from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), must be managed in compliance with federal regulations.  In accordance with these regulations, the requested action will adopt a resolution and authorize the Deputy Director of the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego to execute and submit to HUD a Public Housing Assessment System Management Operations certification for Fiscal Year 2006-07.

	FACILITY AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE HOUSING AUTHORITY OF THE COUNTY OF SAN DIEGO AND MAAC PROJECT HEAD START (DISTRICT: 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request for the San Diego County Housing Authority Board of Commissioners to approve an agreement between the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego and the Metropolitan Area Advisory Committee (MAAC) Project Head Start to provide facilities for the continued operation of preschool/child care services at the community center of Firebird Manor, a farm worker housing facility located in the City of San Marcos.  There will be no rent charged to MAAC Project for the use of the space as a preschool/child care facility.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact as a result of this request.  This request will result in zero current year costs, no annual costs, and will require the addition of no staff years.  Head Start is federally funded through the Department of Health and Human Services.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Authorize the Deputy Director of the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego, in consultation with County Counsel, to negotiate and execute a Use of Facility Agreement, including any amendments and options, between MAAC Project Head Start and the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego for a period of one year beginning         October 1, 2007, with up to four one-year options to extend the Agreement.

2. Authorize the Deputy Director of the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego, in consultation with County Counsel, to negotiate and execute future Use Of Facility Agreements, including any amendments and options, between a licensed childcare provider and the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego for a period of one year, with up to four one-year options to extend the Agreement.
