	OVERVIEW:

	
	On July 19, 2006 (9), the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended, continuing the Hearing to August 2, 2006 at 9:00 a.m.

On May 17, 2006 (4), the Board of Supervisors authorized a mailed ballot proceeding to owners of parcels within the proposed San Diego County Landscape Maintenance District Zone No. 1 – Parks Maintenance Assessment District.

This hearing will provide the public an opportunity to comment on the proposed formation of the Parks Maintenance Assessment District which, if approved, would provide additional funding for maintenance of parks within County Service Area 26 – Rancho San Diego.  Upon the close of the hearing, the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors will tabulate the results of the mailed ballot proceeding.  The Landscape and Lighting Act of 1972 and Article XIIID of the State Constitution establish procedures under which these districts are formed.  The proposed district cannot form if a weighted majority of the ballots returned opposes formation.  Included in this action is a request to continue the public meeting until August 2, 2006, to allow for ballot tabulation.  If the results indicate approval of district formation, the August 2, 2006 requested action will adopt a resolution to establish the San Diego County Landscape Maintenance District Zone No. 1 – Parks Maintenance Assessment District for Fiscal Year 2006-2007.  The assessment may be continued annually based on a majority vote of the Board of Supervisors.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for this proposal is budgeted in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  If the ballot proceeding is successful, it will result in a $9,000 current year cost to implement the process for the formation of the San Diego County Landscape Maintenance District Zone No. 1 – Parks Maintenance Assessment District (PMAD).  The funding source would be Fiscal Year 2004-2005 Land Use and Environment Group Fund Balance allocated to the Department of Parks and Recreation on May 16, 2006 (21).  If the ballot measure is not approved, the PMAD will not be formed and no additional costs are anticipated.  This proposal requires no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a proposal to amend the San Diego County General Plan Regional Land Use Element.  It represents the third such amendment to be considered by the County in 2006.  It consists of the following three items:

Item A, Viejas Hills – This is a request to change the existing Environmentally Constrained Area Regional Category and the (23) National Forest Land Use Designation (1 dwelling unit per 40 acres) for an approximately 3.7-acre area located in the Alpine Community Plan area to the Country Residential Development Area Regional Category and the (1) Residential Land Use Designation (1) dwelling unit per 1, 2 or 4 acres.  This General Plan Amendment is linked to the following proposed implementation actions:  A specific plan that proposes the development of 27 residential lots with a minimum lot area of 1 acre; a Rezone that will implement the proposed General Plan Amendment by changing the Density Designator from 1 dwelling unit per 40 acres to 1 dwelling unit per 1 acre and the minimum lots size from 40 acres to 1 acre; and a Tentative Map that proposes to subdivide the total 181.7-acre project area into 27 residential lots plus a number of other open space lots.  The project site is located generally northeasterly of the intersection of East Victoria Drive and Otto Avenue and north of Blackwolf Drive in Alpine.  (Thomas Bros., 1234, E-4)

Item B, The Oaks – The project site consists of two non-contiguous parcels within the Hidden Meadows Country Town and designated (1) Residential (APNs 186-502-13 and 186-502-11).  The proposed project would change the existing General Plan Land Use Designation of the subject parcels from (1) Residential to (3) Residential, which would allow for a density of 2 dwelling units per acre.  Note that the “project” General Plan Amendment case number is GPA 99-001. This project also includes a Rezone for the southern parcel (APN 186-502-13) to change the A70, Limited Agricultural Use Regulation with a minimum lot size of one acre, to the RS, Single-Family Residential Use Regulation with a minimum lot size of 0.37 acre.  An associated Major Use Permit (P99-012) for a Planned Residential Development pursuant to Section 6600 et al. of the Zoning Ordinance and Tentative Map for the subdivision of the parcel into 11 residential lots and one open space lot (TM 5174RPL4) are proposed for this southern parcel.  The Tentative Map also proposes the vacation of a portion of Meadow Glen Way East.

The Rezone also proposes to change the current zoning of the northern parcel (APN 186-502-11) from A70, Limited Agricultural Use Regulation with a minimum lot size of 1 acre, to the RR2, Rural Residential Use Regulation with a minimum lot size of 0.5 acre.  A Tentative Parcel Map (TPM 20453Rpl) for two lots has been submitted and, pursuant to the Subdivision Ordinance, will be acted on by the Director of Planning and Land Use after the Board of Supervisors acts on the General Plan Amendment and Rezone.  The subject parcels are located at the northeast corner of Meadow Glen Way East and Oak Ranch Road in the community of North County Metropolitan Subregional Plan Area, within the unincorporated portion of the County of San Diego. (Thomas Bros. 1089, E-4)

Item C, Meadow Run – The 16.26-acre project site is comprised of two existing legal parcels currently designated (5) Residential (APNs 379-022-24 and 379-022-23).  The proposed project would change the existing General Plan Land Use Designation on the southern 14.26 acres of the project site from (5) Residential to (6) Residential, which would allow for a density of 7.3 dwelling units per acre.  The General Plan Land Use Designation of the northern two-acre lot is not proposed to be changed.  This project also includes a Rezone for the southern 14.26 acres of the site to change the RS4, Single-Family Residential Use Regulation with a minimum lot size of 10,000 square feet to the RS7, Single-Family Residential Use Regulation with a minimum lot size of 6,000 square feet.  The RS4 Use Regulation on the northern two-acre lot is not proposed to be changed.  A Tentative Map for 67 residential lots has been submitted and pursuant to the Subdivision Ordinance, the Board of Supervisors will take action on the Tentative Map when the Board acts on the General Plan Amendment and Zone Reclassification.  The project site is located on Los Ranchitos Road, north of Columbus Street, in the Lakeside Community Plan Area, within the unincorporated portion of the County of San Diego.  (Thomas Bros. 1231, F-3)

	OVERVIEW:

	
	General Plan 2020 is a comprehensive update of the San Diego County General Plan, establishing future growth and development patterns for the unincorporated areas of the County. The purpose of this hearing is to review proposed General Plan revisions for Circulation Element roads and proposed modifications to the June 2005 Draft Land Use Map.

Acceptance of the revisions to the existing Circulation Element road network will complete regional mapping efforts for General Plan 2020 and will allow work to proceed on the remaining phases of the project, including the regional elements (Land Use, Housing, Circulation, Conservation, Parks and Open Space, Safety, and Noise), Community/Subregional plans, and the Draft Environmental Impact Report. All products submitted for review during this hearing are subject to further refinements and to future review by the Board of Supervisors as part of a complete package of General Plan 2020 products.

	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	Updating the CE road network in the General Plan, along with the related CE framework, will assist the business community by ensuring that sufficient, safe and appropriately located circulation routes are available for residential, commercial, and industrial development as well as related public services. The CE road classification will affect the right-of-way (ROW) and development requirements for property owners located along CE roads.

2. Accept proposed August 2006 revisions to the Circulation Element framework, which will be incorporated into the Public Road Standards.

	A public hearing is required annually to confirm and adopt levies for Permanent Road Division Zones, County Service Areas and their Zones, and Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zones prior to placing them on the tax roll.  Article XIIID of the State Constitution (Proposition 218), approved by California voters in November 1996, determines how these districts set maximum rates, dependent upon whether they are categorized as an assessment, fee or charge, or a special tax.  The levies described in this letter reflect no increases except those previously approved by property owner ballot or registered district voters.

In Fiscal Year 2006-07, 51 Permanent Road Division Zones, 15 County Service Areas and their Zones, and 1 Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zone will levy within their approved range.  These include:

Service Areas No. 26A – Cottonwood Village, No. 26B – Monte Vista, and No. 136 – Sundance Detention Basin, which provide varied miscellaneous services will levy within their approved range.

Local Park County Service Area (No. 26 – Rancho San Diego and No. 128 – San Miguel), which levy a fee or charge, are not increasing their levy. Today’s agenda includes receipt of ballot results on a proposed Landscape Maintenance District for parks maintenance in Rancho San Diego. The boundary of this proposed District is identical to that of County Service Area No. 26, and if District formation is approved, it will provide supplemental parks maintenance funding beginning Fiscal Year 2006-07. Actions requested related to County Service Area No. 26 in this item will not impact, nor be impacted, by that agenda item. San Dieguito Local Parks District No. 83 – Zone A (4S Ranch) will levy an assessment within its ballot-approved maximum rate.

County Service Area No. 135 – 800 MHz Communications Zones B – Del Mar, H – Solana Beach, and F – Poway will levy a voter-approved special tax.

Fire Protection District County Service Areas No. 107 – Elfin Forest, No. 113 – San Pasqual, No. 109 – Mt. Laguna, and No. 110 Palomar Mountain will levy within their voter-approved maximum rates, as will County Services Areas No. 17 – San Dieguito Emergency Medical Services and No. 69 – Heartland Paramedic Services.

Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zone No. 3-4978-1 – Blackwolf will levy within its ballot-approved maximum rates.

This request is to adopt resolutions confirming levies for various Special Districts.  Upon adoption, these assessments will be placed on the tax roll, so that Special District members can pay through their property tax bills.

	Funds for processing this request are budgeted in Department of Public Works, Special Districts Administration.  The funding source is individual district trust funds on deposit.  The levies are consistent with revenues shown in the proposed budgets for the Permanent Road Division Zones, County Service Areas and their Zones, and the Flood Control District Stormwater Maintenance Zone.  The proposed budgets were submitted to the Board on May 16, 2006 (19) and were subject to public hearings from June 7 through June 16, 2006.  The Board tentatively approved the County’s Operational Plan following budget deliberations on June 20, 2006.  Final budget adoption is scheduled for August 1, 2006. 	On June 21, 2006 (7), your Board approved advertisement and award of a contract to resurface various roadway segments and replace storm drain pipes in the north, south and east areas of unincorporated San Diego County.  Total cost, including contingency, was estimated at approximately $6,966,000. This included $3,100,000 in Proposition 42 funding, which is State funding for local road projects.  The amount of Proposition 42 funding encumbered for this project was based on actual receipt of payments received from the State for the first three quarters of Fiscal Year 2005-06.

On July 10, staff learned that the final quarterly Fiscal Year 2005-06 payment of Proposition 42 funding would be higher than anticipated, increasing funding available for this project. This is a request to establish appropriations and increase the estimated contract amount by $600,000, bringing the total estimated cost to $7,566,000. This will enable completion of additive alternative road segments, increasing the volume of work that can be accomplished during the next year through the contract. Staff anticipates award of this contract in mid August.

	On March 2, 2005 (6), your Board approved an agreement with West Consultants, Inc. to provide engineering services for the Willows Road Bridge over Viejas Creek.  The County is receiving 88.53% of the project funding from the federal government’s Highway Bridge Replacement and Rehabilitation program.  The consultant contract was for compensation not to exceed $165,000.   

Under the engineering services contract, West Consultants, Inc. has been tasked with performing a scour analysis to determine the extent to which the subject bridge requires scour countermeasures to protect its footings.  Initial analysis was inconclusive and additional funding is needed to perform more in-depth scour studies.  The federal government has increased its funding allowance for this project based on the need for additional studies.

This is a request to authorize a $200,000 increase to the contract for a total of $365,000 based on unanticipated revenue from the Highway Bridge Replacement and Rehabilitation program and Road Fund fund balance.  Upon Board approval, Department of Public Works will amend the contract with West Consultants, Inc.

One of the department’s customer service goals is processing plan checks within 10 calendar days or less from intake through return of plan to applicant. 
Contracting with consultant firms will allow the County to continue to provide responsive turnaround times to address fluctuations in submittals and work flow for subdivision and grading plan checks.  The consultants will assist and take direction from the County’s project manager on assigned projects.  

Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for consultant services.  This method requires such services be engaged on the basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost. In accordance with provisions of the policy, four consultant firms from the joint County/City/Port of San Diego General Civil Engineering rotation list for plan checking services were interviewed.  Berryman & Henigar, Inc. d/b/a Bureau Veritas North America, Inc. and Parsons, Brinckerhoff, Quade & Douglas, Inc. consultants were selected as the most qualified firms to perform required services.  Both selected firms have offices in San Diego.
This request is to approve agreements with consultants to provide improvement and grading plan checking services on an as-needed basis for compensation not to exceed $250,000 each.

	Funds for this request are included in Fiscal Year 2006-08 Department of Public Works Operational Plan. 	The Department of Public Works has a need for consultant services on an immediate and temporary basis for environmental studies. These consultants may also be used for environmental studies for other County departments.  Use of these consultants will enhance the Department’s ability to complete environmental reviews and mitigation requirements in a timely manner.

Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for professional consultant services.  This method requires such services be engaged on basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for the types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost.  Board Policy F-40 (Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services) describes the County’s method for Qualifications Based Selection.  The policy requires a countywide solicitation for individual consultant contracts exceeding $250,000.  In accordance with provisions of the policy, countywide solicitations were conducted for the required environmental services.  Following review of Statements of Qualifications from 11 respondent firms and interviews with all the respondent firms, the following four firms were selected as the most qualified to perform required services: Dudek & Associates, Inc.; EDAW, Inc.; RECON Environmental, Inc.; and Technology Associates International Corporation.  All four firms have offices within the County.  

This is a request to approve agreements with these firms to provide as-needed environmental services.  The agreements with each of the four firms are $500,000 for as-needed services.  All have a term ending August 3, 2011.  The agreements authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, to extend the termination date until funds are exhausted and to adjust allowable billing rates on an annual basis to mutually agreed upon fair and reasonable rates.

	Gillespie Field is located just west of Magnolia Avenue and north of Bradley Avenue, approximately 2.5 miles northwest of downtown El Cajon.  Gillespie Field conducts over 240,000 operations annually and provides facilities for 745 general aviation and corporate aircraft, aviation businesses, and the Sheriff’s Air Support to Regional Enforcement Agencies (ASTREA) facility.

On October 11, 1988 (27), the Board approved a fifty-year Pistol Range Lease with City of El Cajon for a portion of Gillespie Field.  This lease included a requirement that the City of El Cajon provide patrol services for the airport and rent payment of $1.00 for every three year term. Upon approval of the Board and the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) this lease has been amended on three previous occasions to extend the $1.00 rent period.  The premises leased by the City is in a location that is currently impractical for development.

This is a request to approve a new pistol range lease to replace and supersede the existing lease and meet County’s federal grant assurances.  This lease will allow the City of El Cajon to provide County Airports with patrol services, speed monitoring, alarm responses and other services while providing the City with a continued location for law enforcement personnel to attain fire arms certification.  Services would be provided to County as consideration in lieu of monthly rental payments.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in Fiscal Year 2006-07 total lease revenue equivalent to approximately $8,250, in combined cash payment and services, to the Airport Enterprise Fund.  Subsequent years’ revenue value would be approximately $9,000 adjusted annually as provided by the proposed lease.  It is expected that the lease revenue equivalent will be provided to County through patrol and other law enforcement related services.  No additional staff years would be required.

Services will include collection of surface water samples and installation and maintenance of water sample stations and flow stations. The purpose of the contract will be to support anticipated work required under Total Maximum Daily Loads required by the State Water Resources Control Board and the San Diego Regional Water Quality Control Board Permit for Discharge of Urban Runoff from Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems.

Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for consultant services.  This method requires such services be engaged on the basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost.  Board Policy F-40 (Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services) describes the County’s method for Qualifications Based Selection.  In accordance with provisions of the policy three consultant firms from the joint County/City/Unified Port District of San Diego consultant rotation list for Civil Engineering were interviewed for this project. Winzler & Kelly Consulting Engineers of San Diego was selected as the most qualified firm to perform the required services.

This is a request to approve an agreement with Winzler & Kelly Consulting Engineers for as-needed water quality and water quantity services, for compensation not to exceed $160,000 and term ending June 30, 2009. The agreement authorizes the Director, Department of Public Works, to extend the termination date until funds are exhausted and to adjust allowable billing rates on an annual basis to mutually agreed upon fair and reasonable rates. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in a total project cost of $160,000 over three-years beginning in the current year. Funding is included in the Proposed Operational Plans for the Department of Public Works and the Department of Planning and Land Use. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Federal Highway Administration has recently announced allocation of funding through the Highway Bridge Program for development of a Bridge Preventative Maintenance Plan.  A Bridge Preventative Maintenance Plan is a prioritized list of preventative maintenance activities to be performed on specific federal aid bridges to prolong the life of the bridge. For many years, Caltrans has been the agency inspecting County bridges, with inspection every two years. The County performs and monitors preventative maintenance, repairs and retrofits based on those reports. Caltrans recently announced that inspections will now be less frequent for some bridges, performed every four years instead of every two years. As a result, preventative maintenance will need to be self scheduled by the County, which makes a preventative maintenance plan important to ensure that bridges are kept in the best condition possible for the traveling public.

The current offering of grant funding is for development a Bridge Preventative Maintenance Plan, and the Highway and Bridge Program has indicated it is ready to grant $106,236 to the County. Additional Federal funds may become available in 2008 to implement preventative maintenance activities per the plan.  This is a request to apply for and accept a Highway Bridge Program grant to develop a Bridge Preventative Maintenance Plan for the County, with an estimated cost of $120,000. This grant consists of 88.53% federal reimbursement ($106,236) and requires 11.47% matching funds ($13,764).  The Department of Public Works recommends that fund balance available in the Road Fund be used for the match.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for this request would be Highway Bridge Program ($106,236) and fund balance available in the Road Fund ($13,764). If approved, this request will result in $120,000 in current year cost.  There will be no subsequent fiscal year costs and no additional staff years as a result of this action.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 17, 2006 (7), the Board authorized a mailed ballot proceeding to owners of 19 parcels in the proposed Permanent Road Division Zone No. 1016 – El Sereno Way to determine if sufficient support exists to form a district to improve and maintain .14 mile of existing road (Thomas Guide, Page 1108, C-4). On July 19, 2006 (6), The Board held a public hearing to consider formation.  Permanent Road Division Law and Article XIIID of the State Constitution stipulate guidelines under which these kinds of assessment districts are formed. According to state law, the ballots must be counted after close of public hearing. The district cannot form if a weighted majority of the ballots returned opposes formation. The Clerk of the Board has tabulated all valid ballots received.
If ballots in favor meet the passage criteria of State law, actions requested include resolution establishing new Permanent Road Division Zone No. 1016 – El Sereno Way, ordinance to provide for fixing and collecting charges, and resolution declaring affected roads to be public.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for administering these requests are budgeted in the Special Districts formation fund. The proposed budget for the road improvement is $150,800 which will be financed by loans and repaid through benefit assessments.
