The first is for the Fiscal Year (FY) 2010 Community Oriented Policing Services LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0  (COPS) Sexual Predator Program.  A total of $448,869 in grant funds is being requested to acquire and deploy a regional server to host the official San Diego Regional Sex Offender Management System for a two year project period beginning October 1, 2010 through September 30, 2012. The deadline to submit a grant application was June 30, 2010.

The second grant application is for the FY 2010 Enhanced Collaborative Model to Combat Human Trafficking, a joint program of the Office of Justice Programs, Bureau of Justice Assistance and Office for Victims of Crime. A total of $500,000 in grant funds is being requested to augment the Sheriff’s existing Anti-Human Trafficking Task Force for a two year project period beginning October 1, 2010 through September 30, 2012. The deadline to submit a grant application was July 27, 2010.>>

Staff will return to your Board only if there are significant changes to the new Special Terms and Conditions.  The Agency has developed a draft implementation plan for the San Diego CI program based on the State’s plan.  Extensive stakeholder engagement will continue as we phase-in the implementation of the CI/CMS plan.  The changes may include expansion of clinics, inclusion of mental health services, and transferring CMS patients to CI to the extent local resources are available.  These actions are in alignment with San Diego County’s Health Strategy Agenda adopted by the Board on July 13, 2010 (10) to build better health by improving systems.

On February 23, 2010 the Board of Supervisors adopted SECTION 428 of the Administrative Code prohibiting the County from requiring Project Labor Agreements on County construction projects. Since that time, the voters of Oceanside have passed Proposition K, which makes the city a Charter City and allows for more flexibility in contracting decisions.  In Chula Vista, voters passed Proposition G, prohibiting the city from imposing Project Labor Agreements (PLAs).  Support for these measures in the second and third largest cities in the region demonstrates the public desire to be given the chance to ensure fair and open competition in contracting for future generations.

This action is the consideration of placing a Charter Amendment on the          November 2, 2010 ballot regarding fair and open competition in county contracting. 	<The County has received a request from the Colorado Educational and Cultural Facilities Authority (“CECFA” or “Authority”) to conduct a public hearing as required by the Internal Revenue Code in order to issue tax-exempt revenue bonds, Series H-1 of the National Jewish Federation Bond Program, in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $10,000,000 (the “Bonds”), on behalf of San Diego Hebrew Homes, a California non-profit public benefit corporation (“SDHH”) and Seacrest Holdings Corp., also a non-profit public benefit corporation (“Seacrest,” and together with SDHH, the “Borrowers”).  The Borrowers will use the proceeds of the Bonds to refinance and finance the construction and equipping of two new buildings for residential and wellness use at the senior community of Seacrest Village located at 211 Saxony Road, Encinitas, California 92024 (the “Project”).

CECFA is an independent political and corporate body established by the State of Colorado to provide financing to educational and cultural institutions.  CECFA is authorized to issue the Bonds for the Project pursuant to the Colorado Educational and Cultural Facilities Authority Act, Colorado Revised Statutes 23-15-101 et seq. (2008) (the “Act”) and is specifically empowered under 23-15-103 (6.3) of the Act to issue the Bonds on behalf of the Borrowers, which constitute a cultural institution.  In order for CECFA to issue the Bonds, the governing body in which the Project resides, i.e., the County of San Diego, must: (1) conduct a public hearing to satisfy the public approval requirement of Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code; and (2) approve CECFA’s issuance of the Bonds.

Although CECFA will be the issuer of the tax-exempt obligations for the Borrower, the financing cannot proceed without the approval of the County of San Diego. 	<Property Assessed Clean Energy (PACE) programs allow property owners to spread the cost of rooftop solar and other energy efficiency measures over 20 years using an assessment on an owner’s property tax bill.  This innovative funding mechanism is among the most promising ways that San Diegans can spur the economy, create jobs, save money and lessen the nation’s dependence on foreign oil.  At the direction of Chairwoman Pam Slater-Price and Supervisor Dianne Jacob, San Diego County enrolled in a statewide PACE effort known as CaliforniaFIRST.  Our County program was set to launch this month. 

Unfortunately, the Federal Housing Finance Agency (FHFA) recently concluded that Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac, federally chartered corporations that serve as sources of funds for mortgage lenders, will not buy or sell home mortgages for properties enrolled in PACE programs. This flawed position has stalled PACE efforts across the nation, including ours, and stranded hundreds of millions of dollars in public and private investment.  

Federal legislation that aims to preserve PACE financing programs has been drafted in Congress. Today’s action would strengthen the County’s commitment to preserve PACE financing by empowering our legislative representative to work toward an immediate remedy.
