It is located in 4S Ranch, north of Rancho Bernardo Road and west of Interstate 15 (2009 Thomas Guide Page 1169 F-7).  Final Map No. 15802 was approved for this subdivision on December 8, 2010 (20). At the time the Final Map was approved, the subdivider entered into two separate secured agreements to guarantee the construction of public improvements required as a condition of approval of the subdivision.  These agreements required the improvements to be completed by early December 8, 2012.  
This is a request to approve amendments to the secured agreements to extend the time to complete improvements by one year to December 8, 2013, substitute a new owner in place of the original subdivider, and adjust and replace required improvement security. 	< MacroButton NoMacro The Bear Valley Parkway North Widening project will relieve traffic congestion by widening a one-mile segment of Bear Valley Parkway, between State Route 78 and  Boyle Avenue in the unincorporated area of Escondido (2010 Thomas Guide, page      1130-D3, D4). Construction of the project requires acquisition of property rights from  50 properties within the project area.  To date, 27 property owners have signed real property contracts agreeing to sell the required interests to the County. Of these, eight were previously approved by your Board on June 29, 2011 (4), and 15 contracts, which were for less than $150,000 each, were approved by the Director of General Services pursuant to Section 73 of the Administrative Code which authorizes such approvals.  The four remaining contracts require your Board’s approval.
Today, the Board is requested to approve four Real Property Contracts for full fee acquisitions of improved residential properties, each with a purchase price which exceeds $150,000. These contracts are for the purchase of Parcel No. 2008-0332-D (Haworth Family Trust) for $340,000, Parcel No. 2008-0333-D (Grimaldo) for $450,000, Parcel No. 2008-0335-D (Perham) for $440,000 and Parcel No. 2008-0338-D (Chavez) for $525,000.  County staff is continuing negotiations with the remaining unsigned property owners.>>

	<On July 13, 2011 (7), the Board of Supervisors introduced Ordinance for further consideration and adoption on August 3, 2011.
 MacroButton NoMacro In 2008, the State of California approved Assembly Bill 2604, which allows local governments to defer impact fees for land development projects, as opposed to collecting the fees at the permit stage.  The intent of the state legislation was to promote economic stimulus in the region by deferring the payment and collection of impact fees.

On December 10, 2008 (14), the Board of Supervisors directed the Chief Administrative Officer to draft ordinance amendments to defer impact fees for residential tracts and commercial building permits until final inspection or certificate of occupancy.  The Board directed that the impact fee deferrals include Transportation Impact Fees, Park Lands Dedication Ordinance Fees, Drainage Fees and Sewer Fees, and a program sunset date.  On March 4, 2009 (2), the Board of Supervisors adopted ordinance amendments to authorize, for a two-year period, deferral of certain impact fees in accordance with Assembly Bill 2604.  The proposed action will authorize a two-year extension of the Impact Fee Deferral Program.

The previously adopted administration fee of $175, that will ensure full cost recovery for additional staff time to administer the program, will remain unchanged.  This fee will be charged for each commercial permit issued, and for each grouped phase of model homes for tract developments. Administration of the program will be accomplished with existing staff and no new staff years are needed.  Based on data from April 2009-April 2011, customers were able to defer approximately $3.1 million in impact fees, with the average deferral period of 361 days.
