	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro On March 3, 2009 (12), your Board approved the application and acceptance of grant funds from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (Recovery Act), also known as the Economic Stimulus Plan.  The Sheriff’s Department submitted an application for and was awarded funds under the Fiscal Year 2009 Recovery Act Solicitation titled Combating Criminal Narcotics Activity (CCNA) Stemming from the Southern Border of the United States.  The grant award is from the U. S. Department of Justice Bureau of Justice Assistance (USDOJ BJA).  This request is to authorize the acceptance of grant funds totaling $4,999,996 and to fund 17 positions (17.0 additional staff years) in the Sheriff’s Department.    

The grant award will fund “Operation Vise Grip”.  The goal of the project is controlling, reducing, and/or preventing criminal narcotics activity, including drug-related crime and violence, along the southern border region of the United States.  The project period is July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2011.  This project involves funding 17 positions in the Sheriff’s Department and preserving 1 Deputy District Attorney position in the District Attorney’s Office. >>

  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Funds for this request are not included in the Sheriff’s FY 2009-11 Operational Plan.  The funding source is unanticipated Recovery Act grant revenue from the USDOJ BJA for the project period July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2011.  If approved, this request will result in estimated FY 2009-10 direct costs and revenue of $2,261,175 and FY 2010-11 direct costs and revenue of $2,316,664 and will require the addition of 17 additional staff years.

	<On February 10, 2009 (4) your Board authorized the Probation Department to apply for $48,360 of Federal Title V Prevention Grant funds for the Disproportionate Minority Contact (DMC) Reduction in Schools Program administered by the State Corrections Standards Authority. The funding period is July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010 with the possibility of funding for two additional years.

On May 29, 2009, the State Corrections Standards Authority (CSA) notified the Probation Department that San Diego was awarded the grant.  This is a request to accept and appropriate CSA funds in the amount of $48,360 for the period July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010. The purpose of the grant is to partner with the San Diego Unified School District and subcontract with the San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) in accordance with the grant requirements for the purpose of assessing and modifying disciplinary structures that might negatively impact overrepresentation of youth of color.>>

	<This is a request to ratify the application and adopt a resolution for the Anger Management Youth Violence Presentation project grant issued by the Corrections Standards Authority (CSA).  On July 17, 2009, CSA re-issued the grant application for Juvenile Accountability Block Grant (JABG) funds to implement and expand programs that reduce youth violence by using anger management techniques in custodial settings and in the community.  The grant application was due on August 3, 2009.

The grant funding amount is $42,740 for the initial period of July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010.  This grant requires a 10% match of $4,270. The match will be met by using the approved Probation overhead rate. Grant funds will be used by the Probation Department to contract for services with providers of Aggression Replacement Therapy (ART) treatment who were selected by CSA through a separate application process.>>

This proposal amends the (1) 1994 Memorandum of Understanding Between the City of San Diego, the Redevelopment Agency of the City of San Diego, and the County of San Diego, Concerning Financing, Construction, Maintenance, and Operation of a New 900-Bed, Type II, Inmate Reception Center, (2) the 1998 Memorandum of Understanding Between the City of San Diego and the County of San Diego Concerning the Financing, Maintenance and Operation of County Detention Facilities, the Central Jail Facilities Lease Between the City of San Diego and the County of San Diego and (3) renews the Las Colinas Operating Agreement Between the City of San Diego and the County of San Diego.  These amendments include changes to the calculations of costs charged to the City of San Diego for the use of jail beds for misdemeanants and includes a provision in the agreement to adjust the pre-paid annual rent for the appropriate share of any payments received from the State of California that is intended to replace or supplement City of San Diego felony jail processing fees or booking fees owed to the County of San Diego. >>

	<The fiscal impact of this request is reflected in the Fiscal Year 2009-11 Operational Plan for the Sheriff’s Department. If approved, this request will result in a reduction of annual revenue to the Sheriff’s Department of approximately $1.1 million compared to previous years as the result of adjusting payments from the City of San Diego to reflect the actual number of misdemeanants housed at the Central Jail and the Las Colinas Women’s Detention Facility rather than a specified minimum number of misdemeanants.  No additional staff years are required. In these amendments, the calculation of rates charged to the City of San Diego to house misdemeanants reflects full cost recovery.  >>

Through a federal grant received in 2003, Screening, Brief Intervention, Referral and Treatment (SBIRT) services have been successfully provided in health care settings throughout San Diego County as a prevention and intervention strategy for patient care. The purpose is to reduce substance abuse by screening individuals and referring those who are in need of community treatment services. Until 2006, these services were provided via a contract between the State and a local private provider.

In May 2006, the State of California Department of Alcohol and Drug Programs requested the County of San Diego Health and Human Services Agency become the lead entity for local implementation of the California Screening, Brief Intervention and Treatment (CASBIRT) and extended the grant through September 29, 2009. 

On September 19, 2006 (12), the Board approved the acceptance of funding from the California Department of Alcohol and Drug Programs and authorized the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to issue a competitive solicitation for screening, brief intervention, referral and treatment services to be effective through September 29, 2009.  Following a competitive solicitation, a contract was awarded in February 2007 to San Diego State University Research Foundation to provide these services at selected health care sites throughout San Diego County.

Today’s item requests the Board to authorize acceptance of a funding extension for contracted services by Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) via a California Department of Alcohol and Drug Programs grant and extend the current contract through September 29, 2010. It will also authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to enter into negotiations with San Diego State University Research Foundation and subject to the determination of a fair and reasonable price amend the existing contract through September 29, 2010.>>

In July, algae research received a significant economic boost when a San Diego-based biotechnology company, Synthetic Genomics, secured more than $300 million in funding from Exxon Mobile to develop bio-fuels from algae.

Salk is subject to the Uniform Prudent Management of Institutional Funds Act (“UPMIFA”), which was enacted in California in September 2008.  UPMIFA states that gains and losses on donor-restricted endowment funds, which have been classified as “unrestricted net assets,” are now to be reclassified as “temporarily restricted net assets” until they are appropriated for expenditure by its governing body.  As a result of this reclassification Salk may see a reduction in its unrestricted net assets.  Industry response, as represented in an           April 2009 special comment by Moody’s Investors Service, is that this reporting change does not fundamentally change the availability of funds for appropriations or ongoing operating expenses.  Salk has requested that the County consider amending the Installment Sale Agreement associated with the 2000 COPs (“Sale Agreement”) to permit the addition of temporarily restricted assets to the definition of “Revenues Available for Debt Service” and to the Liquidity Covenant as set forth in Section 5.2 of the Sale Agreement. 	<On June 23, 2009 (19), your Board concluded budget deliberations and approved the Operational Plan for Fiscal Years 2009-10 and 2010-11.  Pursuant to California Government Section 29088, a resolution is submitted for formal adoption of the budgets and funding for Fiscal Year 2009-10 for the County Family of Funds, Enterprise Funds and Internal Service Funds.  

Also requested is authority to carry forward prior year encumbrances and related funding and approval of a second resolution to allocate penalty assessment revenues for Fiscal Year 2009-10.

Unfortunately, the reality is that the budget before the Board for adoption today will most probably need to be amended in the near future to reflect the cuts and redirection of resources that are expected to be components of the State’s Fiscal Year 2009-10 budget. The economic downturn, which has impacted all sectors of the community, has resulted in a great struggle by the State of California to close an estimated $26.0 billion budget gap.  As of this writing, an agreement has been reached between the budget conference committee and the Governor’s office, and it is expected that the budget will be adopted soon.  Indications are that in addition to having a major impact on health and social services programs, the State budget will suspend Proposition 1A, allowing the State to borrow property tax revenue from local governments, and allow the State to take additional transportation and redevelopment funding from local governments.  The amounts and their impact to the County will be under review as specific bill language becomes available.  Once our analysis is completed, we will return to the Board with recommendations to amend the County’s Operational Plan as necessary. >>
