	ACCEPTANCE OF GRANT FUNDS - SARMS WRAPAROUND SERVICES FOR FAMILIES  (DISTRICT:  ALL)



	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Supervisors Cox and Roberts Board Letter of October 21, 1997 (15) approved the Dependency Court Recovery Project Action Plan.

In 1997, at the recommendation of Supervisors Cox and Roberts and the Presiding Judge of the Juvenile Court, the Board of Supervisors established the Dependency Court Recovery Project to address substance abuse problems among parents of dependent children.

The County Health and Human Services Agency and the Juvenile Court of San Diego have received a three-year federal grant to enhance wraparound services for families and to create an aftercare component to the Dependency Court Recovery Project’s Substance Abuse Recovery Management System (SARMS).  Board action is requested to accept the grant, appropriate funding, and authorize contract actions to implement SARMS Wraparound services.  These services are expected to increase long-term success rates among participants and reduce relapses.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds are not included in the Fiscal Year 2003-2005 Operational Plan.  If approved this request will result in $400,000 additional current year cost and revenue.  The funding source is the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration.  Acceptance of grant funding will not result in any increase in staff years or net General Fund Cost.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Accept the San Diego Dependency Court Recovery Project Enhanced Family Support Services and Aftercare grant of $400,000 for each of 3 grant years starting June 1, 2003 and ending on May 30, 2006 from the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration for SARMS Wraparound.

2. Establish appropriations and related revenue in the amount of $400,000 in the Health and Human Services Agency, Child Welfare Services budget based on receipt of unanticipated San Diego Dependency Court Recovery Project Enhanced Family Support Services and Aftercare grant from the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration.
3. In accordance with Board Policy A-87, Competitive Procurement, authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to enter into negotiations with Mental Health Systems, Inc. and subject to successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price amend contract no. 45872 to add enhanced family support services and aftercare for the term of the contract; and to amend the contract as required to reflect changes to services and funding allocations, subject to the approval of the Director, Health and Human Services Agency.  Waive the advertising requirement of A-87.

	CHANGE IN REVENUE SOURCE TO FUND AN OUT-OF-COUNTY ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES ORGANIZATION  (DISTRICT:  ALL)



	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	In 1995, the State transferred responsibility for managing fee-for-service mental health services to counties under the Medi-Cal Consolidation as enacted by law.  To ensure children placed out-of-county continued to have timely access to quality care, the California Mental Health Directors’ Association (CMHDA), in cooperation with the California Department of Mental Health (DMH), developed a plan to have CMHDA contract with an Administrative Services Organization (ASO) on behalf of all participating counties.  ValueOptions, the ASO that was competitively selected by the State, has been responsible for credentialing providers, authorizing services and making payments to providers at rates approved by the County of San Diego.  

On November 9, 1999 (1), the Board of Supervisors approved the action to transfer $68,540 of the County’s allocation of State Early and Periodic Screening, Diagnosis and Treatment (EPSDT) funding to the CMHDA and authorize a contract with the CMHDA for ASO services.  On October 8, 2002 (5), the Board of Supervisors approved the action authorizing the California DMH to withhold and transfer EPSDT funds in the amount of $68,540 to the CMHDA for ASO services for Fiscal Year 2002-03.  For Fiscal Year 2003-04 the State is requiring Board of Supervisor approval and a new resolution to reflect a funding substitution from EPSDT to State Medi-Cal Managed Care.  

Beginning with Fiscal Year 2003-04, the DMH will no longer be distributing State funds for EPSDT specialty mental health services to Mental Health Plans through an annualized initial distribution. This change will result in no net loss to the County of San Diego. Because the State will no longer advance EPSDT funds, the DMH determined that the Medi-Cal Managed Care Allocation is the remaining source of funds available to fund the ASO.  Approval of today’s recommendations will withhold and transfer $68,540 of the County’s allocation of State Medi-Cal Managed Care funding to the CMHDA for ASO services and provide for the continued management of mental health services for children placed out-of-county.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	As part of an agreement with the County of San Diego, the State will withhold $68,540 from the County's State Medi-Cal Managed Care allocation.  The State will then transfer these funds to the California Mental Health Director's Association (CMHDA) on behalf of the County for the provision of these administrative services.  No appropriations or revenues are necessary to be included in the Operational Plan.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Approve the attached resolution authorizing the California Department of Mental Health to withhold and transfer State Medi-Cal Managed Care funds in the amount of $68,540 for Fiscal Year 2003-04 to the California Mental Health Directors’ Association to fund an Administrative Services Organization that will arrange for the provision of mental health services for Medi-Cal eligible children from San Diego County who are placed out-of-county.

2. Authorize the Director of the Health and Human Services Agency or designee to approve similar transfers of funds, not to exceed $68,540 per year to the California Mental Health Directors’ Association in future years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On April 18, 1989 (20) the Board of Supervisors approved the sale of a 1.31-acre portion of the Bonita Road Station to the Bonita-Sunnyside Fire Protection District (Fire District) for the construction of a new fire station to serve the communities of Bonita and Sunnyside. The Department of Public Works retained the 0.53-acre remainder portion of this road station for occasional stockpiling of material and storage of emergency signs and equipment for emergency response efforts in this area.  The Fire District has now requested the purchase of this 0.53-acre remainder parcel. The Fire District has agreed that, as a condition of the sale, the Department of Public Works will be allowed to continue utilizing a 5,000 square-foot portion of this property for road maintenance purposes.

The Board is requested to authorize the sale of this 0.53-acre property, County Parcel 2003-0127-A to the Fire District for the appraised vale of $85,000 and to authorize the execution of a thirty (30) year lease agreement between the County and the Fire District to preserve the continued use of this area by the Department of Public Works.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in $85,000 in current revenue to the Department of Public Works Road Fund, no annual revenue, and the addition of no staff years.
