	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The California Office of Traffic Safety (OTS) has made continued funding available for California Probation Adult Driving Under the Influence (DUI) Offender programs in an effort to provide enhanced supervision of adult DUI offenders on probation. The OTS grant will enable the Probation Department to enhance the San Diego DUI Intensive Supervision Enforcement Team (DUI Enforcement Team) program that was implemented in July 2006.  

On January 29, 2008 (4) your Board authorized the Probation Department to apply for OTS funds for two additional Federal Fiscal Years, from             October 1, 2008 through September 30, 2010, and for the Probation Department to remain the grant administrator for all participating California counties.

In May 2008 the Probation Department was notified by OTS that the application was approved.  This request will authorize the Probation Department to receive $1,147,796 in OTS grant funds and continue as the grant administrator.  The OTS grant will continue to fund the DUI Enforcement Team program and administration of the California Probation Adult DUI Offender program.>>
