	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Environmental Protection Agency is migrating to a new air quality data format using the Extensible Markup Language Schema format.  They have funds available to allow air pollution control districts to upgrade existing systems for continuous transmission of air quality data to the Environmental Protection Agency.  The Environmental Protection Agency has made a written request to the Air Pollution Control District to submit a formal application for a $75,000 grant.

This is a request to authorize the Air Pollution Control District to apply for and accept funds from the Environmental Protection Agency to upgrade the existing aerometric data collection and reporting system software to the Extensible Markup Language Schema format, and establish appropriations for $75,000.  The upgraded system will enhance public access to air quality information through the Air Pollution Control District website and the sharing of air quality data with the Environmental Protection Agency, State, and other agencies.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This request is not included in the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in an increase in current year cost and revenue of $75,000 and no subsequent year costs or revenue.  Maintenance costs are budgeted and will remain unchanged.  This action will result in no additional staff years and no net County costs.
