	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro On November 4, 1997 (27), the Board directed staff to work with the Sheriff to find a suitable site for a new Sheriff’s station in the Rancho San Diego area.  On May 5, 2009 (10), the Board approved the purchase of a 13.85-acre parcel, located off SR‑94 near Campo Road in the unincorporated community of Rancho San Diego. 

Today’s proposed actions would authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to advertise and award a design-build contract for construction of the proposed Sheriff Station, appropriate $3,500,000 into the existing project account and adopt California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Section 15162 findings for the project based on a previously adopted Mitigated Negative Declaration.  The source of funding is the Sheriff’s department operational savings from Fiscal Year 2009-2010, recognized as Public Safety Group Fund Balance.

	<Funds for this request are not included in the Fiscal Year 2010-11 Operational Plan for Capital Project 106584 – Rancho San Diego Sheriff Station. If approved, this request will increase the total project budget to $17,500,000.  Of this amount, a total of $3,134,330 was previously expended on site acquisition preliminary planning and analysis, and environmental review, leaving $14,365,670 that will fully fund the remaining project costs.  The funding source is Fiscal Year 2009-10 operational savings in the Sheriff’s Department, recognized as Fiscal Year 2009-10 Public Safety Group Fund Balance.  

Upon completion, the new Station will be occupied by approximately 90 existing full-time employees (FTEs) that will relocate from the Lemon Grove Station.  Sheriff patrol and administrative staff assigned to the City of Lemon Grove under the contract will remain at the Lemon Grove facility.  The new Station may also support the co‑location of various law enforcement task forces that currently occupy leased space in East County.  The preliminary estimate of annual occupancy costs for the new facility (e.g., utilities, custodial/trash removal, maintenance) are between $300,000 - $360,000, depending upon the ultimate facility size and will be included in future Sheriff’s Department Operational Plans supported by general purpose revenues.

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro In 1965, the State Legislature added to the Government Code Sections 51200 et. seq., titled the California Land Conservation Act.  These sections are known as the Williamson Act, which authorizes counties to establish agricultural preserves.  Landowners within a preserve may enter into a contract with their respective county to restrict their land uses for the purposes of preservation; consequently the assessment on their land will be based on the restricted use rather than the market value.  This law also allows counties to be partially reimbursed for the loss of property tax revenue.  On September 11, 1968 (5), the County of San Diego enacted Board Policy I-38, setting forth the process for the implementation of this Act.  Currently there are approximately 61,252 acres within the County that are under contract with property owners.  The County last filed for a subvention payment in October 2008, based on 61,009 acres under Williamson Act contract, and anticipated the receipt of $79,721.  The last Revised 2009-10 Budget signed by the Governor on July 28, 2009 (ABX4 1) reduced the Williamson Act Subvention payments budget to $1,000 statewide, effectively suspending subvention payments to counties, although the Williamson Act Program is still in place and existing contracts still hold. 

This is a request for your Board to suspend temporarily new participation in the Williamson Act Program and the applicable provisions of corresponding Board Policy   I-38 Agricultural Preserves, based upon the State suspension of Williamson Act Subvention payments. This action would temporarily suspend the authority delegated to the Director of the Department of General Services under Board Policy I-38 to enter into new Williamson Act contracts.  County staff will present additional recommendations to the Board regarding existing Williamson Act contracts at a later date, after the completion of the County’s General Plan Update, which will be before the Board later this year.
