	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Proposition 19, also known as the Regulate, Control and Tax Cannabis Act of 2010, would legalize various marijuana-related activities, allow local governments to regulate these activities, permit local governments to impose and collect marijuana-related fees and taxes, and authorize various criminal and civil penalties in the State of California. 
This poorly-written proposition includes vague language and ill-conceived provisions that would result in a public health and public safety nightmare for California. Far from helping to balance California’s embarrassing budget deficit, Prop. 19 has no provision for state taxation and would worsen the budget by creating entire new bureaucracies to regulate “legal” amounts and keep what would be a widely-available drug from reaching those under 21.  In addition, there will be increased police and court costs resulting from increased driving under the influence.  We cannot sell out the health and safety of our state for the promise of a quick budget fix that will do more harm than good for California. 

According to the Office of National Drug Control Policy, marijuana is associated with many detrimental health effects.  These effects can include respiratory illnesses, problems with learning and memory, increased heart rate, and impaired coordination.  Long-term abuse of marijuana can lead to addiction and the possible introduction to more severe illicit drugs.  The legalization of marijuana would make our communities, schools, and children more susceptible to all of these risks. 
Proposition 19 would also present unique and additional burdens on law enforcement. By passing on responsibility to local governments to regulate marijuana use, there is the strong possibility that we will see a patchwork of conflicting local laws and regulations developed with no unified state standards.  Perhaps of most concern to law enforcement is that legalization of marijuana would lead to more impaired drivers on our roadways.

While proposition 19 foremost presents a threat to public safety, it would also pose significant problems for both our businesses and schools.  

Therefore, with the support of Sheriff Bill Gore and District Attorney Bonnie Dumanis, today’s action will adopt a resolution stating the County of San Diego’s opposition to Proposition 19.

	<On April 7, 2009 (8) your Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to retain an experienced fire planning consultant to develop a deployment study to assess the delivery of fire and emergency medical services in the San Diego County region.  Through a competitive bidding process, Citygate Associates, LLC, was selected and the results of their Fire Deployment Study were presented to your Board on May 19, 2010 (1) outlining the status of fire protection and emergency medical services in the San Diego County region.  At that hearing your Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to return to your Board within 120 days with an implementation plan based on the recommendations in the Fire Deployment Study that apply to the County of San Diego and that addresses the possibility of a regional joint powers authority or a memorandum of understanding or a related approach to working together with all entities in the region.  On June 29, 2010 (11), as part of Budget Deliberations, your Board approved including $5.0 million in one-time resources in the Fiscal Year 2010-11 budget for fire protection and directed the Chief Administrative Officer to incorporate the $5.0 million into the Fire Deployment Study Implementation Plan.  This is a request to approve the Fire Deployment Study Implementation Plan and the proposed uses of the $5.0 million to support fire protection services in the region. LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 >>

The Poway, San Marcos, and Vista Stations were awarded $1,000 each for the purchase of equipment to be used for  LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 crime prevention and community outreach. The second grant is an $8,046 award from the San Diego County Law Enforcement Foundation (SDCLEF) for the purchase of life-saving equipment for the Imperial Beach ($2,434) and Santee ($5,612) stations. 

This request is also to authorize the acceptance of grant funds from the San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG), to establish appropriations, and to authorize related expenditure contracts with the police departments of the cities of El Cajon and La Mesa.  SANDAG submitted an application to the U. S. The five-acre site is located north of Harmony Grove Road in the unincorporated area southwest of Escondido.  The communications facility was constructed by the County in 1997. 	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Pursuant to Board Policy B-65, the County monitors its outstanding long-term financing obligations and seeks opportunities to refinance these obligations when economically feasible and advantageous.  Current market conditions have created an opportunity to lower annual lease payments related to the 2001 Metropolitan Transit System (“MTS”) Tower Refunding Certificates of Participation        (“2001 COPs”) which were used to finance the MTS Tower, also known as the Mills Building, located at 1255 Imperial Avenue, San Diego, California 92101. The San Diego Metropolitan Transit Development Board (“MTDB”) is a party to this transaction in that it leases the ground under the office building to the County through the San Diego Regional Building Authority and subleases a portion of the Mills Building for its own use. As such, the MTBD will benefit from this refunding based on their pro rata share of the lease payments as reflected in their sublease payments.

Today’s recommendations will direct County staff to refund the 2001 COPs on a current basis, so long as market conditions allow for a refunding that meets all of the requirements stated in the County’s Refunding Policy: 1) a minimum net present value (“NPV”) savings target of 3% of the principal currently outstanding; 2) a minimum of $1 million of NPV savings; and 3) annual cash flow savings of at least $100,000.  Today’s recommendations also request a referral of the refunding to the San Diego Regional Building Authority (“SDRBA”) Board of Directors for approval and execution of the refunding, if market conditions allow. Based on current market conditions, the County and the MTDB combined would realize annual savings in principal and interest payments of approximately $400,000, which equates to a $2.4 million net present value savings over the remaining term of the 2001 COPs. The 2010 COPs would reach final maturity in Fiscal Year 2019-20, the same year currently scheduled for the 2001 COPs.  The $2.4 million in net present value savings equates to 10.82% of the outstanding 2001 COPs.  The actual amount of savings will be determined based on interest rates at the time of sale of the refunding bonds.  

The MTDB currently subleases a portion of the Mills Building from the County, and the related sublease payments from MTDB to the County are partially offset by ground lease payments due from the County to the MTDB.  In accordance with the ground lease and sublease agreements, the MTDB will experience a pro rata share of the lease payment savings generated by this refunding. Staff will provide estimates of the pro rata shares for both the County and the MTDB when the financing documents, including the ground lease and sublease, are returned for your Board’s approval. 	<For the past decade, this Board of Supervisors has worked to diligently and successfully improve our region’s fire fighting capabilities and response. We pride ourselves on being forward thinkers and utilizing modern technology.

Spending more than $185 million since 2003, San Diego County has come a long way. Before the 2003 wildfires, our region did not own a single fire fighting helicopter, did not have a mass notification system to notify residents of approaching danger and our regional emergency response agencies could not communicate with each other in an effective way because their radios were not cross-compatible. 

Now, at the direction of Supervisor Horn and me, the County of San Diego owns two medium-lift helicopters which are available 365 days a year. Also, at the direction of Supervisor Cox and me, the County has implemented a mass notification system that can reach upwards of 750,000 residents in an hour. Our region’s communication system also has vastly improved, with every local agency being on, or able to patch into, the same frequency. The County has spent millions of dollars on removing dead, dying and diseased trees throughout its jurisdiction, as well as buying new equipment and apparatus for the various fire districts. The County also has invested in fire prevention and disaster preparedness for the public and standardized training for first responders.

Employing modern technology for early fire detection is another key component to our region battling fires, large or small. Being a hi-tech hub, the County has many resources it can tap into, one being Calit2 at the University of California, San Diego. Through discussions and meetings between Calit2, CalFire, the San Diego County Fire Authority, me and others, it was determined that while we explore long term solutions to early detection, there are immediate improvements we can achieve. 

Out of these discussions came the need to enhance the Calit2 High Performance Wireless Research and Education Network (HPWREN) early fire detection and remote monitoring system. Today’s action will grant the funding necessary to purchase new cameras and meteorological weather stations that will be installed and deployed in the unincorporated area of the county. These additions will augment the current system in place, giving our county’s first responders better and faster detection capabilities.
