	<OVERVIEW:>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Jamacha Sewer Pump Station was constructed in 1959 to transport sewer flow through Spring Valley. The pumping equipment is beyond its economical life and needs to be replaced. The Department of Public Works has completed plans for a $6 million project to replace the existing pump station building and equipment on site with a new building and pump station equipment. The facility is near the intersection of Jamacha Blvd. and Omega St. in Spring Valley (2008 Thomas Guide Page 1291 D-3). 
This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract for replacement to the Jamacha Sewer Pump Station.  Due to the complexity and difficulty of this project, it will be solicited in a two-step process involving prequalification followed by bidding.  Prospective contractors that wish to bid on the project are required to prequalify through a request for qualification process. Upon Board approval, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will solicit bids from prequalified contractors and subsequently award a contract for construction.  Construction is scheduled to begin in December 2011 and be completed in            Summer 2013.

	<Funds in the amount of $6,000,000 for the Jamacha Sewer Pump Station Replacement Project are included in the Fiscal Year 2011-12 Operational Plan for the San Diego County Sanitation District. If approved, this request will result in $6,000,000 cost in Fiscal Year 2011-12. Funding source for San Diego County Sanitation District projects is from available district fund balance. Included in the $6,000,000 cost of construction is $22,911, which will be paid by the San Diego County Sanitation District to San Diego Gas and Electric for providing and installing a new electrical transformer to the pump station. There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years. LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 >>
