	<The Potrero Valley Road project is a residential subdivision that would subdivide a 73 acre parcel into 8 residential lots in the Mountain Empire Subregional Plan area. The project site is located at 24843 Potrero Valley Road approximately 1,300 feet north of State Route 94 (Thomas Guide Page 1336). The site is subject to the Regional Land Use Element Policy 1.4 Rural Development Area with a land use designation of (18) Residential. The project is designed to include dedicated open space and easements, frontage improvements, a detention basin, signage and fencing. The existing single-family residence and accessory structures will be retained. Access would be provided by a private road and cul-de-sac, connecting to Potrero Valley Road. The project would be served with on-site septic systems and wells. The majority of the development area is relatively flat and would include balanced grading with no import or export of soil. The project would be consistent with the County’s General Plan and Zoning Ordinance, and has been reviewed in compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act. The Potrero Community Planning Group has appealed the approval granted by the Planning Commission on May 28, 2010 and is being presented to the Board of Supervisors as the respective decision making body.

The only access to the property exceeds the maximum dead-end road distance specified in the Consolidated Fire Code.  The Director of Planning and Land Use issued a Final Notice of Disapproval on February 11, 2010, which the applicant appealed to the Planning Commission.  On April 30, 2010, the Commission voted 4 to 2 to grant the appeal and remand the project to County staff for further processing.  The applicant appealed this decision to the Board of Supervisors requesting a refund of the fees she has paid to the County to date.

	< MacroButton NoMacro On February 25, 2009 (2), your Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to streamline the regulations for wind turbine systems by developing a two-tiered ordinance for wind energy systems to simplify the process and update the code.
Pursuant to this direction, in late 2009 the Department of Planning and Land Use drafted a comprehensive ordinance.  The proposed ordinance was circulated for public review in early 2010.  Currently staff is working on an Environmental Impact Report for the proposed ordinance of comprehensive changes to Wind Turbine Regulations. This proposal is to make minor amendments to the existing Wind Turbine Regulations in the Zoning Ordinance while the more comprehensive changes to streamline these regulations are under further environmental review.  The proposed amendments will allow additional wind turbines with an Administrative Permit under the Medium Wind Turbine provisions. Existing size limitations will remain in place. 	< MacroButton NoMacro On September 10, 1999, the San Pasqual Band of Mission Indians (San Pasqual Band) and the  State of California entered into a tribal-state gaming compact (Compact) to permit the Tribe to conduct Class III gaming activities on its trust lands.  In 2001, the San Pasqual Band developed a Class III casino on its tribal lands near the north end of North Lake Wohlford Road and constructed improvements to North Lake Wohlford Road pursuant to a June 19, 2001 (1) cooperative agreement with the County.  The San Pasqual Band subsequently decided to construct a 56,360-square-foot casino expansion and contributed $5,995,000 for improvements to Valley Center Road and the Valley Center Road/North Lake Wohlford Road intersection, pursuant to a May 11, 2005 (5) cooperative agreement between the Tribe and the County.
