	HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES AGENCY REDUCTION PLAN (DISTRICT: ALL)



	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On June 23, 2003, the Board of Supervisors approved the Fiscal Year 2003-05 Operational Plan.  In response to various funding reductions, the Health and Human Services Agency developed the proposed Fiscal Year 2003-05 Operational Plan to include personnel/staff and program reductions.  The reductions will impact the Agency’s ability to provide services beyond core services mandated in various State and Federal codes.

A major component of the Fiscal Year 2003-05 Operational Plan was a reduction plan that deleted 186.83 Full-Time Equivalent (FTE) positions resulting in a reduction of 162 budgeted positions and a reduction of $11,202,153 in salary and benefit costs.  Due to the diligent efforts of Human Resources staff, the majority of affected employees will be placed in other, vacant positions.  Additionally, the Health and Human Services Agency has received notice of unanticipated revenue that will provide funding for six critical positions that were planned for reduction in the Fiscal Year 2003-05 Operational Plan.  The number of actual staff to be laid off is estimated to be less than four.

If today’s recommendations are approved, the six positions for which there is unanticipated funding will be retained, resulting in a net decrease of 156 positions and 181.58 Full-Time Equivalents (FTE’s) effective October 16, 2003.  Board action to accept and appropriate the added funding will be requested at a later date.

The Health and Human Services Agency, in conjunction with the Department of Human Resources, is providing a comprehensive array of services to mitigate the impact of loss of employment and to successfully place individuals in alternate positions throughout the Agency and the County.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The Fiscal Year 2003-05 Approved Health and Human Services Agency Operational Plan does not include funding for the positions being reduced.  



	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

Make a determination, pursuant to Civil Service Rule 14.1.1, that it is necessary through lack of funds to reduce 156 positions in the Health and Human Services Agency as reflected in the FY 2003-04 Operational Plan.  Not all the deleted positions are vacant and therefore, approval of this proposal may result in the layoff or voluntary demotion in lieu of layoff of employees.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	For nine years, the Board has approved the AIDS Master Grant Agreement to provide county-wide HIV/AIDS prevention and surveillance services to reduce the transmission of HIV/AIDS in San Diego County, most recently approving amendments to the Agreement on October 1, 2002 (4). This proposal seeks Board approval to execute the FY 2003-2004 renewal amendment to the AIDS Master Grant and to execute a State revenue agreement to provide AIDS Drug Assistance Program (ADAP) services. 



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The FY 2003-2005 Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency includes $4,918,508 annual costs and revenue based on the State of California Department of Health Services, State Office of AIDS, AIDS Master Grant Agreement and $102,665 AIDS Drug Assistance Program Revenue Agreement. There will be no change to net General Fund costs and no additional staff years in the Health and Human Services Agency budget.

1. Waive Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants, Revenue Contracts – Department Responsibility for Cost Recovery.

2. 	On July 8, 2003 (3), at the recommendation of Supervisors Bill Horn and Dianne Jacob, the Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to report to the Board of Supervisors within 60 days on costs, legal considerations and an implementation plan to install filtering software on all County Library computers available to the public, as well as a protocol for adult patrons who wish to view library computers with the filter disabled.  

Today’s action provides costs, legal considerations and an implementation plan for filtering all County Library Internet computers available to the public effective October 1, 2003, as well as a protocol for adult patrons who wish to view library Internet computers with the filter disabled.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted. If approved, the cost to filter added public Internet computers is estimated to be $5,800 for additional filtering software licenses and for setup charges. Costs will be absorbed by the Library Fund and will not require additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 15, 2001 (10), the Board of Supervisors at the recommendation of Supervisor Jacob, directed staff to work with the Ramona Intergenerational Community Campus Steering Committee to identify sites to accommodate a new library and a senior center, as well as future facilities.  On October 16, 2001 (23), the Board authorized staff to enter into negotiations with owners of the preferred site.

On June 18, 2002 (28), the Board approved an Option Agreement, Purchase and Sale Agreement and Joint Escrow Instructions with the Hartjen Family 1983 Trust for a 6.78-acre property located on the north side of the intersection of 12th Street and Main Street in Ramona, California (Thomas Guide 1152 G6), and directed and authorized the Chief Administrative Officer to proceed with development of a Proposition 14 Bond Act application, and all supporting documents for a new, replacement library in the community of Ramona.  

On August 12, 2003 (3), the Board set a hearing for September 16, 2003 to consider exercising the option to purchase.  The Board is requested to approve the purchase of the 6.78-acre site in Ramona as described in the Option Agreement, Purchase and Sale Agreement and Joint Escrow Instructions.

The Board is also requested to establish project KL2987 Ramona Library and transfer $45,000 of the funds previously approved for the Proposition 14 process due diligence studies from KA2987 to complete the design and Proposition 14 application documents.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the proposal are budgeted in KA2987 – Ramona Intergenerational Community Campus Project.  If approved, this proposal will result in a cost of $2,575,000 in Fiscal Year 2003-2004, no additional costs in subsequent years, and the addition of no staff years.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 21, 2002 (29), the Board approved a lease/purchase agreement for a 30,171 square foot build-to-suit Assessor office building in the Spectrum Office Park located at 9225 Clairemont Mesa Boulevard, San Diego.  Under the terms of the agreement, the County has the option of purchasing the facility within 90 days of completion of construction.  The contract purchase price for this facility is $6,867,809, including office furniture and filing systems.  The new facility will be completed and ready for occupancy by September 2003.  This date coincides with a no-cost option to terminate the current lease.  On July 29, 2003 (10), the Board set a hearing for September 16, 2003 to consider exercising the option to purchase the facility from Real Estate 2, LLC, the project owner and developer.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the purchase of the build-to-suit project were appropriated by the Board on May 21, 2002 (29).  The contract purchase price for this facility is $6,867,809, including office furniture and filing systems.  The annual operating costs for the new facility are estimated at $116,000 and are included in the Assessor's current year budget.  Exercising the purchase option for this facility will result in an annual rental cost avoidance of $256,000 since the Assessor is moving from a leased facility in Kearny Mesa.

	The County owns a 0.95-acre (41,382 square feet) parcel in the 1200 block of Winterhaven Road in Fallbrook, which was acquired for the proposed expansion of Winterhaven Road and is now considered to be excess to County needs.  The Department of General Services is requesting that this property be declared surplus and be offered for sale to the highest bidder.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, and if an all-cash sale is consummated, this request will result in approximately $35,000 in current year revenue to the Department of Public Works Road Fund and no annual revenue.  Alternatively, if a terms sale is consummated, this request will result in approximately $7,000 in current-year revenue,  $2,520 in annual interest-payment revenue for a period of up to five years, and pay-off of the principal balance of $28,000 at the end of five years or less. There are no additional staff years associated with this surplus property sale.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of General Services has a need for Architectural and Environmental services.  Use of consultants will enhance the Department’s ability to complete projects, which need environmental and design services.  By approving this request, the Department of General Services will establish “As-Needed” lists of firms that have undergone a competitive selection process.  These consultants would then be available to commence consultant services on small to medium-sized projects and initiatives when required.  High visibility projects will continue to use the existing Statement of Qualifications (SOQ) and Request for Proposal (RFP) process under Board of Supervisors’ Policy F-40, “Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services.”  Board approval would be requested for any single project over $100,000.

Immediately after Board approval of this request, the Director of Purchasing and Contracting, pursuant to Board of Supervisors’ Policy F-40, will issue a “Request for Qualifications” to establish “As-Needed” lists for architectural and environmental services.  A selection committee will review and rank the respondent firms and establish the architectural and environmental services “As-Needed” lists.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the “As-Needed” consultant list are budgeted in the Major Maintenance Budget and in specific Capital Outlay Fund Projects.  The funding sources are the County’s General Fund, other County funds, and other agency grants.  If approved, this proposal will result in a projected cost of $800,000 in fiscal year 2003-04, $1,333,000 annual cost in fiscal years 2004-05 and 2005-06 and will require the addition of no staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	These actions authorize the allocation of $1,000,000 in Redevelopment Agency Housing Funds to acquire 55-year rent affordability covenants and $356,000 in Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds to rehabilitate the Villa Lakeshore Apartments in the community of Lakeside, a 34-unit housing project of the Metropolitan Area Advisory Committee (MAAC) Project.  This proposal is in response to the 2003 Affordable Housing Open Notice of Funding Availability.  In exchange for the $1,356,000 loan, the MAAC Project will maintain affordable rents for 55 years for low-income families earning at or below 50 percent and 60 percent of the area median income (AMI).  

The Villa Lakeshore Apartments is under two County of San Diego rent restriction programs due to expire in 2005 and 2007, and one State bond covenant program due to expire in 2033.  Approval of funding for the proposed project would create new rent restrictions for 55 years after current County restrictions expire.  They would also supersede State bond covenants, which are less restrictive.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the project recommended to the Board of Supervisors are budgeted in the Housing and Community Development Multi-Year Projects Budget, a special revenue fund.  The total CDBG cost of $356,000 will be offset by revenue from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).  There is neither a General Fund cost nor additional staff years required.

Funds for the project recommended to the Redevelopment Agency Board of Directors are not budgeted.  If approved, this request will result in $1,000,000 cost and revenue in FY 2003-04.  The funding source is the Redevelopment Agency’s Gillespie Field and Upper San Diego River Improvement Project Area Housing Funds.  There is neither a General Fund cost nor additional staff years required.

	These requests will have a positive impact on the business community since the project recommended involves rehabilitation.  Contract(s) resulting from this recommendation will be executed with private sector firm(s), and will involve a competitive bid process.

1. Authorize a loan of up to $1,000,000 in the Redevelopment Agency’s Gillespie Field and Upper San Diego River Improvement Project Area Housing Funds to the MAAC Project for the acquisition of 55-year affordability covenants that would restrict rents at the Villa Lakeshore Apartments.

2. Find that the Villa Lakeshore Apartments are presently available at affordable housing cost, but cannot reasonably be expected to remain affordable because the very-low-income rent restrictions on 27 of the units will expire in 2005 and 2007.

A major component of the operational plan was the deletion of 127 positions and reductions in service levels.  Recommended actions in this letter will be implemented on October 16, 2003 and January 1, 2004 (nine positions in the Mentally Ill Offender program will be deleted when the grant terminates on December 31). 	This is a request to authorize acceptance of a $75,000 Federal grant administered by the State Office of Criminal Justice Planning for the Drug Endangered Children (DEC) Resource Center Program.  The San Diego Sheriff’s Department was the only agency eligible to receive funding under this program.  The grant will provide funding for the Sheriff’s Department to hire a temporary expert professional DEC Resource Coordinator, who will provide assistance to the California DEC Alliance Committee and establish system-wide protocols and training resources. The California DEC Alliance is a multi-jurisdictional task force whose primary goal is to unify law enforcement, prosecutors, social services and health care providers dedicated to the protection of children who are victimized by those who manufacture, sell and/or use illegal drugs. There is no local match for this grant.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted.  The funding source is the DEC Resource Center Program Grant, funded by the Federal Children’s Justice Act, and administered by the State Office of Criminal Justice Planning.  If approved, this request will result in $75,000 current year direct costs and revenues, $75,000 in Fiscal Year 2004/05 direct costs and revenues, and $75,000 in Fiscal Year 2005/06 direct costs and revenues.  This request will not require the addition of any staff years.

	The Sheriff’s Department is seeking authorization to issue a Request For Proposals (RFP) for the acquisition, design and installation of an Automated Field Reporting and Records Management System (AFR/RMS), formerly known as the Sheriff’s Integrated Records and Information System (SIRIS).  Most notably, the AFR/RMS would automate the collection, storage and dissemination of crime, arrest, and incident information.  The system would permit collection of such information in the field as well as transmission of the data from the patrol vehicle to local and regional data bases where it would be available for suspect identification, investigative support, crime analysis, etc.  The acquisition and deployment of the proposed AFR/RMS by the Sheriff’s Department is supported by all local law enforcement agencies, and provisions for cooperative development, deployment and cost sharing will be incorporated in the procurement process.  The system would move the department from a partial “pen and paper” system to a fully automated environment capable of furthering the goals of your Board and the Sheriff pertaining to regional cooperation and e-county government.  In recognition of the proposed system’s merits, the federal government has awarded the County a $1,000,000 grant to serve as partial payment for the system.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Sheriff’s current year budget.  Current year costs of $2,550,000 for acquisition, design and deployment of the AFR/RMS are estimated at this time.  The funding sources are a COPS MORE 2001 grant in the amount of $1,000,000 from the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Community Oriented Policing Services, and a $1,550,000 match of County General Fund.  Estimated ongoing costs for software licensing, equipment maintenance and technical support are likely to be $150,000-200,000 annually and will be funded by Proposition 172 monies.

	In January 2000, the state legislature enacted Government Code section 26826.3 which grants County Boards of Supervisors authority to impose a surcharge of not more than five dollars ($5) for the filing of specified pleadings, motions, and papers in Superior Court to defray costs of operating Courthouse Children's Waiting Rooms (CWRs).  In June 2000, based on Superior Court recommendations, the Board of Supervisors voted to impose this surcharge on certain categories of General Jurisdiction civil filings including unlimited civil (where the amount in controversy exceeds $25,000), family law and probate.  Since collection of the surcharge, the seven CWRs operating in court facilities throughout the County have been staffed consistently by full-time employees, rather than sporadically by volunteers.  Due to increasing personnel costs, projected surcharge revenue will be inadequate to cover this year’s projected cost of CWR operations.  However, the funding gap can be met by adding the surcharge to Limited Jurisdiction civil filings (where the amount in controversy is less that $25,000, but excluding small claims).  This action will generate sufficient annual revenue to continue operation of the seven CWRs.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There will be no cost to the County as a result of the proposed action.  Projected additional annual Trust Fund revenues of $150,000 - $165,000 (depending on filing trends) can only be used to support the Courthouse Children’s Waiting Rooms.

This program will create a public awareness campaign that will target people with the highest risk of death or hospitalization from influenza.
