	< MacroButton NoMacro On August 5, 2009 (6) the Board of Supervisors adopted an urgency ordinance enacting a moratorium on the establishment of marijuana dispensaries.  The interim urgency ordinance was adopted to allow County staff the time needed to study how marijuana dispensaries should be permitted and determine the appropriate regulations for such uses before they are presented to your Board for consideration. 

Pursuant to Section 65858 of the California Government Code the initial action to adopt the urgency ordinance is effective for an interim period of 45 days.  Section 65858 permits an extension of the 45 day period following public notice and public hearing.  The extension is for a period of 10 months and 15 days.  A one year extension to the initial time extension may be granted following public notice and a public hearing.  This action would allow the urgency ordinance to be extended for a period of 10 months and 15 days to permit staff to continue developing regulations related to marijuana dispensaries.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro The primary application for this project is a Major Use Permit (P08-025) for a privately owned tennis complex consisting of five tennis courts, a 2,000 square foot clubhouse building that includes a pro shop, short order eating place and snack bar, shower and locker room facilities, an office and a parking lot. Additional sporting facilities include a multi-sport court, bocce court, and handball court.  Other related accessory uses include shade structures, barbeque and picnic areas, play equipment, a small dog park, children’s play area, landscaping, fencing and walls, gated entryway (for which Administrative Permit AD08-022 is sought), path extension, storm drainage facilities, lighting, and signage.

Other applications filed for the proposed project include two Specific Plan Amendments (SPA 08-002 and SPA 08-004) and two Major Use Permit Modifications (P85-064W5 and P85-084W6).  These Amendments and Modifications are required in order to revise the texts of the respective Specific Plans and major use permits to coordinate with the project, including making provisions for access to the proposed tennis complex located on Calle Messina, through the existing Bridges main gate located on Seven Bridges Road.  The modifications also include provisions for the proposed parking for Club Tournament events to be located at The Bridges Clubhouse parking lot with shuttle service being provided to the tennis complex. 
The 5.8 acre project site (tennis complex) is located along an existing paved private road, Calle Messina, near the intersection at Via de Las Flores, and is located within the Santa Fe Creek Specific Plan.  The club tournament parking and staging area is located at The Bridges Clubhouse, 18550 Seven Bridges Road, in The Bridges Specific Plan. (Thomas Guide Page 1148/G5)>>

	<The project is a proposed General Plan Amendment to remove from the General Plan’s Circulation Element a segment of Montecito Road (SC 931) starting approximately 1000 feet west of Montecito Way and continuing west approximately 1.6 miles to Rangeland Road.  The paved section of Montecito Road, which bisects the Ramona Airport property, ends just west of the Ramona Airport tower and is undeveloped from that point to Rangeland Road.  The removal of this segment of Montecito Road from the Circulation Element would allow operational changes to be made at the Ramona Airport to achieve compliance with the Federal Aviation Administration and Federal Transportation Security Administration safety and security requirements. 

Traffic studies indicate that SC 931 (the portion to be removed from the Circulation Element by this General Plan Amendment) would not be needed as a Circulation Element road because of acquisition by the County of large parcels of land for grassland preserves. This change in land use was not anticipated at the time the current Circulation Element was adopted.  The removal of this segment of Montecito Road is consistent with the proposed Circulation Element of the County’s General Plan Update.  Montecito Road (SC 931), is located in the Ramona Community Planning Area of San Diego County, (Thomas Guide Page 1151-H6 and 1152-B6).>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro On September 24, 2008 (10), the Board of Supervisors approved the San Luis Rey River Park Master Plan.  The proposed regional park stretches approximately nine miles, parallel to State Route 76, along the San Luis Rey River from the Old Bonsall Bridge to Interstate 15.  As envisioned, the park will protect the San Luis Rey River and surrounding sensitive habitat and offer active and passive recreation opportunities, including non-motorized, multi-use trails and sports fields.  To date, the County has acquired a total of 266 acres and the Board recently approved the purchase of an additional 139 acres within the boundary of the planned San Luis Rey River Park.  The County has identified an additional 95 acres for inclusion in the Park that is adjacent to land owned by the County.  This property is located south of State Route 76, as shown in Attachment A (Thomas Guide Page 1048, A-7).  The property will be purchased in two separate transactions to ensure maximum cooperation with Caltrans’ future right of way acquisitions for construction of the State Route 76.

Acquisition of this property requires two steps.  On August 5, 2009, it is requested that the Board set a hearing for September 16, 2009 and provide public notice of the hearing.  If the Board takes the actions recommended for August 5, 2009, then on September 16, 2009, after making necessary environmental findings, the Board is requested to approve the purchase of the property, identified as a portion of Assessor Parcel Number 126-060-76, in two separate transactions for the total price of $3,382,050 from Bonsall Land Group, LLC. The actions are discretionary after consideration of public testimony.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Should the Board approve the purchases of the property for a total price of $3,382,050 on September 16, 2009, funding for the purchase will be provided by $1,278,550 available in Capital Project 1000012 – MSCP Acquisitions and $2,103,500 in Capital Project 1007108 San Luis Rey Acquisitions.  If approved, there will be a current year cost of $3,505,350, which includes $3,382,050 for the property acquisition, plus one-time transaction-related costs of $9,300 for title and escrow fees, $14,000 for staff costs to complete the transaction, and $100,000 for one-time stewardship such as erosion control, vegetation management, fencing and signage.  The one-time transaction-related costs totaling $123,300 will be provided by funds available in Capital Project 1000012 – MSCP Acquisitions.  The cost for annual MSCP stewardship and monitoring is estimated at $15,000.  In addition, there will be an annual cost of $3,255 for Fixed Charge Assessments, including water standby charges and mosquito and vector control.  The Department of Parks and Recreation will seek funding in the Fiscal Year 2010-2011 Operational Plan budget process for the ongoing costs related to operation and maintenance of the land.  Although continued acquisition of preserve land could eventually create the need for additional oversight staff, no additional staffing will be required as a result of the proposed purchases.  There will be no change in net General Fund costs.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro McClellan-Palomar Airport, located in Carlsbad, is a major gateway to and from             San Diego’s North County and is one of the busiest single runway airports in the nation providing facilities and services to commercial, corporate and general aviation communities.  It is the only commercial service airport in the County’s eight-airport system.  Currently, commercial airline service is provided by United Express with seven daily non-stop round trips to and from Los Angeles.  In 2008, commercial flights at the airport were boarded by 40,682 passengers.
Construction of a terminal redevelopment project was approved April 25, 2007 (5).  The project included building a new airport terminal, parking lots, automated parking lot control systems, an elevator and foot bridge to provide access from parking lots to the terminal, an enhanced security system and other projects.  These improvements provide new and improved services to airport customers and are a long term commitment and investment essential to the operation of the airport. 

In the past there has not been a charge for auto parking at McClellan-Palomar Airport.   The parking lots have now, however, been greatly upgraded and are larger, better controlled, and more secure for airport customers.  This is a request to approve an automobile parking user fee to recover expenses associated with the new parking facility.  A maximum daily rate of $3.00 is recommended for the first year with an increase to a $5.00 maximum daily rate in the second year.

This action requires two steps.  On September 16, 2009, the Board will consider an Ordinance to implement automobile parking user fees at McClellan Palomar Airport.  If the Board takes action on September 16, 2009, then on September 23, 2009, a second reading of a proposed Ordinance is necessary to enact and implement the Board’s direction.>>

Estimated annual revenue is $313,000 in subsequent years. 	The County of San Diego is named as a Copermittee required to comply with the conditions of San Diego Regional Water Quality Control Board Order No. R9-2007-0001, National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System Permit for Discharges of Urban Runoff from Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems (hereinafter referred to as the Permit). Other Copermittees include the 18 incorporated cities in the County, the Port of             San Diego, and the San Diego Regional Airport Authority.  The current Permit was adopted on January 24, 2007, and is scheduled to be re-issued on or after January 24, 2012. Section N of the Permit requires an annual regional water quality monitoring program to be carried out and jointly funded by all Copermittees.  As the Principal Copermittee, the County of San Diego is responsible for negotiating contracts and expending funds on behalf of all Copermittees to execute this program. 

This item seeks authorization to issue a Request for Proposal and to negotiate and award a consultant contract to acquire regional field monitoring and reporting services that will ensure ongoing Permit compliance for the Copermittees.  The estimated value of the contract ranges from $1,800,000 to $2,250,000 per year for a period of five years, with a total amount not to exceed $10,350,000.  The Copermittees share costs according to a formula that takes into account population (45%), urbanized land area (45%), and an equal division split (10%).  The County’s share of the estimated five-year cost is $3,078,090.   >

	<This proposal is for a five-year water quality monitoring contract that will begin on        July 1, 2010 with a total estimated cost of $10,350,000.  County funds for this proposal will be included in the Department of Public Works General Fund Watershed Protection Program budget (estimated $3,078,090 over five years).  Other Copermittees’ share will  be $7,271,910 over five years.  Per the Copermittees’ 2008 Memorandum of Understanding, a Regional Stormwater Management Committee comprised of one representative from each of the 21 Copermittees annually approves a regional monitoring budget.  The cost of the regional monitoring program will not exceed the budget approved by the Copermittees’ Management Committee in any given year. 

There are no current year costs.  In fiscal years 2010-11 and 2011-12, the estimated annual cost of $1,800,000 (same as current FY 2009-10 costs) will come from the Department of Public Works General Fund ($535,320), and revenue from Copermittees’ fees in the Stormwater Trust Fund ($1,264,680). 	< MacroButton NoMacro Section 99 of the Revenue and Taxation Code requires that the Board of Supervisors approve a resolution of property tax exchange before the Local Agency Formation Commission can consider any proposals for changes in organization.  On October 30, 1979 (27) Board Policy B-45 was adopted to create guidelines for establishing the amount of property tax to be exchanged when jurisdictional changes occur. A Master Enterprise District Resolution was also created that allowed proposals that did not involve an exchange in property taxes to be processed through the Local Agency Formation Commission without separate Board reports and resolutions.

Occasionally, a water or sewer district annexes an area that is detaching from another water or sewer district.  In such cases, the property tax rate is transferred in full from the detaching agency to the annexing agency with no further need for negotiations.  Unfortunately, the Master Enterprise District Resolution does not cover these simultaneous detachment and annexations.  As such, individual resolutions must be prepared and docketed for Board action.   

To improve and streamline this process, an additional Master Resolution is being proposed for the processing of proposals where the property taxes are being transferred from one district to another district and negotiations are not required.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro On August 5, 2009 (7), the Board of Supervisors introduced Ordinance for further Board consideration and adoption on September 16, 2009.

This is a proposal to amend the San Diego County General Plan Regional Land Use Element.  It represents the first such amendment of the Regional Land Use Element to be considered by the Board in 2009.  This General Plan Amendment consists of the following three items:
Linea del Cielo - The project is a GPA, Rezone and Boundary Adjustment with a Certificate of Compliance (BC 05-0104) to reconfigure the property lines between two vacant parcels to accommodate a single family residence and guest living quarters.  The boundary adjustment would result in a split zoned parcel; therefore, a GPA and Rezone are required to align the proposed property lines with the General Plan and Zoning Use Regulation boundaries.  The project site is located at 5853 Linea del Cielo in the San Dieguito Community Plan Area (Thomas Guide Page 1168/D4).
Lake Jennings Village Condominium Subdivision - The project was previously heard by the Board on July 23, 2008 (1).  The Board did not support the project as proposed and referred the project back to staff for a redesign to comply with a two story and 35 foot height limit, and Lakeside Design Guidelines requirements regarding trees and private usable open space.
The redesigned project under consideration is a one-lot subdivision of 13 acres for a two-story 160-unit condominium, which is responsive to the Board direction.  Similar to the previously considered project, the project includes a Tentative Map and Site Plan (Thomas Guide Page 1232/G5).
Farm Employee Housing – The project consists of amendments to the San Diego County General Plan and Zoning Ordinance.  The General Plan Amendment will rename and revise Regional Land Use Element Policy 3.85 (Farmworker Housing Density Bonus Program) to ensure consistency with the State of California Employee Housing Act.  The Zoning Ordinance Amendments will revise the ordinance to clarify regulations, improve readability, renew fee waiver provisions and address inconsistencies with the Employee Housing Act.  The Regulatory Code amendment will renew the fee waiver provisions for the Department of Environmental Health.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro On August 5, 2009 (2), the Board of Supervisors introduced Ordinances for further Board consideration and adoption on September 16, 2009.

Prior to 2001, local fire districts would develop their own local fire regulations.  Due to the fact that fire districts operate independently from each other with their own fire marshal/chief and elected board, these regulations often varied between districts.  This was very frustrating for customers processing development permits.  To simplify these codes and improve consistency in implementation, the Board of Supervisors adopted the first County Consolidated Fire Code on October 10, 2001(1).  
County staff has worked with the 16 fire districts that serve the unincorporated area on various updates to the consolidated code and is recommending adoption of an ordinance ratifying the 2009 Consolidated Fire Code.  Minor amendments are also being proposed to the County Fire Code at this time to make it consistent with the proposed consolidated code, and minor changes are also being proposed to the County Building and Fire Codes to address similar discrepancies.  Lastly, certain policies within the Public Facility Element of the County General Plan are being modified to reflect long-standing implementation practices related to fire and Sheriff review of development projects.>>
