	This is a request for a Zone Reclassification (R01-006) for a 7.1-acre site in the Alpine Community Plan Area to change the Setback Designator from  ‘H’ to ‘J’ on the eastern 4.4 acres and to eliminate the ‘B’ Special Area Regulation Designator on the western 2.7 acres of the site.  The Planning Commission approved the associated Tentative Map (TM 5142RPL4) to subdivide the site into 24 single-family residential lots.  The change in the Setback Designator will reduce the required side yard on the eastern portion of the site from 10 feet to 5 feet.  This will match the existing setback requirement on the western portion of the site.  The ‘B’ Designator will be removed from the western portion of the site because it does not apply to single-family residential development.  The site is in the Country Town Regional Category and the (6) Residential Land Use Designation, which allows density of 7.3 dwelling units per acre.  The eastern 4.4 acres of the site is subject to the RS4 Single Family Residential Use Regulations with a 10,000 square foot minimum lot size and the ‘H’ Setback Designator.  The western 2.7 acres of the site is subject to the RS7 Single Family Residential Use Regulations with a 6,000 square foot minimum lot size, the ‘J’ Setback Designator and the ‘B’ Special Area Regulation Designator.  No increase in density or reduction in minimum lot size is proposed.  The site is located south of Alpine Boulevard, between Olivewood Lane and Marshall Road in the Alpine Community Planning Area.

This amendment addresses minimum parcel size, setbacks, noise, height, and qualifications for meeting the State’s definition of a Small Wind Energy System.

The Department of Planning and Land Use is also proposing amendments to the Zoning Ordinance regarding Small, Medium and Large Wind Turbine Systems.  These amendments address setbacks, noise limits, and establish minimum parcel size and allowable heights.  They are intended to provide consistency to the regulations governing all wind energy systems.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Riverside Drive Improvement Project is a part of the Fiscal Year 2003-2004 Operational Plan in the Department of Public Works’ Detailed Work Program.   Construction of this project will increase the safety of the roadway and help alleviate increasing congestion through this corridor.  The proposed project consists of widening the existing two-lane road to accommodate the addition of a center left turn lane, which will accommodate left-turning vehicles.  Improved pedestrian and non-motorized access will be provided through the installation of curbs, gutters, sidewalks and bike lanes on both sides of the roadway.  Drainage facilities will be enhanced, and a traffic signal installed at the Valle Vista Road and Riverside Drive intersection.  Existing pavement will be reconstructed, utilities will be placed underground and drainage improvements will be made.  The project is located in the Lakeside community and will improve traffic access to State Route 67 from Riverside Drive (Thomas Guide page 1231, H3).  

On July 30, 2003 (15), the Board set a hearing for September 17, 2003, to consider adoption of a Resolution of Necessity to initiate an action in eminent domain for necessary easements for the Riverside Drive Improvement Project.  Since that date, two additional property owners have signed contracts with the County, bringing the total signed contracts to 15 out of 18 required parcels.  The Board is requested to adopt a Resolution of Public Necessity for two outstanding parcels, approve Real Property Contracts for Parcel No. 2000-0314-A, B & C (Chastang) for $184,000 and Parcel No. 2000-0313-A (Alpha Investments, Inc.) for $32,200, and authorize staff to continue acquisition negotiations with one property owner. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Total costs for right of way acquisition for this project were not known when the budget was prepared and are now estimated to be $500,000.  There is currently $100,000 budgeted for right of way acquisition.  Today's action will establish additional appropriations of $400,000, based on unanticipated revenue from TransNet, to cover Fiscal Year 2003-04 projected costs.  Total funding will be used for the purchase of the two parcels referred to in this Board letter, as well as parcel purchases that will be included in subsequent Board actions.  If approved, the parcel purchases requested today will result in $216,200 in current year cost, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On August 13, 2003 (11), the Board set a hearing for September 17, 2003 to consider the open space easement acquisition over a portion of Assessor’s Parcel Number 185-010-97 (McLaughlin) for $55,000 (Thomas Brothers 1069 C6).    This acquisition is for the Valley Center Road Improvement Project.  The first phase of the project, Valley Center South, proposes to construct improvements from the east end of Escondido extending 2.5 miles up Valley Center Road.  Construction is scheduled to begin in September 2003 and includes widening the right of way to accommodate four 12- to14-foot wide lanes, a 14- to 18-foot wide painted center median, two 5-foot bike lanes and an unpaved shoulder varying between 5 to 10 feet wide.

Prior to construction of improvements, the County must obtain various permits from the Army Corps of Engineers, the California Department of Fish and Game and the Regional Water Quality Control Board.  The indicated Permits require the County to mitigate the impacts of the road construction on existing wetland property by enhancing or creating other wetland areas on or near the project. County staff is working to meet this requirement, and has located several potential mitigation sites along the project.  

The Board is requested to approve this acquisition, which is a 2.2-acre open space mitigation easement that will satisfy the requirements for Valley Center South, and partially fulfill the requirements for mitigation on Valley Center Road North.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this proposal are budgeted.  The funding source for the acquisition will be TransNet revenue and will result in a cost of $55,000 in Fiscal Year 2003-04, no additional subsequent year cost and will require no additional staff years.  There will be no cost to the General Fund as a result of this action.

	McClellan-Palomar Airport is located on the north side of Palomar Airport Road and the west side of El Camino Real in the City of Carlsbad.  Palomar is the busiest single runway airport in San Diego County.  On January 5, 1993 (24), the Board approved a two-year lease (amended to thirty-years on November 7, 1995 (53)) for approximately 1.35 acres with Amicorp, Inc.  On September 10, 1997, the lease was assigned to Jet Source, Inc.  On November 8, 1983 (47), the Board approved a separate thirty-year aviation lease with Friedkin Inv., Inc. for approximately 10.47 acres at McClellan-Palomar Airport.  On February 22, 2000, this lease also was assigned to Jet Source, Inc.  Jet Source, Inc. is a full-service Fixed Base Operator with multiple jets available for charter flights.

This is a request to approve 1) the Sixth Amendment to the first Aviation Lease with Jet Source, Inc. and 2) the Second Amendment to the second Aviation Lease with Jet Source, Inc.  Both amendments will 1) increase the monthly base rent pursuant to the rental rate renegotiation clause within each lease and 2) add a storm water clause.

	If approved, this request will result in over realized revenue to the Airport Enterprise Fund.  Funding source for additional revenue is rental payment from the lessee under terms of the amended leases.  The proposed amendments will result in total lease revenue of $150,919 in current year ($23,490 for the first Jet Source, Inc. lease and $127,429 for the second Jet Source, Inc. lease).  Jet Source, Inc. has recently paid $64,057 for those previous fiscal years affected by the amendments. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 11, 1986 (30), the Board of Supervisors approved the establishment of the Hazardous Incident Response Team to provide members of the Unified Disaster Council with chemical emergency response services on a 24-hour, seven-day per week basis.  This unique model program of the Unified San Diego County Emergency Services Organization combines the skills of trained firefighters from the City of San Diego Fire-Rescue Department and hazardous materials specialists from the County’s Department of Environmental Health.  Servicing 50 fire districts and a population over 3 million, the Hazardous Incident Response Team responds countywide to approximately 400 chemical emergencies per year.  When dispatched, the Team utilizes state-of-the-art equipment to assist the incident commander in mitigating, containing or controlling a hazardous materials release, as well as performing environmental and public health risk assessments, and ensuring proper clean-up.

The Department of Environmental Health requests Board approval to enter into a revenue agreement with the Unified San Diego County Emergency Services Organization, to provide members of the Unified Disaster Council with chemical emergency response services for Fiscal Year 2003-2004, including work provided from July 1, 2003 through the contract ratification date, in the amount of $570,196, and Fiscal Year 2004-2005, also in the amount of $570,196.  These services will be in accord with the provisions of the Unified San Diego County Emergency Services Organization’s request for proposal, RFP #30050, dated November 8, 2002.  A waiver of Board Policy B-29 is requested with respect to the requirement that work to be funded by a revenue contract not be undertaken until such contract is in place and presented to the Board for approval.

	Funds for this request were budgeted at $562,155 for Fiscal Year 2003-2004 and $562,155 for Fiscal Year 2004-2005, based on preliminary contract negotiations.  The actual amount of funding available is $570,196 per year, which is $8,041 more per year.  Today’s action will establish additional appropriations of $8,041 based on unanticipated revenue from the revenue agreement with the Unified San Diego County Emergency Services Organization, which will be used to fund the purchase of emergency response supplies. This proposed action will approve three resolutions authorizing 1) the filing of a grant application for Habitat Conservation Funds in the amount of $200,000 to fund the acquisition of approximately 75.39 acres for addition to Volcan Mountain Wilderness Preserve; 2) the filing of two grant applications for Recreational Trails Program funds to a) design and develop a trailhead entranceway at Santa Ysabel Wilderness Preserve ($150,000), and b) construct a staging area and trailhead at Mt. Olympus Open Space Preserve ($200,000); and 3) support of the City of San Diego in its application for Recreational Trails Program funds to begin construction of a trails system at Otay Valley Regional Park.
