	APPROVAL OF CONSULTANT AGREEMENT TO PROVIDE DESIGN ENGINEERING SERVICES FOR FLOOD CONTROL PROJECTS ON AN AS-NEEDED BASIS (DISTRICT: 2,5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The San Diego County Flood Control District has need for design engineering services for two water quality basins and other flood control projects on an as-needed basis. The water quality basins will be constructed at Woodside Avenue in vicinity of Winter Gardens (Thomas Guide, 1231, J-4) and McClellan-Palomar Airport (Thomas Guide, 1127, D-2). It is expected these basins will be effective for improving water quality, especially sediment removal, an identified concern in these areas.  

Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for consultant services.  This method requires such services be engaged on the basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for the services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost.  The Flood Control District utilizes San Diego County Board Policy F-40 (Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services) for Qualifications Based Selection.  The policy requires a countywide solicitation for individual consultant contracts exceeding $250,000.  In accordance with provisions of the policy, countywide solicitations will be conducted for the required engineering services.  Following review of Statement of Qualifications from respondent firms and interviews with those most qualified, one firm will be selected as the most qualified to perform required services for this project.  

The County of San Diego Departments of Public Works and Purchasing and Contracting provide staff assistance to the Flood Control District.  The Department of Public Works will negotiate the scope of services and prepare an agreement for execution with the firm selected pursuant to the Qualifications Based Selection process. The Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, may, if authorized by the Board of Directors of the Flood Control District, execute an agreement with the selected firm upon receipt.    The agreement will require the firm to provide design engineering services to the Flood Control District for total compensation not to exceed $450,000.  These services will be used for design of water quality basins at Woodside Avenue and McClellan-Palomar Airport, and other flood control projects on an as-needed basis. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this proposal are partially budgeted in the San Diego County Flood Control District in the amount of $150,000.  This request adds an additional $300,000 based on unanticipated revenue from the Proposition 13 State Grant.   If approved, this request will result in a total of $450,000 current year cost, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years. 

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find proposed action is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as specified under Section 15060(c)(3) of the State CEQA Guidelines because it is not a project as defined by Section 15378 of the Guidelines. 

2. Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to execute upon receipt a consultant contract for a total compensation not to exceed $450,000 to provide design engineering services to the San Diego County Flood Control District.  The agreement will terminate on June 30, 2009, when funds are exhausted, or when services are no longer required, whichever shall occur first.  The agreement shall allow the Director, Department of Public Works, to extend the termination date until funds are exhausted and to adjust allowable billing rates on an annual basis to mutually agreed upon fair and reasonable rates.  

3. Establish appropriations of $300,000 in the San Diego County Flood Control District for consultant services based on unanticipated revenue from Proposition 13 State Grant. (4 VOTES) 

4.   Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as County Officer responsible for administrating the agreement.

	ADVERTISE AND AWARD A CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT FOR BONITA STREET DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENTS IN THE CASA DE ORO COMMUNITY (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The project consists of replacing two metal pipes crossing under Bonita Street with larger reinforced concrete box culverts to reduce flooding on the east side of Bonita Street in the community of Casa De Oro (Thomas Guide, page 1271, D5, 2004 Edition). 

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, of a contract to construct Bonita Street Drainage Improvements.  Upon Board approval, Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction, scheduled to commence November 2004 and be completed in December 2004.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this proposal are budgeted in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2004-05 Detailed Work Program. The funding sources are Gas Tax ($175,000) and Flood Control District ($75,000). If approved, this request will result in $250,000 current year cost, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.  

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find, in accordance with Section 15301 of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines, that the project is categorically exempt from CEQA  since it consists of the replacement of an existing public facility involving negligible or no expansion of an existing use. 

2. Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to take any action authorized by Article XXIII, Section 401, et. seq., of the San Diego County Administrative Code with respect to contracting for the subject public works project. 

3. Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as the County Officer responsible for administering the construction contract, in accordance with Board Policy F-41, Public Works Construction Contracts.
