	MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN IHSS PUBLIC AUTHORITY AND UNITED DOMESTIC WORKERS OF AMERICA AND SUBMISSION OF PUBLIC AUTHORITY RATE REQUEST (DISTRICTS: ALL)


	OVERVIEW:
This action presents approval of negotiated provisions of a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the Public Authority and The United Domestic Workers of America which includes a wage increase for In-Home Supportive Services home care workers.

To implement the new MOU, Governing Body action is requested to approve a revised Public Authority Rate Request for submission to the State, which is required by the California Department of Social Services to increase the wage rate and for reimbursement of the State and federal expenses associated with the Public Authority.


	Fiscal impact:
[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]This request will not affect the Public Authority Operating Fund as funding for IHSS individual provider wages is budgeted in the County General Fund.  Funds in the amount of $255,969,903 are included in the Fiscal Year 2013-14 Operational Plan in In-Home Supportive Services.  The funding sources are California Department of Social Services revenue and Realignment.  

If approved, this request will increase FY 2013-14 costs and revenue in the General Fund by $3,272,166 to be funded by federal funding, California Department of Social Services revenue and Realignment.  The additional appropriations will be included in the Fiscal Year 2013-14 Operational Plan Quarterly Status Letter. There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.
