	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Corrections and Standards Authority (CSA) has made funding available for California Probation Departments in an effort to assist probation departments in establishing or strengthening the foundation for a Disproportionate Minority Contact (DMC) reduction effort.  This is a three-phase year-to-year grant project with year one being competitive and the following years being application only.  Phase 1 grant funds are earmarked for contracting with an expert consultant to conduct probation staff training sessions on DMC and assist with data analysis.  This is a request to apply for CSA funds.  If approved, the Probation Department will submit a grant application for up to $100,000 for year one to continue to improve the on-going DMC efforts in the region.  The Probation Department, in collaboration with the Children’s Initiative and SANDAG, will conduct research and a detailed analysis of DMC in San Diego County to identify any areas that are to be addressed in the remaining phases of the future grant cycles.  The addition of Probation staff is not being requested in this grant application.  This grant will also promote interagency collaboration and reinforce San Diego’s leadership position statewide.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If the grant application is approved, the San Diego Probation Department will receive up to $100,000 for DMC efforts in the region.  No staff years are included in this application.  If this grant application is approved by CSA, we will return to your Board to request authorization to accept the grant funds, establish appropriations and procure the services of a consultant.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The A.B. and Jessie Polinsky Children’s Center opened in 1994 as the County of San Diego’s emergency shelter care facility for abused, neglected and abandoned children.  The children who reside at Polinsky Children’s Center (PCC) on a temporary basis live in cottages that provide a home-like atmosphere.  Bedrooms, which sleep one or two children, include beds and wall units for storage of personal belongings.  The current bedroom furnishings are in need of replacement.  Furniture for PCC must be durable and economical, as well as meet various State regulations and County Department of Environmental Health standards. Extensive market research found only one product that meets all of these requirements. This item requests approval of a sole source procurement of steel beds and wall units manufactured by Dehler Manufacturing.   

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Operational Plan.  If approved, this will result in cost and revenue of $130,000 for Fiscal Year 2006-07 and require no staff years.  There is no change to the net General Fund cost.  The funding sources are Child Welfare Services, Polinsky Children’s Center Trust Fund and General Fund.

	HEALTHCARE SAFETY NET STUDY  (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	In February 2006, as requested by Supervisors Cox and Roberts, the County initiated a first of its kind long range needs assessment and analysis of the healthcare safety net in San Diego County.  The purpose of the study is to understand how a growing and changing population will access healthcare services, and how we can work with our partners in the healthcare community to ensure a viable safety net into the future.  The assessment includes inpatient, outpatient, emergency and trauma services, as well as the potential impact of UCSD Medical Center’s planned inpatient bed move.  The study is being conducted by an independent consultant, the Abaris Group, supported by a nationally recognized team of healthcare policy experts from George Washington University.

The process used for this study has been highly inclusive and participatory, with a wide range of stakeholder forums to solicit input and validate methodology and data.  Interviews and site visits have been held with consumers, hospitals, community clinics, trauma system representatives, physicians and other medical professionals.  Twelve town hall meetings open to the public as well as two regional forums were also held.   The information from these venues, as well as previous healthcare studies has been very helpful in developing the San Diego County Healthcare Safety Net Study Report before your Board today.

Today’s action requests that the Board receive the Report, and direct the Chief Administrative Officer to seek the input of stakeholders on the report recommendations, and return in 90 days with recommendations for actions.

	FUNDING FOR CHILD WELFARE SERVICES ENHANCEMENTS:  AUTHORIZE ADDITIONAL POSITIONS, COMPETITIVE SOLICITATIONS, AND THE SEARCH FOR AND NEGOTIATION OF LEASED SPACE  (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Enhancing Child Welfare Service’s (CWS) programs available for children in the County of San Diego has been a continuing priority for the Board of Supervisors.  The Board is committed to improving the safety of children in foster care, increasing permanency and stability, expanding the monitoring of children in out-of-home placements, and improving the services to families attempting to reunify with their children.  Today’s action provides an opportunity to further enhance services by meeting State and federal mandates with 100 percent of the funding provided by the State.
In April, 2000, the State completed the Child Welfare Services Workload Study in line with legislation (SB 2030). The study found that caseload standards and State funding formulas were out-of-date given CWS system changes and new legal mandates, and that a significant increase in staff was needed to implement best practices.  On December 12, 2000 (2) the Board accepted additional State funds for CWS programs to increase basic services, reduce the likelihood of out-of-home placement and, where out-of-home placement was unavoidable, to provide added support to caregivers in order to have the best placement outcomes possible.  However, the added State funding did not permit the level of staffing augmentations needed to fully address the Workload Study recommendations.

Since that time, additional federal mandates have been issued to the State and counties. In 2001, in response to similar federal legislation, the California Legislature passed the California Child Welfare System Improvement and Accountability System Act (AB 636), mandating counties to meet new federal safety standards including:  safety in foster care placements, reunification of families, preservation of sibling relationships, and post reunification support services for families.  In line with State and federal legislation, on June 20, 2006 (8), the Board approved the State-mandated System Improvement Plan (SIP) which outlines the County’s commitment to continuously improving CWS program outcomes for abused children and their families.

Today, the Board is requested to accept $6,982,356 in FY 2006-2007 State funding to enhance CWS programs as described in the SIP and augment staffing needs to address recent State and federal mandates.  The Board is also requested to accept $234,808 to provide Adoptions program enhancements, for a total of $7,217,164 in State funding.  This action will also authorize two competitive procurements for medical services and parent/relative searches and the addition of 83 new positions to enhance programs for children and families at risk. These programs are mandated by the State, are 100 percent State funded, and there is no County funding match required.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not included in the Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in an increase in Fiscal Year 2006-2007 cost and revenue of $6,982,356 for CWS and $234,808 for Adoptions, and subsequent years increased cost and revenue of $7,887,301. There is no change to the net General Fund cost.  There are additional new staff years of 83 FTE’s.  The funding source is Child Welfare Services funding and Adoptions Basic funding.

5. Approve in principle the leases of up to a maximum of 12,000 square feet of new space for the Child Welfare Services Program, Health and Human Services Agency.
6. Authorize the Director of General Services to begin a market search and negotiate leases for up to a maximum of 12,000 square feet of space for the Child Welfare Services Program, Health and Human Services Agency and return to the Board of Supervisors for approval.

7. Find that the proposed action is not subject to the California Environmental Quality Act under Article 5, Section 15060(c)(3) of the State CEQA Guidelines, because it is not a project as defined by Section 15378.

	METROPOLITAN MEDICAL RESPONSE SYSTEM – APPROPRIATION OF UNANTICIPATED REVENUE (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Metropolitan Medical Response System (MMRS) Program is a multi-disciplinary planning approach to managing the effects of a biological, chemical, nuclear or radiological emergency that was initiated in 1997 by the federal government beginning with allocations to the nations’ 25 largest metropolitan areas.  The funding is dedicated to enhance the respective jurisdictions’ planning and preparedness to respond to a mass casualty terrorist attack.
Previous MMRS funding has gone directly to the County’s Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) Public Health Services Division.  The State required that current MMRS funding applications be submitted by the designated Urban Area Security Initiative (UASI) city of each metropolitan area.  Therefore, the City of San Diego, Office of Homeland Security was awarded $220,764 in MMRS funding, of which $215,245 is available to HHSA as lead MMRS agency.  This item requests Board authorization for the Clerk of the Board to execute the revenue agreement with the City of San Diego, Office of Homeland Security in the amount of $215,245 for continued MMRS activities.

	Funds for this request are not included in the FY 2006-08 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in an increase of $215,245 in current year cost and revenue in the Health and Human Services Agency.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years in the Health and Human services Agency budget as a result of this request.

	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The FY 2006-2008 Operational Plan includes $104,325 funding for the AIDS Drug Assistance Program.  This request will cancel appropriations to match the available revenue.  If approved, this request will result in current year cost and revenue of $100,665.  The revenue source is the State of California Office of AIDS.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

DEPARTMENT OF ANIMAL SERVICES FEES        (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	San Diego County Code section 62.603(a) requires the Department of Animal Services to charge and collect fees for dog licensing and other animal control services and directs the Board of Supervisors to establish these fees by resolution.

Dog license revenues and fees for animal control services have not kept pace with the steady increase in Department operational costs for shelter services and medical care that, over the last 4 years, has resulted in a dog and cat “save rate” of more than 70%.  Consequently, the County and the six contract cities have experienced net cost increases.  This request applies to less than one-quarter of all Department fees and would increase dog license and animal control services fees  to cover a greater share of the operational costs for the services provided to the citizens of the unincorporated County and, by contract, to six local cities.  Proposed fees are comparable to fees charged by other regional jurisdictions, as indicated by surveys taken by the Department.  Existing adoption and regulatory fees would remain the same.  If the proposed fees are approved, the Department does not anticipate a decrease in the number of dogs licensed or the number of animals claimed from County shelters, nor any adverse impact to adoption rates.   If approved, the increased fees would take effect October 26, 2006.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The FY 2006-08 Operational Plan contains an increase over FY 2005-06 in revenues from contract cities and in the allocation of general purpose revenues to fund increased costs of providing animal control services.  If the increased fee structure is adopted, fee revenue is projected to increase by approximately $520,000.  The additional fee revenue will lower the contract cities’ net obligation by approximately $340,000 and the amount of County general fund support by $180,000.    The impact of the new fee structure will be incorporated into the FY 2007-09 Proposed Operational Plan. Approval of this action will not require additional staff years.

	CUSTOMER SATISFACTION – REPORT ON CUSTOMER SERVICE SURVEYS (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The citizens of San Diego County expect high quality service whether shopping at a local business or requesting a service delivered by a local government agency.  In fact, customers served by the government should have even higher expectations from public agencies because they cannot go elsewhere for service. Customer service improvement        is one of the Board’s priorities, and a key theme of the Chief Administrative Officer's goals.  Providing residents of San Diego County with superior County services in terms of quality, timeliness, and value is one way this County is earning the respect and support of its residents.

Customer feedback is provided to the County through the Countywide Customer Satisfaction Survey and numerous departmental customer service surveys.  We also assess the quality of service delivery internally through Mystery Shopper and Phone Shopper Surveys.  

This report summarizes customer satisfaction data obtained from the following survey tools: 

· The thirteenth Countywide Customer Satisfaction Survey, conducted in February 2006, and

· The six Mystery Shopper and Phone Shopper Surveys conducted since the previous report, dated October 25, 2005.

As was shown in previous Surveys, the County’s customers remain generally satisfied with County services.

The results for the February 2006 Countywide Customer Satisfaction Survey were distributed to departments through the Customer Service Leadership Committee.     The departments also receive the results of each round of Mystery and Phone Shopping Surveys to encourage continuous program improvement.
