	OVERVIEW:

	
	The purpose of this federal program is to support the creation, renovation, or enhancement of locally operated and maintained rain and stream gauge networks, or Automated Flood Warning Systems. By improving the coverage and accuracy of river and stream forecasting networks, and improving the tools used to disseminate that information, the program seeks to achieve changes in flood warning systems that improve the safety of lives and property in communities with flood and flash flood problems.

The County Flood Control District’s rain and stream gauge network has been instrumental in predicting and detecting high water flows in the Region. After the 2003 wildfires, when hillsides were denuded and prone to mudflows, the system was used to provide real-time warning to residents during the rainy season. 

This is a request to authorize application for and acceptance, if offered, of a maximum of $263,960 in grants from National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration, to be used to enhance the District’s existing rain and stream gauge network.  Staff has identified six projects that could be undertaken to enhance the system using this grant funding source.

Since the current annual allocation for grant funding is $400,000 nationwide and the largest obtainable grant is $100,000, the intent is to pursue multiple individual grants of less than $100,000 each through the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration program to obtain the $263,960.  

Specifically, grants would be used to: Upgrade rain gauges ($79,200); Convert select stations to National Weather Service standards ($14,760); installation of low water crossing web cams ($30,000); purchase of data maintenance and analysis software ($50,000); develop flood forecasting model of San Luis Rey River ($50,000); and develop real-time flood warning public web site ($40,000).

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for this project is not included in the Flood Control District Operational Plan. Upon Board of Directors’ approval, and upon award of such grant(s), this item would authorize establishment of additional appropriations of up to $263,960 in the Flood Control District to enhance the Flood Control District’s rain and stream gauge networks based on available funding from the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration Automated Flood Warning Systems Program. There will be no subsequent fiscal year costs and no additional staff years as a result of this action. 

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

1. Find in accordance with Section 15060(c)(3) of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines that the application and acceptance of grant funding is exempt from CEQA review because the activity is not a project as defined in Section 15378 of the State CEQA Guidelines. 

2. Authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, to take such action as may be necessary to apply for and accept an Automated Flood Warning Systems Program grant. 

3. Establish appropriations of up to $263,960 in the Flood Control District to enhance the County Flood Control District’s Automatic Local Evaluation in Real-Time Flood Warning System, pending award of grants from the Automated Flood Warning Systems Program.        (4 VOTES)
