	APPLICATION, ACCEPTANCE, AND APPROPRIATION OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AGENCY GRANTS (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to authorize application and acceptance by the Air Pollution Control Officer of grant agreements with the Environmental Protection Agency.  Grants from the Environmental Protection Agency under Section 105 of the federal Clean Air Act partially fund basic air pollution control programs.  Section 103 grants fund specific program-related projects.

For federal Fiscal Year 2005 (October 2004 - September 2005), the Environmental Protection Agency has offered the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District a Section 105 grant totaling $1,721,443.  This includes a $1,526,443 Section 105 base grant which funds a portion of permitting, compliance, air monitoring, planning, public education and outreach activities required under the federal Clean Air Act.  It also includes a one-time $195,000 Section 105 grant supplement offered for programs related to toxic air contaminants and fine particulate matter.  A portion of this grant will be used to replace components of two atmospheric profilers. 

The Environmental Protection Agency has also offered to continue funding two Section 103 grants.  The first grant of $288,774 is for operating the fine particulate matter (2.5 microns) monitoring network from July 1, 2004, through June 30, 2005.  The second Section 103 grant of $461,112 is for continued participation in a special federal air monitoring program from October 1, 2004, to September 30, 2005.  

In addition, the Environmental Protection Agency has requested the Air Pollution Control District apply for a grant from the Voluntary Diesel Retrofit Program for Technology Demonstration Assistance Agreements to Benefit Sensitive Populations.    This program will provide approximately $150,000 for the period October 1, 2004, through September 30, 2005, to fund activities that evaluate and retrofit diesel particulate filters on vehicles and off-road equipment operating at industrial facilities adjacent to sensitive populations.  If successful in receiving this grant, the Air Pollution Control District will return to the Board with recommendations for program implementation.

Finally, the Environmental Protection Agency has approved the Air Pollution Control District for a grant for the US-Mexico Border Clean Diesel Demonstration Project.  Funding of $150,000 for the period September 1, 2004, through June 30, 2005, will be used to investigate the costs and effectiveness of emission reduction strategies for Mexican heavy-duty diesel vehicles operating in the San Diego-Tijuana border region.  The Environmental Protection Agency will be awarding this special grant on September 30, 2004.

This is a request to approve and authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to execute Section 105 and 103 grants with the Environmental Protection Agency including the Voluntary Diesel Retrofit Program grant (if awarded) and the US-Mexico Border Clean Diesel Demonstration Project.  In addition, the Board is requested to authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to apply for future federal Environmental Protection Agency and State Air Resources Board grants to fund programs that will improve air quality in San Diego County.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in a total grant value of $2,771,329, including in-kind services totaling $55,336.  Of this amount, $2,219,787 was anticipated and is included in the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan appropriations.  This request includes additional appropriations of $371,206, and allocation of an additional $125,000 in grant revenues to offset budgeted Air Pollution Control District fund balance in the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan.  The in-kind services valued at $55,336 are not included in the Operational Plan.  This request will not result in an increase in subsequent year cost and revenue.

The approved Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan includes $1,525,237 of the total $1,721,443 Environmental Protection Agency Section 105 grant.  Additional appropriations of $1,206 represent an increase in the Section 105 base amount, and $195,000 is a one-time only supplement increase.

The Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan also includes funding from the Environmental Protection Agency Section 103 grants for particulate matter monitoring of $252,450 and in-kind services of $36,324, for a total value of $288,774.  The portion for continuing a special federal monitoring program is $442,100 and in-kind services of $19,012, for a total grant value of $461,112.  If approved, this request will result in no increase in current and subsequent years’ cost and revenue.

Not included in the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan is additional funding from the Environmental Protection Agency for a one-time Voluntary Diesel Retrofit program of $150,000.  If approved, this request will result in a one-time increase in current year cost and revenue of $150,000.

The US-Mexico Border Clean Diesel Demonstration Project grant will provide funding for a position with responsibility for identification and outreach to stakeholders from both sides of the border that are familiar with technical and political aspects of emission control programs.  This grant provides $125,000 to fund an existing staff vacancy in the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan so no new position is necessary.  If approved, this request will result in an increase in current year cost of $25,000 for supplies and other expenses, revenue of $150,000, and will increase Fund Balance by $125,000.

These requests will result in no net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.  The grants do not reimburse full cost.  The indirect costs not fully reimbursed, estimated at $164,345, are already budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan.  

In summary, the total grant value of $2,771,329 includes $1,721,443 in Environmental Protection Agency Section 105 grant, a $288,774 Environmental Protection Agency Section 103 particulate matter monitoring grant, a $461,112 Environmental Protection Agency Section 103 special air monitoring grant, $150,000 for the Environmental Protection Agency Voluntary Diesel Retrofit program, and $150,000 for a Environmental Protection Agency US-Mexico Border Clean Diesel Demonstration Project.

	AIR POLLUTION CONTROL OFFICER

1. Waive Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants, Revenue Contracts - Department Responsibility for Cost Recovery.

2. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including, but not limited to, applications, contracts, payment requests, agreements and amendments, which may be necessary to secure grant funds for the Environmental Protection Agency Section 105 base grant of $1,526,443 for the period October 1, 2004, through September 30, 2005, and the supplemental grant of $195,000 for ongoing Air Pollution Control District program costs.

3. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including, but not limited to, applications, contracts, payment requests, agreements and amendments, which may be necessary to secure grant funds for the Section 103 grant of $288,774 for the fine particulate matter (2.5 microns) monitoring network for the period July 1, 2004, through June 30, 2005.

4. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including, but not limited to, applications, contracts, payment requests, agreements and amendments, which may be necessary to secure grant funds for the Section 103 grant of $461,112 to fund special air monitoring efforts for the period October 1, 2004, through September 30, 2005.

5. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including, but not limited to, applications, contracts, payment requests, agreements and amendments, which may be necessary to secure grant funds for the Voluntary Diesel Retrofit Program grant of $150,000 to benefit sensitive populations for the period October 1, 2004, through September 30, 2005.

6. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including, but not limited to, applications, contracts, payment requests, agreements and amendments, which may be necessary to secure grant funds for the US-Mexico Border Clean Diesel Demonstration Project grant of $150,000 for the period September 1, 2004, through June 30, 2005.

7. Establish additional appropriations of $371,206 in the Air Pollution Control Operating Fund based on unanticipated revenues from the Environmental Protection Agency for the Voluntary Diesel Retrofit Program ($150,000), US-Mexico Border Clean Diesel Demonstration Project ($25,000), an increase in the Section 105 base grant ($1,206), and a supplemental Section 105 grant ($195,000) for programs related to toxic air contaminants and fine particulate matter.   (4 VOTES)

8. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to apply for federal Environmental Protection Agency and State Air Resource Board grants to fund projects that will improve the air quality in San Diego County.
