	ACCEPTANCE AND APPROPRIATION OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AGENCY GRANTS  (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to accept and execute grant agreements with the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.  Grants from the Environmental Protection Agency under Section 105 of the federal Clean Air Act partially fund basic air pollution control programs.  Section 103 grants fund specific program-related projects.

For federal Fiscal Year 2006 (October 2005 - September 2006), the Environmental Protection Agency has offered the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District a Section 105 grant totaling $1,777,709.  This includes a $1,515,965 base grant which funds a portion of permitting, compliance, air monitoring, planning, public education and outreach activities required under the federal Clean Air Act.  It also includes supplemental amounts of $216,744 to support an air toxic analysis program for the Arizona Department of Environmental Quality until September 30, 2007, and $45,000 for administrative support to the San Diego-Tijuana Border Air Quality Task Force.

The Environmental Protection Agency has also offered to continue funding three Section 103 grants.  The first grant of $248,600 is for operating the fine particulate matter (2.5 microns) air monitoring network from July 1, 2005, through June 30, 2006.  The second grant of $462,665 is for continued participation in a highly specialized federal air monitoring program through December 2006.  The third grant is for $223,918 to continue the U.S.-Mexico Border Clean Diesel Demonstration Project from July 1, 2005, through December 31, 2006, to purchase and install diesel oxidation catalysts or diesel particulate filters on a select number of Mexico-based diesel trucks operating in San Diego County.  Demonstrating successful, cost-effective approaches to reducing air pollution from Mexican trucks in the border region will be important as Mexico moves to implement similar clean diesel projects.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in a total grant in cash of $2,712,892 and $36,324 in in-kind services provided by the Environmental Protection Agency.  Of this amount, $2,538,921 is allocated for Fiscal Year 2005-06 of which $2,149,370 was anticipated and is included in the Fiscal Year 2005-06 Operational Plan appropriations.  This request includes additional appropriations of $389,551 resulting from an increase of $215,392 in the Section 105 base and supplemental grants allocated for Fiscal Year 2005-06 and $174,159 from additional Environmental Protection Agency 103 grant funding for the U.S.-Mexico Border Clean Diesel Demonstration Project.

These requests will result in no net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.  The grants do not reimburse full cost.  The indirect costs not fully reimbursed, estimated at $49,617, are already included in the Fiscal Year 2005-06 Operational Plan. 

In summary, the total grant value of $2,712,892 includes $1,777,709 in Environmental Protection Agency Section 105 grant, a $248,600 Environmental Protection Agency Section 103 particulate matter monitoring grant, a $462,665 Environmental Protection Agency Section 103 special air monitoring grant, and $223,918 in an Environmental Protection Agency grant for the U.S.-Mexico Border Clean Diesel Demonstration Project.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	AIR POLLUTION CONTROL OFFICER

1. Waive Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants, Revenue Contracts - Department Responsibility for Cost Recovery.

2. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including, but not limited to, applications, contracts, payment requests, agreements and amendments, which may be necessary to secure grant funds for the Environmental Protection Agency Section 105 base grant of $1,515,965 for the period October 1, 2005, through September 30, 2006, and the supplemental grants of $261,744. 
3. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including, but not limited to, applications, contracts, payment requests, agreements and amendments, which may be necessary to secure grant funds for the Section 103 cash grant of $248,600 and $36,324 of in-kind contractual support for the fine particulate matter (2.5 microns) monitoring network for the period July 1, 2005, through June 30, 2006.

4. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including, but not limited to, applications, contracts, payment requests, agreements and amendments, which may be necessary to secure grant funds for the Section 103 grant of $462,665 to fund special air monitoring efforts for the period October 1, 2005, through December 31, 2006.

5. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including, but not limited to, applications, contracts, payment requests, agreements and amendments, which may be necessary to secure grant funds for the U.S.-Mexico Border Clean Diesel Demonstration Project grant of   $223,918 for the period July 1, 2005, through December 31, 2006.

6. Establish additional appropriations of $389,551 in the Air Pollution Control Operating Fund based on unanticipated revenues from the Environmental Protection Agency to reflect the increased amounts in the Section 105 base and supplemental grant of $215,392 and for the U.S.-Mexico Border Clean Diesel Demonstration Project ($174,159).
