	DISTRICT ATTORNEY APPLICATION FOR FISCAL YEAR 2003-2004 FUNDING OF THE INSURANCE FRAUD PROGRAMS (DISTRICT: ALL)



	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 22, 2002 (3), your Board approved the Fiscal Year 2002-2003 applications for funding of District Attorney Insurance Fraud programs.  The annual submission of applications to the California Department of Insurance seeks to continue funding of the District Attorney’s Fourteenth Year Automobile Insurance and Eleventh Year Workers’ Compensation Insurance Fraud Programs, which have been in operation since 1989 and 1992 respectively.  The Automobile and Workers' Compensation Insurance Fraud Units investigate and prosecute fraudulent automobile and workers' compensation insurance claims seeking to reduce the frequency and severity of future insurance fraud.  Fiscal Year 2003-2004 applications are now being accepted for funding of enhanced investigation and prosecution of automobile and workers’ compensation insurance fraud.  

On January 23, 2001 (5), your Board approved the First Year Organized Automobile Grant from the Department of Insurance for the three year period July 1, 2000 to June 30, 2003.  The Organized Automobile Fraud Grant enabled the District Attorney to establish its Urban Automobile Fraud Unit responsible for the prosecution of organized automobile fraud activities including economic auto theft, capping, staged auto collisions, false insurance claims and related crimes.  Applications for the three year funding cycle have been accepted and awarded for Fiscal Year 2003-2004, Fiscal Year 2004-2005, and Fiscal Year 2005-2006 funding.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2003-2004 Operational Plan in the amount of $4,050,000.  The District Attorney applied for a total allocation of $5,604,804 in Fiscal Year 2003-2004 to allow for program expansion.  If the grant awards exceed the budgeted amounts and if appropriation changes are required the Office of the District Attorney will return to the Board of Supervisors.  The funding source is the California Department of Insurance.  The Adopted State Budget did not impact this funding source.  If approved, this request will result in the addition of no staff years.

	On July 25, 2000 (16), your Board approved the Fiscal Year 2000-2003 application for funding of the District Attorney Victim/Witness Assistance Program.  This letter requests the authority to submit a grant application to the State of California Office of Criminal Justice Planning for Fiscal Year 2003-2004 and to accept the grant for the amount of $1,208,537.  

The program, now renamed the Victim Assistance Program (VAP), has provided direct and comprehensive services to San Diego County crime victims for the past twenty- three years. 

This program supports the Safe and Livable Communities and Kids Initiatives, the objective of focusing on victim support and Customer Satisfaction discipline of the County’s Strategic Plan.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funds for the Victim Assistance Program are provided by the California Office of Criminal Justice Planning (OCJP), and are included in the FY 2003-2004 Operational Plan. If approved, this request will result in direct costs and revenue of $1,208,537, and will not require additional staff years. The adopted State Budget did not impact this funding source.  There is no required local match for this program.

	On April 1, 2003 (2), Supervisor Jacob’s initiative was approved by the Board of Supervisors allocating $193,000 in Community Projects funds for design and construction of a staff restroom, additional staff workspace, a deck and a community meeting room of 556 square feet at the Pine Valley Library.  On June 10, 2003 (25) and September 16, 2003 (25), Supervisors Jacob’s initiatives were also approved by the Board of Supervisors allocating $176,000 in Community Projects funds for design and construction of a 500 square foot community meeting room, an expanded children’s area and renovation of the entry area at the Descanso Library.  The proposed Board actions will authorize the award of construction contracts through the Department of Purchasing and Contracting for the Library improvements and expansions, with the Director of General Services as the County Officer responsible for administering the awarded construction contracts.  



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding has already been budgeted and allocated for these two projects.  If approved, this proposal will result in a projected cost of $369,000 in fiscal year 2003-04.  There will be no cost to the General Fund and no additional staff years.

	California Corrections Corporation of America (CCA) is the County’s lessee on a 4.38-acre parcel at the East Mesa Detention Facility improved with a 200-bed detention facility. The CCA lease for the Existing Detention Facility expired May 31, 2003 and CCA has requested a 3-year extension of the term, effective June 1, 2003. The Sheriff has no immediate need for the 200-bed facility and supports the lease extension.

The Board is requested to approve the First Amendment to Lease Agreement with CCA that would extend the term of the lease for the Existing Detention Facility for three years. The amendment also provides that the term of the Amendment may be extended for two additional one-year periods at the option of the County.  CCA will pay annual rent to the County of $1,100,000 for this 200-bed facility. This new revenue will be used to offset maintenance costs for Sheriff’s facilities.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted. The funding source is a facility lease with Corrections Corporation of America. If approved, this request will result in additional annual revenue of $1,100,000 for three years, and will require no additional staff years.

	On August 16, 1988 (17), the Board approved a five-year lease, with a five-year option to extend the term, for 7,437 square feet office/warehouse space, known as Suite J, and located at 1308 North Magnolia Avenue, El Cajon.  In 1993 the County exercised its option to extend the lease for five more years.  The lease was previously amended by Board approval on September 15, 1998 (21), and on October 23, 2001 (10).  The First Amendment of Lease extended the lease term and provided for improvements to the premises.  The Second Amendment of Lease added Suite K, consisting of 2,925 square feet, to the premises, provided for improvements and extended the lease to October 31, 2003.

This request is for approval of the Third Amendment to Lease that will: (i) delete Suite K from the premises, (ii) extend the term of the lease for five additional years, (iii) reduce the monthly rent from $9,052 to $6,545, and (iv) reduce the annual cost of living adjustment from 4% to 3%.  Also included is a special provision to close a common wall access way between Suites J and K that the Lessor will complete at its expense.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted.  The funding source is the Jail Stores Internal Service Fund.  If approved, this request will result in $86,061 current year costs, $80,307 annual costs and will require the addition of no staff years.  There are no General Fund costs.
