	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The County of San Diego is guided by the vision of a healthy, safe and thriving community.  At the State of the County address on February 10, 2010, Chairwoman Pam Slater-Price announced the launch of a major health initiative aimed at improving the health and well-being of County residents.  On July 13, 2010, (10) your Board took action by adopting an ambitious and innovative plan known as the Health Strategy Agenda:  “Building Better Health.” The Health Strategy Agenda is the County’s  blueprint for improving the quality of life for local citizens over the next decade.

The Health Strategy Agenda focuses on the “3-4-50” concept which theorizes that three behaviors lead to four chronic diseases, and are attributed to more than 50 percent of all deaths.  The plan outlines a number of strategies for promoting healthy lifestyles, improving service delivery to the public, and enhancing the well-being of our own County workforce.

Today, the Board is asked to receive a presentation on the status of the Health Strategy Agenda, highlighting the County’s achievements over the past three months.  A status report will be provided to the Board in November, 2010. LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 >>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Approved by California voters in 2005, the Mental Health Services Act (MHSA) over the past five years has provided the County of San Diego with the opportunity to improve and expand services for children, transition age youth, adults and older adults. 

Today’s actions would authorize the competitive solicitation of various existing adult and older adult mental health programs and contracts in order to continue implementation and delivery of enhanced mental health services in the County of San Diego. These programs are required to implement the County’s MHSA Community Services and Supports (CSS) Program and Expenditure Plan approved by the California Department of Mental Health (DMH) on June 21, 2010.
Board action on December 12, 2006 (7) authorized competitive procurement for comprehensive acute inpatient psychiatric services for children and adolescent residents in need of psychiatric care in a secure environment. The current contract is in effect through December 31, 2012.  Today’s action would authorize the competitive reprocurement of these services.

For more than 25 years, the County of San Diego has provided Juvenile Diversion Services, a program focusing on early intervention and prevention services for at-risk youth.  Juvenile Diversion Services engage youth who are at-risk of entering or re-entering the juvenile justice system.  These services play a key role in supporting MHSA goals.  On June 29, 2010 (11), the Board approved funding to continue contracting with Juvenile Diversion service providers for an additional year.  If approved, today’s action would authorize the Director, Purchasing and Contracting to enter into negotiations to extend the contracts through June 30, 2011. LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 >>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) provides U.S. Department of Housing & Urban Development (HUD) funds for public improvement projects and affordable housing to revitalize lower-income communities.  An eligible use of these funds is the purchase of fire equipment for unincorporated area lower-income communities that are vulnerable to wild fires.

Today’s requested action will authorize the reallocation of up to $1,144,000 in CDBG funds in order to purchase new fire equipment in the unincorporated area.  The requested action will also transfer appropriations of $1,144,000 to the Public Safety Group Executive Office, San Diego County Fire Authority for Fiscal Year 2010-11 CDBG fire equipment purchases.  If approved, these funds will support the purchase of new fire equipment to serve the unincorporated communities of Dulzura, Lake Morena, Ocotillo Wells, Potrero and Ranchita.  In order to obtain HUD authority to use CDBG for the purchase of new fire equipment, today’s action will authorize and approve an amendment to the Fiscal Year 2010-11 County of San Diego Consortium Annual Funding Plan. 	<OVERVIEW:>>

	<The Probation Department’s Adult Field Services program has been located in 11,467 square feet of leased space at 1727 Sweetwater Road in National City since October 1990.  The property has provided offices for staff in order to work with probationers in the South Bay community. The current lease expires on October 23, 2010.  Over the years, the Probation Department’s space needs have changed and have made it desirable to combine Adult Field Services with Juvenile Field Services at one location to maximize cost effectiveness and logistical efficiencies.  There is not room in the current leased building to accommodate the Juvenile Field Services program space needs in an operationally efficient manner. 

County staff has identified a 15,000-square-foot, free-standing building at 1095 Bay Boulevard, Chula Vista, that is available for lease and is suitable to house both the Adult and Juvenile Field Services programs.  Staffing for the Juvenile Field Services program will be provided by relocating existing Probation staff from the Juvenile Probation Center and Starling Drive facilities in Kearny Mesa.  The Board is requested to approve a new lease agreement with the building owner, Inland Industries Group, LP.  The lease rate is $29,632 per month ($1.98/square foot) which includes utilities and maintenance. The lease rate includes major tenant improvements provided by the building owner and 65 parking spaces. The term of the new lease is 10 years, which includes a provision allowing early termination of the lease after four years of occupancy.  The anticipated date of occupancy is May 1, 2011.

This problem is not new. However, our region has been recently plagued with tragic news of teen fatalities behind the wheel on an all too regular basis. Whether the result of poor decisions or simply inexperience, each incident affects a multitude of lives. Efforts to combat these tragedies must be strengthened.  

County leaders, including Board of Supervisors Chairwoman Pam Slater-Price, Sheriff Bill Gore, and Health and Human Services Director Nick Macchione, have launched a collaborative initiative to combat teen drinking and driving and to promote safe driving. This initiative’s priority will be to reduce the rate of alcohol and drug-related crashes among teenagers; educate teen drivers and their parents; promote responsible driving behavior, and publicize the dangers associated with underage drinking and driving. 
The County of San Diego is not alone in recognizing this pressing issue. The United Sates Congress has designated the third week of each October is designated National Teen Driver Safety Week, bringing national attention to teen driver safety. States, communities, schools, and parent groups have been encouraged to hold events, spread awareness, and get teens, parents, and community members talking about young drivers and the issues that impact them. 
Supporting this national effort to encourage responsible driving and declare Teen Driver Safety Week in San Diego is one important way for San Diego County to further address this pressing issue.
