This program requires the operation of an air monitoring network that includes field operations and sample collection activities designed to detect the release of biological agents.

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro This is a request to authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to execute grant agreements with and accept grants from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.  Grants from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency under Section 105 of the federal Clean Air Act provide partial funding for basic air pollution control programs.  Section 103 grants fund specific program-related projects.

For federal Fiscal Year 2011 (October 1, 2010, through September 30, 2011) the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency offered the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District Section 105 grants totaling $1,897,205 to fund a portion of its permitting, compliance, air monitoring, planning, and public education and outreach activities required by the federal Clean Air Act.  A portion of these funds will also be used to continue funding an Air Resources Specialist position.  This position has responsibility for outreach and collaboration with border stakeholders to address issues affecting transboundary air quality in the San Diego/Tijuana region.

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency has also offered to continue funding the Section 103 grants totaling $296,903 ($245,549 cash and $51,354 in-kind) for the fine particulate matter, 2.5 microns (PM2.5), air monitoring network for the period of     April 1, 2010, through March 31, 2011. 	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2010-12 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in costs and revenue of $2,142,754.  The funding source is the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

The total amount of the grants to be paid to the Air Pollution Control District is $2,142,754, which includes $98,000 to continue funding an Air Resources Specialist position.  This staff position is contingent upon continued federal funding of the position. An additional $51,354 will be paid directly to a contractor by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency for analysis of fine particulate matter filters as in-kind services. LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 >>

Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including but not limited to applications, contracts, payment requests, agreements, and amendments necessary to secure and accept the offered U.S. Environmental Protection Agency Section 103 grant of $245,549 and $51,354 of in-kind direct contractual support for the PM2.5 monitoring network for the period of April 1, 2010, through March 31, 2011.

Find that the proposed project is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act pursuant to Section 15061(b)(3) of the California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines, since it can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility that the proposed project may have a significant effect on the environment. 	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program was created when voters approved Proposition 1B - Highway Safety, Traffic Reduction, Air Quality, and Port Security Bond Act of 2006.  It authorized the sale of bonds to fund extensive improvements to the goods movement infrastructure as well as emission reduction projects for heavy-duty trucks, locomotives, marine vessels, and cargo handling equipment involved in goods movement activities.  In 2008 the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District was awarded Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program funds from the California Air Resources Board to administer incentive grants to equipment owners to retrofit in-use heavy-duty diesel trucks with diesel particulate filters and to replace older in-use heavy-duty diesel trucks with newer, cleaner models.
This is a request to appropriate $2,042,250 in Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program funds and to allocate these funds to eligible emission reduction projects. LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 >>

If approved, this request will result in costs and revenue of $2,042,250 in Fiscal Year 2010-11.  The funding source is the Proposition 1B GMERP from the California Air Resources Board.

Funds for this request are not included in the Fiscal Year 2010-12 Operation Plan in the Air Pollution Control District Operation Fund.  If approved, this request will result in costs and revenue of $97,250 in Fiscal Year 2010-11.  The funding source is an operating transfer from the Air Quality Proposition 1B GMERP Fund.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years. LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 >>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Using incentive funding to retrofit in-use heavy-duty diesel trucks with diesel particulate filters and to replace older, in-use heavy-duty diesel trucks in advance of regulatory requirements reduces future compliance costs for local fleet operators.  Additionally, reducing emissions from heavy-duty diesel trucks helps ensure that stationary industrial and commercial sources that are already well controlled are not forced to implement more stringent and costly air pollution emission controls to compensate for excess emissions from mobile sources of air pollutants. 7. Find that it can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility the proposed action may have a significant adverse effect on the environment, and that this action is exempt from the provisions of the California Environmental Quality Act pursuant to California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Section 15061(b)(3).
8. Establish appropriations of $2,042,250 in the Air Quality Proposition 1B GMERP Fund for Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program eligible heavy-duty diesel truck emission reduction projects ($1,945,000) and for an operating transfer to the Air Pollution Control District Operation Fund ($97,250) based on unanticipated revenue from Proposition 1B GMERP Grant Fund.  (4 VOTES)

9. Establish appropriations of $97,250 in the Air Pollution Control District Operation Fund for administration of the Proposition 1B Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program based on operating transfer from the Air Quality Proposition 1B GMERP Fund.  (4 VOTES)

10. Approve the recommended Proposition 1B Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program Allocation Plan - Attachment A.

11. In accordance with Section 401, et seq., of the County Administrative Code, authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to award contracts for individual terms of up to five years for eligible emission reduction projects pursuant to the Proposition 1B Goods Movement Emission Reduction Program, subject to negotiations and approval of the Air Pollution Control Officer, and to amend the contracts as needed to reflect changes to services and funding, subject to the approval of the Air Pollution Control Officer.
12. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to adjust allocations between projects by up to 10 percent of the project allocation, if required, due to manufacturers’ price fluctuations and if funds are available. LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 >>
