	OVERVIEW:

	
	On November 5, 2003 (3), your Board approved the Fiscal Year 2003-2004 application for funding of the Spousal Abuser Prosecution Program (SAP Program).  The SAP Program is a vertical prosecution program that enhances the effort to prosecute and convict individuals arrested for spousal abuse crimes. This is a request to approve the Spousal Abuser Prosecution Program Grant Award from the California Department of Justice, and to accept $95,033 to support the eleventh year of the District Attorney’s Spousal Abuser Prosecution Program for the period July 1, 2004 through June 30, 2005. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funds for this request are included in the District Attorney’s FY 2004-05 Adopted Operational Plan.   If approved, this request will result in FY 2004-2005 direct costs of $118,878 and revenue of $95,033.  Currently budgeted salaries are allocated to satisfy the twenty percent in-kind match of $23,845.  No additional staff years are required.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 30, 2003 (2), your Board approved the Fiscal Year 2003-2004 application for funding of the District Attorney Victim Assistance Program (VAP).

The VAP began twenty-five years ago when the Victim/Witness Assistance grant was received by the County from the California Office of Criminal Justice Planning.  The VAP like all such programs in the State is the result of the recognition by legislators that victims and witnesses experience a variety of needs in the aftermath of crime.  Their needs, as studies have revealed, often include trauma that is associated with their involvement in the Criminal Justice System.   The grant funds allow the County to provide a comprehensive assistance program for victims and witnesses, and to handle their resulting trauma. Such assistance is integral to a faster and more complete recovery from the effects of crime.    This letter requests the authority to submit a grant application to the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services for the Victim/Witness Assistance Grant for Fiscal Year 2004-2005 and to accept the grant for the amount of $1,208,537 to continue the Victim Assistance Program.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funds for this request are included in the FY 2004-2005 Operational Plan. If approved, this request will result in direct costs of $1,557,631 and revenue of $1,208,537, and will not require additional staff years. The general purpose revenue cost to the County in FY 04-05 is $349,094.    There is no required local match for this program.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On July 1, 1999, the County entered into a Lease Agreement with Five Star Parking for the 35,000-square-foot public parking lot located at the southwest corner of Kettner Boulevard and Cedar Street in downtown San Diego. This five-year lease agreement expired on June 30, 2004 and there were no extension options. Five Star Parking has continued to operate the parking lot during this interim period until a new operator is selected. There are approximately 115 parking spaces on this lot with two driveway entrances. This paid, public parking lot serves daily commuters to the downtown area and Little Italy during the week, and is available on nights and weekends for special events and visitors to the waterfront and the surrounding areas. Central Parking Systems has submitted a proposal to lease this property for $10,000 per month together with a bid deposit of $10,000. County staff has determined that this offer would constitute a fair market lease value if there are no other bidders for this lease opportunity.

This is a request for the Board to take the necessary actions required to solicit bids and enter into a new lease of the subject property with a selected parking operator based on a minimum bid of $10,000 per month under a five-year lease agreement. Five Star Parking presently pays $5,400 per month and has also offered to meet this minimum bid amount. 

The new lease agreement would be effective as of December 1, 2004 and the County will have the right to cancel the lease any time upon 90 days’ notice to the lessee.  The leasing of this County property as a paid, public parking lot will maximize the generation of interim lease revenue for a period of five years.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If the lease of the subject property is approved, the annual lease revenue, estimated to be a minimum of $120,000, will be deposited into the Facilities Management ISF – Real Estate Services Division to support the costs associated with the management of the lease agreement, as well as business improvement district expenditures throughout the County.  There will be no additional staff years as a result of this action. 

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The successful high bidder will continue the operation of a paid, public parking lot on the subject property serving the downtown, Pacific Highway, and Little Italy areas.

1. Find, in accordance with Section 15301 of the California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines (CEQA), that the proposed lease is categorically exempt from CEQA, as it involves the continuation of an existing use.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The San Diego Unified Port District of San Diego is a special government entity created in 1962 by an act of the California legislature in order to manage the San Diego Harbor and administer public tidelands along San Diego Bay. The District will be issuing tax-exempt debt in an amount not to exceed $60,000,000 (the ”Bonds”) to finance or reimburse the District for capital improvement costs.  Pursuant to Sections 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (the “Code”) approval by an applicable elected representative of a governmental unit having jurisdiction over the area in which the Project is or will be located is required. Such approval shall follow a public hearing.  The only role of the County of San Diego in this project is to approve the financing solely for purposes of satisfying the public approval requirement of the Code.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this proposal will result in $1,000 of revenue to be used to fund the County’s Investor Relations Programs as approved by the Board of Supervisors in the County’s Debt Management Policy (B-65).   No additional staff years will be required.
