	OVERVIEW:

	
	The project proposes to amend the Steele Canyon/Loma Del Sol Specific Plan and to modify the Major Use Permit for the Steele Canyon Golf Course to allow the use of groundwater for irrigation purposes.  The proposal would allow intermittent groundwater extraction to supply all or portions of the water needed to irrigate the golf course and the common landscaped areas within the residential portion of the development.  Groundwater is proposed to be drawn from eight wells and would be used to irrigate 150 acres of golf course and 12 acres of common landscaped areas, which includes roadside landscaping, four pocket parks, and a clubhouse area.  Also, the Major Use Permit Modification includes a change that would allow the golf course to be private.  This Specific Plan is located northerly of Jamul Drive between Cotton Springs Lane and Fowler Canyon Road and is on the boundary between the Valle de Oro and Jamul/Dulzura Planning Areas.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is an appeal by seven property owners of the Planning and Environmental Review Board’s approval of a Cingular Wireless Facility.  The neighbors have previously appealed the project to the Planning Commission.  On July 23, 2004, the Planning Commission denied their appeal by a four to one vote.  The appeal states the facility will be incompatible, cause an adverse visual impact, and reduce property values.  This project consists of a telecommunication facility of three panel antennas and associated ground equipment.  Each antenna will be mounted to the side and near the top of three different parking lot light standards.  Two of the standards will be 25 feet tall and the other will be 28 feet tall.  The parking lot light standards will replace three existing 12.5-foot standards near the south side of the parking lot of the Casa De Oro Baptist Church.  The associated equipment will be located inside a 264-square foot walled area near the same location.  The facility will be unmanned (22 feet by 12 feet) and approximately one to two visits per month by a maintenance vehicle are anticipated.  This telecommunication facility is classified as a Minor Impact Utility pursuant to Section 1355 of the Zoning Ordinance.  Approval of a Minor Use Permit is required pursuant to Section 2104b of the Zoning Ordinance to locate within the RS4 zone.  In this case, a Major Use Permit Modification is required because a previous Major Use Permit was approved for the church on the same site.  The San Diego County General Plan designates the site as (5) Residential.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 10, 2004, heavy rains in the eastern portion of the county resulted in flashfloods, and mud and debris slides in the Borrego Springs area. Several homes in the vicinity of the De Anza Country Club were damaged by floodwater, mud and debris. 

In response to this event, the De Anza Country Club has requested that the County issue an Emergency Watercourse Grading Permit to remove approximately 100,000 cubic yards of silt, sand and debris from their desiltation basin which is at capacity. Without expedited removal of material from the desiltation basin, additional heavy rains could once again result in silt and debris flows that damage low-lying homes and property adjacent to the basin.

The desiltation basin is located at the De Anza Country Club, in close proximity to the De Anza Villas subdivision and De Anza Golf Estates near Borrego Springs Road in Borrego Springs (Thomas Guide Page 1058, G-4fillin "" \d "", 2004 Edition).

This is a request to authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, to issue an Emergency Watercourse Grading Permit to remove deposited sedimentary material to prevent damage to homes and property.

	If approved, there will be no fiscal impact to the County. The cost to remove the accumulated material will be paid entirely by the De Anza Country Club.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the proposed project is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as specified under Section 15269(b) of the State CEQA Guidelines because the project consists of emergency repairs necessary to protect the public health, safety or welfare and Section 15301(d) of the State CEQA Guidelines because the activity in question consists of the maintenance of an existing facility with no expansion of use. 
2. Find that an emergency warranting immediate removal of sediment exists on private property in the vicinity of De Anza Country Club in Borrego Springs. 
3. Authorize the Director of the Department of Public Works to issue an Emergency Watercourse Grading Permit pursuant to Section 87.606 of the San Diego County Code of Regulatory Ordinances, valid for a term of 16 months, for removal of sedimentary deposits from the De Anza Country Club desiltation basin.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	County Airports is ready to begin Phase II of Federal Aviation Administration Part 150 Noise Study at McClellan-Palomar Airport.  Phase II of Part 150 study is required to create new noise profiles for aircraft at McClellan-Palomar Airport and to develop noise contour maps based on those profiles.  Primary requirements for Phase I are complete, and much of the data needed for Phase II has been collected.

The current consultant contract for the McClellan-Palomar Airport Phase I Part 150 Noise Study is with URS Corporation for up to $250,000. URS Corporation has completed all primary Phase I services for County Airports; however, a contract amendment for an additional $19,274 is needed to complete the remainder of Phase I.  Funds for this request are budgeted in the Airport Enterprise Fund budget.

Federal Aviation Administration will contribute $52,173 toward Phase II, and the Airport Enterprise Fund will contribute $5,797. Because URS Corporation has collected the information to be used in Phase II, and is up-to-date on current developments at the airport and surrounding community, County Airports staff considers use of URS Corporation essential for seamless compatibility with Phase I service.  In addition, engaging URS Corporation is the most effective and efficient way to complete Phase II, because it will take less time and avoid costs associated with orientation for a new firm.  Therefore, County Airports staff recommendation is to award a Sole Source Contract to URS Corporation to complete Phase II of McClellan-Palomar Airport Part 150 Noise Compatibility Study.  This contract will not exceed $57,970.

In addition, the Airport is beginning work to improve Taxiway Charlie. This project includes relocation of water facilities and minor construction. Funding sources for the phase I Taxiway Charlie construction activities requested are Federal Aviation Administration Airports Improvement Program ($209,000) and Airport Enterprise Fund ($11,000) for a total cost of up to $220,000. This is a request to amend the Airport Enterprise Spending Plan to provide funding for Phase I Taxiway Charlie improvements.

This is a request to make amendments to the Airport Enterprise Fund Spending Plan, approve a consultant contract amendment to fund completion of Phase I of the Federal Aviation Administration Part 150 Noise Study, approve application and acceptance of Federal grant funding, and approve award of a Sole Source contract for the McClellan-Palomar Airport Part 150 Noise Study Phase II. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the amendment to the consultant contract amendment are budgeted, and total $19,274. Funding of $57,970 for Phase II of the Noise Study is not budgeted and requires an Airport Enterprise Fund Spending Plan amendment. Funding sources for the Noise Study Phases I and II are Federal Aviation Administration Airports Improvement Program ($52,173), and Airport Enterprise Fund ($25,071) for a total of $77,244 in current year costs. Funding sources for the phase I Taxiway Charlie construction activities requested are Federal Aviation Administration Airports Improvement Program ($209,000) and Airport Enterprise Fund ($11,000) for a total of $220,000 in current year costs, which will also require a spending plan amendment. Together, approval of the recommendations will result in $297,244 in current year costs, no annual costs and will require no additional staff years. There will be no impact to the General Fund.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the application and acceptance of grant funding to amend and award a sole source consultant contract to perform a noise study at McClellan-Palomar Airport and the amendment of the Airport Enterprise Fund Spending Plan are exempt pursuant to Section 15060(c)(3) of the State CEQA Guidelines because they are not projects as defined in Section 15378. 

2. Find the proposed Taxiway Charlie Improvements Phase I is exempt from CEQA Guidelines in accordance with Section 15301 of CEQA, because it is a minor alteration of existing public facilities with negligible or no expansion of existing use.

3. Authorize the Director of the Department of Public Works or his designee, as agent of the County, to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including, but not limited to, applications, contracts, payment requests, agreements and amendments, which may be necessary to secure grant funds for the McClellan-Palomar Airport Part 150 Noise Study.

4. Amend the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Airport Enterprise Fund Spending Plan to increase plan spending in the amount of $57,970 for completion of the McClellan-Palomar Airport Phase II Part 150 Noise Study based on available fund balance and a grant from FAA. 

5. Find that the services can be provided more economically and efficiently by the proposed independent contractor than by persons employed in the Classified Service.

6. In accordance with Board Policy A-87, Competitive Procurement, approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute, upon receipt, an amendment to contract No. 38390 with URS Corporation for an amount not to exceed $19,274, to collect and evaluate data, subject to the availability of funds; and to amend the contract as required to reflect changes to services and funding allocations, subject to the approval of the Director, Department of Public Works.  Waive advertising requirement of Board Policy A-87. 

7. In accordance with Board A-87, Competitive Procurement, authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, to enter into negotiations with URS Corporation; and subject to successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price, approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute, upon receipt, a contract for an amount not to exceed $57,970, for development of noise maps not to exceed two years; and to amend the contract as needed to reflect changes to services and funding subject to approval of the Director, Department of Public Works.  Waive the advertising requirement of Board Policy A-87.

8. Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as County Officer responsible for administering the consultant contracts.

9. Amend the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Airport Enterprise Fund Spending Plan to increase plan spending in the amount of $220,000 for completion of Taxiway Charlie Improvements Phase I based on available fund balance and a grant from Federal Aviation Administration.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate and execute the second amendment to an existing consultant agreement for trails design in Otay Valley Regional Park, by adding up to $300,000 of Proposition 13 River Parkways grant funding to the contract.  The proposed action includes a request to transfer a portion of the grant funds that were initially identified for property acquisition to fund the proposed project.

On May 5, 2004 (12), the Board of Supervisors authorized the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to negotiate and execute an amendment to the agreement with Wallace Roberts & Todd, Inc. in the amount of up to $500,000 for the preparation of trail construction documents and associated environmental analysis/documents for Otay Valley Regional Park.

Wallace Roberts & Todd, Inc. is currently conducting work specified in Task 3 of the agreement, which consists of the preparation of trail construction documents.  Approval of the proposed action will allow for the expansion of Task 3, to include construction document preparation and related environmental services for approximately 4 additional miles of trails for a total of approximately 9 miles of multi-use trails located just west of Interstate 5 eastwardly to Interstate 805 in Otay Valley Regional Park.  The consultant has agreed to the scope of work and fees for the proposed amendment.

In addition to the request to authorize the negotiation and execution of the second amendment to the consultant agreement, this proposed action includes a request to transfer $300,000 in previously budgeted Coastal Conservancy grant funds between Capital Projects to fund the proposed contract amendment.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted and available in Capital Project 1000246 – Otay Valley Regional Park Acquisition, and will be transferred to Capital Project 1000165 – Otay Valley Regional Park Trail Planning/Habitat Restoration as a result of this action to fund the proposed contract amendment.  The funding source is State Coastal Conservancy Proposition 13 River Parkways grant funds.  If approved, this action will result in a current year cost of up to $300,000 to amend the contract, $0 annual cost, and will require the addition of no staff years.  The future facilities that will be developed as a result of the proposed contract will be maintained utilizing existing budgeted staff and resources in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  There will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from this action.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development provides HOME Investment Partnerships (HOME) Program funds for a variety of housing programs including, but not limited to, acquisition, rehabilitation, new construction, rental assistance, and homebuyer assistance.  The Fiscal Year 2003-04 and 2004-05 U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development budget included funding for the new American Dream Downpayment Initiative (ADDI), a component of the HOME program, totaling $473,182 for the San Diego County HOME Consortium.  ADDI funding is available for downpayment assistance to low-income, first-time homebuyers to purchase single-family homes.  The proposed actions will approve the administration and implementation of the HOME Consortium ADDI Program.  

In addition, these actions will cancel appropriations and related revenue in the amount of $21,705 in the HOME Housing Development Fund.  ADDI funds may not be used for administrative costs.  However, the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development allows HOME Participating Jurisdictions to use a portion of their HOME funds for administration of ADDI Programs.  Therefore, it is proposed that $21,705 in HOME Housing Development funds be used by the County for administration costs associated with the ADDI Program.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The $473,182 in HOME Consortium ADDI Program funds is included in the Housing and Community Development Multiyear Projects Budget, a special revenue fund.  Based on the funding recommendation, the total cost for Fiscal Year 2004-05 is estimated at $473,182. This estimated amount will be based on the number of homebuyer subsidies provided to the program participants in Fiscal Year 2004-05.  The funding source is the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.   There will be no General Fund cost and no additional staff years. 

Funds for the program recommended to the Housing Authority Board of Commissioners ($303,182) are not included in the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Housing Authority Budget.  The funding source is the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  The Department of Housing and Community Development, which is funded by the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, provides staff and support services for the Housing Authority.  There is no cost to the County General Fund.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The HOME Consortium ADDI Program will assist low-income homebuyers in purchasing their first home.  These home sales transactions provide a positive impact to those in the business community involved in real estate activities, including real estate brokers, lenders, escrow, and title insurance companies, as well as home improvement businesses.

Acting as the Board of Supervisors:

1. Cancel appropriations and related revenue in the amount of $21,705 in the HOME Housing Development Fund to support administration of the HOME Consortium ADDI Program.
2. Transfer appropriations of $303,182 from the Housing and Community Development HOME Housing Development Fund/NOFA HOME Program Contracted Services account to the First-Time Homebuyer Program Operating Transfers Out account.  This appropriation will be used to fund the Urban County portion of the HOME Consortium ADDI Program, during the first year of program operation.

3. Transfer appropriations of $170,000 from the Housing and Community Development HOME Housing Development Fund/NOFA HOME Program Contracted Services account to the HOME Cities Program Contributions to Other Agencies account.  This appropriation will be used to fund the five HOME cities’ portion of the HOME Consortium ADDI Program, during the first year of program operation.
4. Authorize the Director, Department of Housing and Community Development, to negotiate and execute, with County Counsel concurrence, the contracts and/or amendments for the HOME Consortium ADDI Program between the County of San Diego, the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego, and the cities of Encinitas, La Mesa, San Marcos, Santee, and Vista, and to take all necessary actions for the submittal and/or regulatory processing for the implementation of the HOME Consortium ADDI Program.

5. Approve a provision in the HOME Consortium ADDI Program contracts and/or amendments to combine, after one year of program operation, any unused HOME Consortium ADDI Program funds for use by any of the six HOME Consortium ADDI local jurisdictions on a first-come, first-served basis.

6. Authorize the publication of any required “Notices to the Public of Request for Release of Funds” for the recommended HOME Consortium ADDI Program; authorize the Director, Department of Housing and Community Development, to execute such Requests and Certifications following environmental processing; and direct staff to transmit these requests to the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development upon completion of any mandatory waiting periods.

Acting as the Board of Commissioners: 

1. Increase appropriations in the Housing Authority Budget by $303,182 based on an operating transfer from the Housing and Community Development Special Revenue Fund to fund the Urban County portion of the HOME Consortium ADDI Program (6 VOTES).

2. Authorize the Deputy Director of the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego to negotiate and execute, with County Counsel concurrence, the contract and/or amendments for the HOME Consortium ADDI Program between the County of San Diego, the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego, and the cities of Encinitas, La Mesa, San Marcos, Santee, and Vista, and to take all necessary actions for the submittal and/or regulatory processing for the implementation of the HOME Consortium ADDI Program.
