	<On March 3, 2009 (12), your Board approved the application and acceptance of grant funds from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (Recovery Act), also known as the Economic Stimulus Plan.  The Chula Vista Police Department (CVPD) submitted an application to the U. S. Department of Justice Bureau of Justice Assistance (USDOJ BJA) and was awarded funds under the Recovery Act Solicitation titled Combating Criminal Narcotics Activity (CCNA) Stemming from the Southern Border of the United States.  Since this grant award from the USDOJ BJA through the CVPD will reimburse the salaries and benefits of two Deputy Sheriff positions, the Sheriff will enter into an agreement with the CVPD for $585,014.  This request is to establish appropriations of grant funds totaling $306,976 and to fund two positions (2.0 additional staff years) in the Sheriff’s Department. >>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro On November 18, 2008 (6), your Board adopted a resolution to authorize the Office of Emergency Services to apply for $965,150 from the FY08 Buffer Zone Protection Program (BZPP) funded by the federal Department of Homeland Security.  This is a request to authorize the Office of Emergency Services and the Sheriff’s Department to accept $965,150 in BZPP grant funds to reduce vulnerabilities of critical infrastructure and key resource (CI/KR) sites in the event of a terrorist threat or attack.  In federal Fiscal Year 2008 (FY08), five CI/KR sites in the County were chosen by the federal Department of Homeland Security to receive funding from the BZPP grant.  This funding, sub-granted through the California Emergency Management Agency (Cal EMA) from the federal Department of Homeland Security, is for equipment purchases and grant administration.  The Sheriff’s Department, the San Diego Police Department and the Escondido Police Department will be purchasing the equipment to enhance the protected area around the CI/KR sites.  The Office of Emergency Services is responsible for administering and distributing the funds.>>

	<The County of San Diego strives to provide public services to the region’s residents in the most efficient and economical manner.  The provision of government services through a contract with a private sector provider, known as outsourcing, is one of the tools that the County uses to ensure it is using public funds and providing services in the most efficient and cost effective way. This is especially relevant given the current economic realities the County is facing.
On May 12, 2009 (13) the Board of Supervisors directed the Chief Administrative Officer (CAO) to identify County services for outsourcing and return to the Board with recommendations.  A comprehensive process was established by the CAO to review and analyze County functions for their outsourcing potential. Today’s action presents the initial results of this review and recommends the outsourcing of Welfare-to-Work and associated Child Care Stage 1 services.  

As part of the County’s ongoing cost saving review, today’s action also recommends approval to relinquish contractual responsibility for a non-mandated State program.  Under this proposal, the provision of Child Care services Stages 2 and 3 would revert to the State, saving the County associated administrative costs. 
Approval of these recommendations will enable the County to move forward with the related operational changes needed to address the current economic realities. This proposal will have a positive impact on the business community by increasing opportunities to contract with the County.  It will also preserve taxpayers’ dollars by providing services in the most efficient way, making more funds available for needed client services.>>

An estimated savings of $4 million will be achieved based upon a cost study of the County operated CalWORKs Case Management and Child Care      Stage 1 services compared to the same services being provided by a contractor in the community.  This action will also result in reduction of     159 positions in Fiscal Year 2010-11.
(Recommendations 2 and 3: $2.8M)

The cancellation of budgeted salary and benefits appropriations and related revenues for Child Care Stages 2 and 3 in the amount of $1,185,343 in the current fiscal year.  It will also result in an ongoing reduction of $2.8 million in appropriations and related revenue and reduction of 39 positions. >>

The County of San Diego has been allocated approximately $6.5 million in Public Health Emergency Response (PHER) funding from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) for public health preparedness and response to the pandemic 2009 H1N1 Influenza virus. Funds will be distributed to local health departments through the California Department of Public Health.  

Applications for Phase I and II funding were due on October 1, 2009 and it is anticipated that the corresponding revenue agreement will be executed no earlier than December 30, 2009.  Applications for Phase III funding have yet to be disseminated.  The first shipments of 2009 H1N1 vaccine are expected to be delivered to multiple health providers throughout the county and to Public Health Services on or before October 31, 2009.  To minimize morbidity and mortality associated with pandemic 2009 H1N1 influenza, it is critical to disseminate the vaccine to eligible populations as soon as vaccinator capacity and vaccine supply allow.

	<Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA) Agent Enriqué Camarena was abducted, tortured, and killed by Mexican drug traffickers in Guadalajara, Mexico on February 7, 1985. Unfortunately this is a painful reminder of the circumstances that still exist in neighborhoods south of our border. In Tijuana alone, there were 843 killings last year, compared with 337 in 2007. Most of these deaths were related to the cross-border drug trade.  

As demand for drugs in the United States remains constant, we must continue to forge ahead with our proven efforts to encourage our youth to maintain a drug-free lifestyle. Since Agent Camarena’s untimely death in 1985, the nation has turned this tragic experience into a motivational tool to promote drug and violence free awareness campaigns across the country. By using a red ribbon to signify a drug and violence-free lifestyle, schools, governments, non-profit organizations, media, community coalitions, and millions of individuals across the country have embraced this tradition to honor Agent Camarena’s life and the drug-free lifestyle he and other law enforcement officials strive to protect in the United States.

The National Family Partnership estimates over 80 million people participate in Red Ribbon Week events each year. This year, Red Ribbon Week will take place between October 17-25, 2009. The County of San Diego should honor Agent Camarena by lighting up the County Administration Center red during this time period, and by flying all County flags at half-staff on Sunday, February 7, 2010, marking the 25th Anniversary of his ultimate sacrifice. I urge your support for these recommendations.>>
