	REVIEW AND ANALYSIS OF THE SAN DIEGO REGIONAL FIRE AND EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS TASK FORCE REPORT (DISTRICT: ALL) 

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	In October of 2003 San Diego County experienced a series of swift and devastating fires both in the unincorporated area and within urban San Diego that destroyed nearly 400,000 acres in total and cost 17 lives.  At that time the Board of Supervisors realized it was imperative that the County of San Diego look closely at how we can work in a more coordinated manner with the City of San Diego specifically and the many emergency organizations across jurisdictions to improve preparedness, maximize resources, and enhance communication before the next emergency impacting the region, be it a large fire, earthquake or other natural disaster, or a terrorist threat.

On December 2, 2003 (1), the Board of Supervisors, acting on the recommendation of Chairman Greg Cox, asked Sheriff Bill Kolender to Co-Chair the San Diego Regional Emergency Preparedness Task Force.  The Task Force was directed by the Board of Supervisors to review every aspect of emergency operations within the County and City of San Diego and when complete issue a final report back to the Board of Supervisors and the San Diego City Council.

With today’s action, our Board would formally receive the final report of the San Diego Regional Fire and Emergency Preparedness Task Force and direct the Chief Administrative Officer to review the reports findings and report back in 120 days to the Board of Supervisors with comments, analysis and recommendations regarding the feasibility of implementing the task force’s recommendations relevant to the County of San Diego.

	Community Projects Funding assists organizations in providing essential services to citizens of San Diego County.  The reinvestment of taxpayer’s money is a benefit to the communities of North County.

The Oceanside Ten Point Program is a faith-based and community-working group that ministers, mentors, and monitors high-risk youth by using youth violence prevention techniques identified by the National Ten Point Leadership Foundation.   The goal of the program is to rescue high-risk youth from the destructive forces of gangs and empower them to make wise choices in life.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The Cost of the proposed recommendation is $50,000.  The funding source is Community Projects Budget (15670).  This action will result in the addition of no staff years and no future costs.

The San Diego County Office of Emergency Services (OES) took the lead in using these funds to develop a Multi-Jurisdictional/Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan. This letter requests the adoption of the resolution for the hazard mitigation plan developed for the County. County OES will submit the final approved plan to FEMA. This plan adoption is consistent with the leadership shown by your Board in working towards developing a coordinated regional hazard mitigation plan. The San Diego Operational Area is one of the first in the State to develop a plan on a region-wide basis, and the Plan will likely be considered a model for other agencies to follow.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This request is to authorize the issuance of a Request for Proposals (RFP) to replace the existing mug shot and lineup system and to establish appropriations based on funds available in the Sheriff’s Fingerprint ID Trust Fund.   The existing mug shot and line up system is obsolete and has several critical flaws affecting its maintainability and ongoing usefulness.  The replacement of this system is supported by the San Diego County Cal-ID/Remote Access Network (RAN) Board, which oversees the usage of regional funding to support suspect identification systems.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted. The funding source is revenue from the Sheriff’s Fingerprint ID Trust Fund. If approved, this request will result in current year cost and revenue of $1,614,545 and subsequent annual costs and revenue of $200,000 and will not require additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This letter recommends the acceptance of funds for the ninth year of the Local Law Enforcement Block Grant (LLEBG) Program.  This federal program is administered by the U.S. Department of Justice, Bureau of Justice Assistance and makes funding available to units of local government to reduce crime and improve public safety.  This is a formula grant rather than a competitive grant, and requires a 10% local cash match.  Allocations are made to eligible units of government according to violent crime statistics.  The funding allocated to San Diego County for program year 2004 is $95,739.  This is a request to accept the revenue from LLEBG revenue and allocate the funding to Drug Courts.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funds for this request are not budgeted.  If approved, this request will result in  $95,739 in unanticipated revenue from the Bureau of Justice Assistance, Local Law Enforcement Block Grant Program for the Drug Court program.  These funds will be included in the FY 2005-06 budget.  This action will not require the addition of any staff years.

	There is no impact to the General Fund associated with this action.  Community Projects Funds in the amount of $50,000 will be provided to Community Health Improvement Partners (CHIP).  Half of these funds, totaling $25,000 will serve as a challenge grant to hire a consultant for the Childhood Obesity Master Plan. Contracting with a consultant is contingent on securing the remaining funds needed from outside sources. The remaining $25,000 in Community Projects Funds will go toward supporting activities associated with implementing the Childhood Obesity Plan.

	REQUEST FOR APPROVAL OF THE SYSTEM IMPROVEMENT PLAN DEVELOPED PURSUANT TO THE CALIFORNIA CHILD AND FAMILY SERVICES REVIEW  (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	In 2001, the California Child Welfare System Improvement and Accountability System Act (AB 636) was implemented with the goal of improving child welfare outcomes pertaining to safety, permanency, well-being, family relationships and community connections for children and families in the child welfare system. This goal is in alignment with your Board's priorities and commitment to the welfare of children in San Diego County. The Act mandated the California Department of Social Services (CDSS) facilitate a child welfare system review in each county beginning January 1, 2004. The Child and Family Services Review (C-CFSR) process has three main components: 

1. County Self-Assessment (CSA): A self-assessment of the strengths and areas of need of the county's child welfare system. 

2. System Improvement Plan (SIP): An operational agreement between each county and the CDSS outlining the county's plan to improve its child welfare system. The Board of Supervisors must verify that public, private and community partners were involved in the development of the SIP. 

3. Peer Quality Case Review (PQCR): A review by outside experts and peers from other counties of the county's child welfare practice and service delivery. Per the CDSS, the County of San Diego is scheduled to complete its PQCR in one to two years.

The Health and Human Services Agency, Child Welfare Services (CWS) division, completed the CSA and developed the SIP with representatives from multiple public, private, and community agencies involved in the child welfare system. The Board is requested to approve the County's SIP, which seeks to promote safety in foster care placements, reunification with families, preservation of sibling relationships, effective quality assurance, and an understanding of the overrepresentation of racial minority groups in the child welfare system, a nationwide problem.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact from the requested action to approve the System Improvement Plan. If approved, the requested action will result in no change in current year costs and revenue. Further, there will be no change in the net General Fund costs and no additional staff years.

Previously, on June 11, 2002 (6), your Board approved options to purchase parking rights for the replacement library Parcel Number 2002-0066-A (Swearingen and Tanner). Today’s action requests establishment of appropriations of $91,000 in donations received from the Friends of the Fallbrook Library to complete the purchase of these parking rights.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted.  The funding source for this proposal is a donation from the Friends of the Fallbrook Library.  If approved, this request will result in $91,000 in current year cost in KA4479 for acquisition of two parcels under option-to-purchase contracts granted to the County.  No annual cost, no General Fund cost, and no additional staff years are required.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On November 5, 2002 an election was held in the Fallbrook Union Elementary School District (the “District”) for the sale of general obligation bonds in the maximum aggregate principal amount of $32,000,000 (the “Authorization”).  Such proceeds will be used for various purposes as set forth in the ballot submitted to the voters, and will be repaid from the levy of an ad valorem tax against the taxable property in the District.  Such was approved by 57.7 percent of the voters of the District (55 percent was required).

The Board of Trustees of the District, request the issuance of a third series of bonds in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $3,300,000 to be referred to as the “Fallbrook Union Elementary School District, San Diego County, California General Obligation Bonds Election of 2002, Series C 2004” (the “Bonds”).  The first series of bonds were issued in March 2003 in the aggregate principal amount of $22,505,371.45.  The second series were issued in October 2003 in the aggregate principle amount of $4,074,471.75.  After the issuance of the Bonds, there will be $2,120,156.80 remaining unissued bonds.

	These bonds are general obligations of the District to be paid from ad valorem property taxes and do not constitute an obligation of the County.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Sweetwater Union High School District (the “District”) received authorization at an election held on November 7, 2000, Measure “BB” to provide the authorization of $187 million (Authorization) in general obligation bonds to provide funding for the remodeling, new construction and renovation of certain schools, detailed in the Facilities Improvement Plan. 

At this time, the governing board of the District requests the County Board to issue a third series of such bonds in an aggregate principal amount of not to exceed $97,000,000, designated as “Sweetwater Union High School District Election of 2000 General Obligation Bonds, Series C” (the “Bonds”).  A first series of bonds were issued on March 2001 in the amount of $38 million.  The second series were issued on June 2003 in the amount of $52 million.  After the issuance of the Series C bonds, there will be no available Authorization.

	These bonds are general obligations of the District to be paid from ad valorem property taxes and do not constitute an obligation of the County.
