	On September 16, 2003 (7), the board adopted Resolution No. 03-209 entitled:  RESOLUTION OF INTENTION TO SELL REAL PROPERTY AND NOTICE INVITING BIDS (DEFERRED PAYMENT TERMS), and set a hearing for October 21, 2003, at 9:00 a.m.

The County owns a 0.95-acre (41,382 square feet) parcel in the 1200 block of Winterhaven Road in Fallbrook, which was acquired for the proposed expansion of Winterhaven Road and is now considered to be excess to County needs.  The Department of General Services is requesting that this property be declared surplus and be offered for sale to the highest bidder.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, and if an all-cash sale is consummated, this request will result in approximately $35,000 in current year revenue to the Department of Public Works Road Fund and no annual revenue.  Alternatively, if a terms sale is consummated, this request will result in approximately $7,000 in current-year revenue,  $2,520 in annual interest-payment revenue for a period of up to five years, and pay-off of the principal balance of $28,000 at the end of five years or less. There are no additional staff years associated with this surplus property sale.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	These actions will authorize the allocation of $365,850 in Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) and Emergency Shelter Grant Program (ESG) funds for housing and homeless services proposed in response to the 2003 Housing/Homeless Services Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA).  Three programs recommended for funding through this NOFA will provide shared housing for the region’s seniors, disabled persons, victims of domestic violence, homeless persons, illiterate persons, migrant farm workers, and/or low- and moderate-income families and individuals, typically households earning less than 80% of the area median income (AMI).  Two programs recommended for funding through this NOFA will provide minor home repair and security/safety devices to owner-occupied households earning less than 80% of the AMI.  In addition, five programs recommended for funding through this NOFA will continue to provide emergency shelter and services to the region’s homeless persons and families.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The $365,850 of Community Development Block Grant and Emergency Shelter Grant funds for these programs are included in the Housing and Community Development Multi-Year Projects Budget, a special revenue fund.  The total cost is $365,850 for fiscal year 2003-04.  The total cost for fiscal year 2004-05 is estimated at $365,850.  This amount will be based on the fiscal year 2004-05 entitlement amounts and contractor performance.  The funding source is the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).    There will be no net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.



	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	These requests will have a positive impact on the business community since the programs recommended include rehabilitation and other housing services.  Contracts resulting from these recommendations will be executed with nonprofits who will  purchase materials and supplies from businesses in the region.

7. Authorize the allocation of up to $64,865 in ESG funds for one year, with the option to renew for one additional year, to Volunteers of America for emergency shelter operations in El Cajon.

8. Authorize the allocation of up to $48,476 in ESG funds for one year, with the option to renew for one additional year, to North County Interfaith Council for emergency shelter operations, essential services and homeless prevention activities in Escondido.

9. Authorize the allocation of up to $29,087 in ESG funds for one year, with the option to renew for one additional year, to North County Solutions For Change for short-term emergency housing operations in Vista.

10. Authorize the allocation of up to $11,247 in ESG funds for one year, with the option to renew for one additional year, to Ecumenical Council of San Diego County for emergency shelter operations and essential services throughout San Diego County.

11. Authorize the publication of any required “Notices to the Public of Request for Release of Funds” for the recommended programs; authorize the Director, Department of Housing and Community Development, to execute such Requests and Certifications following environmental processing; direct staff to transmit these requests to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development upon completion of any mandatory waiting periods.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On June 9, 1998 (53) the Board of Supervisors approved a five-year Operating Agreement between the City of Poway and the County of San Diego for the provision of library services at the newly constructed Poway Community Library.  The City and County extended the Agreement by letter of agreement until October 30, 2003, pending approval of the State budget.  Today’s action requests approval of a new five-year operating agreement from FY 2003-04 through FY 2007-08.



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for this proposal is budgeted in FY 2003-04.  If approved, this action will result in expenditures of $1,571,085 in FY 2003-04 by the County Library for 58 open hours of weekly library service.  The City of Poway will reimburse the County for Sunday hours (4 open hours of service), estimated at $46,086, which is not in the County Library’s Plan of Service.  The City will also reimburse the County for up to $70,000 for books for the Poway Library, over and above the County’s regular book budget.  The County Library Fund provides the remaining funding for the County Library’s share of the Poway Operating Agreement.  The City of Poway will incur all facility costs to maintain the library, as owner of the building.  Costs for contract years two through five will be determined during the annual budget process for those years and must be mutually agreed upon.  No additional staff years are required for this proposal.

Those services requested include, but are not limited to, patrolling, arresting, transporting, radio dispatching, etc. that cannot be rendered by the local law enforcement agency due to resource limitations. The County of Imperial has approved funding for this contract. The proposed contract term is October 21, 2003 through April 12, 2004.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Sheriff: Funds for this request are not budgeted. The funding source is unanticipated revenue from the County of Imperial ($207,970). If approved, this request will result in current year operating costs of $173,995 and revenue of $207,970. No additional appropriations and budgeted revenue are requested at this time.  Operating costs for this program will be expended out of existing appropriations.  The excess current year revenue of $33,975 will be used to offset overhead costs. Contract costs include reimbursement for vehicle management and maintenance, depreciation and fuel. This request requires no additional staff years.

Fleet Internal Service Fund: Funds for this request are not budgeted. No additional appropriations are requested.  This program will use vehicles already in the ISF therefore appropriations for ISF costs are included in the FY 03-04 budget.

This federal program is administered by the Bureau of Justice Assistance and makes funds available to units of local government to reduce crime and improve public safety. This is a formula grant rather than a competitive one, and requires a local cash match of 10%. Allocations are made to eligible units of government according to violent crime statistics. The funding allocated to San Diego County for program year 2003 is $205,350. The recommendations contained in this letter would, if approved by your Board, allocate this LLEBG funding to the Probation Department Community Response Officer Program (CROP).



	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the CROP Program are budgeted. If approved, this request will result in $228,167 current year costs and $205,350 current year revenue from the Federal 2003 Local Law Enforcement Block Grant. The required match of $22,817 is budgeted in the Probation Department. This action will not require the addition of any staff years.
