	OVERVIEW:

	
	The project proposes an amendment to the Pointe San Diego Specific Plan which includes: redesign of the central resort, mountainside suites and suite configurations, relocation of proposed commercial component to an area adjacent to Sweetwater Springs Boulevard, redesign of the golf course, increase in the number of multi-family dwellings within the Specific Plan Area, and changes to the number of dwelling units proposed within the Specific Plan Area from 844 units to 855 units.  Also proposed on a 4.97-acre portion of the Specific Plan Area is a Zone Reclassification from S80 and S88 to RU22, a Major Use Permit Modification (P89-015W3) for a Planned Development and Tentative Map (TM 5296RPL1) for an 84-unit one-lot condominium subdivision.

The Specific Plan Area generally encompasses the north and south side of Jamacha Boulevard just west of Sweetwater Springs Boulevard within the Spring Valley Community Planning area.  The condominium site is specifically located on Pointe Parkway just east of Jamacha Boulevard.  The General Plan Land Use Designation is (21) Specific Plan Area.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 270-010-02, 04, 05 and 270-030-07, 15 (Del Dios Estates) are located in the unincorporated area of Del Dios, south of Via Rancho Parkway, along the west side of County Highway S6 (Del Dios Highway).  Portions of the property contain high value habitat identified in the County of San Diego’s Multiple Species Conservation Program Subarea Plan, Habitat Evaluation Map.  The entire 110.14-acre property is included in the Multiple Species Conservation Program pre-approved mitigation area.  Acquisition of the Del Dios Estates property would assist in the long-range goal of build-out of the Multiple Species Conservation Program preserve system.  The property provides linkage and wildlife movement corridors between the Multiple Species Conservation Plan, the proposed North County Multiple Species Conservation Plan, and the City of Escondido Multiple Habitat Conservation Plan. 

On December 11, 2002 (21), the Board authorized the Chief Administrative Officer to initiate the negotiation process with the property owner and identify potential sources of funding for the acquisition of the Del Dios Estates property (Thomas Guide, page 1149-D2). Staff has negotiated a purchase price with the property owner, subject to Board approval, and has identified funds adequate to complete the purchase.

On September 17, 2003 (18), the Board set a hearing for October 22, 2003 to consider the acquisition of the Del Dios Estates property.  The Board is requested to approve the purchase of the property.  There will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from this action.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the purchase of the Del Dios Estates property are budgeted in Capital Project KA9500 – Open Space/Multiple Species Conservation Program (MSCP) Acquisitions.  Funding for the purchase is provided by $126,000 from the City of San Marcos for the purchase of habitat lands, and $1,574,000 in County General Funds, which have been allocated for the acquisition of open space and MSCP properties.  If approved, today’s request will result in a current year cost of $1,700,000 for purchase of Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 270-010-02, 04, 05, and 270-030-07, 15, and will require no additional staff years. The acquired land will be managed by existing Department of Parks and Recreation staff. There will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from this proposed action.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Kenwood Drive Road Improvement Project is a part of the Fiscal Year 2003-04 Operational Plan in the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program.  This project consists of widening Kenwood Drive, constructing curb, gutter and sidewalk, undergrounding utilities, and constructing drainage improvements between Bancroft Drive and Helix Street in Spring Valley (2003 Thomas Guide, page 1271, B-5).  The completed project will provide increased traffic safety, as well as enhanced pedestrian access.  

Construction of the project requires easements from 15 property owners. To date, six purchase contracts have been signed by the Director of General Services for values less than $25,000, pursuant to Section 73 of the Administrative Code. Two other contracts in excess of $25,000 were approved by the Board on July 9, 2003 (24). Today the Board is requested to approve two Real Property Contracts for the purchases of Parcel Nos. 2001-0291-A for the appraised value of $25,050 and 2001-0294-A for the appraised value of $37,900.  Negotiations with the remaining five property owners are ongoing.

	Funds for this request are in the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program Fiscal Year 2003-04 operating plan.  The funding source is Community Development Block Grant (CDBG). 	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Riverside Drive Improvement Project is a part of the Fiscal Year 2003-04 Operational Plan in the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program.  The project is located on Riverside Drive between the Mast Boulevard/Riverford Road intersection and Channel Road, and will connect and extend improvements on those roadways.  The project will improve safety by creating a cul-de-sac at the east end of Lakeside Avenue and rerouting Lakeside Avenue to a T-intersection with Riverside Drive.  This will provide a safer transition than the current hairpin connection between Lakeside Avenue and Riverside Drive (Thomas Guide, page 1231, H-3).

Construction of the project will require right of way easements from 18 parcels.  To date, 15 of these easements have been acquired.  On September 17, 2003 (5) the Board adopted a Resolution of Public Necessity, which authorized condemnation on two of the three remaining parcels.  Subsequent negotiations with the owners of these parcels have been successful and resulted in signed contracts.  The Board is requested to approve Real Property Contracts for the purchase of Parcel No. 2000-0309-A (7-Eleven Incorporated, formerly Southland Corporation) for $38,658 and Parcel No. 2000-0315-A (Henderson) for $38,000.
