	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to adopt a resolution to approve the Juvenile Mentally Ill Offender Crime Reduction Grant (MIOCR) application.  This funding is sought to support Intensive Case Management services for youth involved with the Juvenile Justice System who require mental health services.  The Corrections Standards Authority (CSA) will make the award in an initial eighteen (18) month grant of $1,500,000 from January 1, 2007 to June 30, 2008, with the possibility of four additional years of funding for an estimated total of $7,500,000.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The grant funds, if awarded, will result in $500,000 of costs and revenues for Fiscal Year 2006-07 and $1,000,000 for Fiscal Year 2007-08 and will require 4.0 additional staff years.  Four additional years of funding are possible and would result in $1,500,000 of costs and revenues for each fiscal year (Fiscal Year 2008-09 through Fiscal Year 2011-12).  There is a 25% local match requirement for this grant which can be cash or in-kind match. The Probation Department plans to use in-kind staff time as matching funds. The Probation Department will return to your Board, if the grant funds are awarded, to request authorization to accept these funds and establish appropriations. The funding source is the Mentally Ill Offender Crime Reduction grant program established by AB1811 and is administered through CSA.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Child Support Services (DCSS) has been and is currently working with the State DCSS in the multi-phased implementation of the California Child Support Automated System (CCSAS).  This single statewide system, CCSAS, gives state and county child support agencies the tools to manage and track child support cases statewide, increasing the program’s capacity to deliver uniform, high-quality services to families and manage program performance.  The requirement for a single statewide automated child support system was included in the Family Support Act of 1988, amending Title IV-D of the Social Security Act.  California’s delay in meeting this requirement has resulted in significant federal penalties.  

On September 20, 2006, California requested federal certification for CCSAS, putting federal penalties on hold during the certification process.  The Federal certification process will take 12 to 14 months.  State DCSS will continue to implement CCSAS in phases up through 2008.   This is a request for approval of an Inter-Jurisdictional Agreement between State DCSS and DCSS from July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2008 to allow participation of one County employee, a Staff Development Coordinator, to work in Sacramento and provide a leadership role in CCSAS training design, development and delivery with full cost reimbursement of all salary, benefit, and travel costs by the State DCSS.    

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2006-08 Adopted Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in $184,528 current year costs and revenue, and $190,928 in Fiscal Year 2007-08 costs and revenue.  Funds for this request are Federal Title IV-D and State Child Support revenue.  All salary, benefit, and travel costs will be reimbursed by the State Department of Child Support Services.  No additional staff years are required as a result of this request.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to authorize the submission of, and adopt a resolution approving the Adult Mentally Ill Offender Crime Reduction (MIOCR) Grant Program application. This funding will support intensive case management services for adults involved in the criminal justice system who require mental health services.  The Corrections Standards
Authority (CSA) will make the award in the amount of approximately $1,500,000 in an initial 18 month grant period, which begins January 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The grant funds, if awarded, will result in $500,000 of costs and revenues for Fiscal Year 2006-07 and $1,000,000 for Fiscal Year 2007-08.  Four additional years of funding are possible and would result in $1,500,000 of costs and revenues for each fiscal year (Fiscal Year 2008-09 through Fiscal Year 2011-12).  There is a 25% local match requirement for this grant which can be cash or in-kind.  The Sheriff’s Department plans to use existing positions within the Medical Services Division to administer the program for the match. If an award is granted, the Sheriff’s Department will return to the Board of Supervisors for the approval and acceptance of the grant award and for approval for two additional staff years in the Probation Department.  The funding source is the Adult Mentally Ill Offender Crime Reduction Grant (MIOCR) Program established by AB 1811 and administered through the Corrections Standards Authority (CSA).

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Health and Human Services Agency provides programs that promote healthy lifestyle behaviors and the prevention of disease and disability through education and early detection and treatment of medical and dental problems.

On January 9, 1996 (1), the Board approved the establishment of the Health and Human Services Agency’s Dental Health Initiative to provide dental education and emergency and preventive services to low-income children and families who have limited access to oral health care.  The Board has supported the concept that children in San Diego County must have access to quality dental and medical care in order to enter school ready to learn.  On June 18, 2002 (12), the Board authorized the competitive procurement of dental and nutrition education services and linkage of low-income children to a dental provider.  This resulted in a contract with the San Diego State University Research Foundation which expires on June 30, 2007.

Today’s action requests authorization to conduct a competitive procurement for dental and nutrition services, if, after a Request for Information process, there is more than one qualified respondent for the services. However, if there is only one qualified respondent, Board authorization is requested to enter into negotiations for a sole source contract.  The initial contract term will be July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2010.  The contract amount will be $400,000 per year for a total amount of $1,200,000 for the initial three-year term.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The FY 2006-08 Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency includes revenue for this program.  If approved, this will result in no change in costs and revenue for FY 2006-07 and costs and revenue of $400,000 in FY 2007-08 and $400,000 in FY 2008-09.  The funding sources are the State General Fund, Federal Title XIX, and Health Realignment funds.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Board of Supervisors has demonstrated a long-term commitment to helping children reach their full potential by supporting programs that encourage healthy behaviors and link eligible children to low and no-cost health insurance coverage.  

Although there have been consistent increases each year in enrollment in the Medi-Cal and Healthy Families programs, a significant number of children who are eligible for these programs still remain uninsured and unable to access necessary and preventive health care.  On August 3, 2006, the California Department of Health Services notified the County that additional funds would be available to link hard-to-reach uninsured children to health care services through Outreach, Enrollment, Retention and Utilization (OERU) revenue.  

Today’s action requests Board approval of the County’s OERU Work Plan and to establish appropriations for the unanticipated OERU revenue.  Board approval is further requested to authorize the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to issue two competitive procurements for OERU Countywide and Regional services.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The FY 2006-08 Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency does not include the Outreach Enrollment, Retention and Utilization (OERU) revenue.  
If approved, this will result in increased costs and revenue of $1,406,506 for FY 2006-07 and increased costs and revenue of $2,249,482 for the next two subsequent years.  The source of the new OERU revenue is the State Department of Health Services.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

The County’s Health and Human Services Agency Child Care Section provides child care assistance to low-income families and families with foster children as they transition from welfare to work.  The Child Care program is funded by the State of California Department of Education through revenue contract agreements.

This item requests Board authorization for the Clerk of the Board to execute revenue agreements in the amount of $17,781,818 with the State of California Department of Education for the County’s Child Care program.

	Funding for this request is included in the FY 2006-2007 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in FY 06-07 cost and revenue of $17,781,818.  The funding source of this revenue is the State of California Department of Education.  There will be no General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Board of Supervisors has demonstrated a commitment to helping pregnant women and their babies remain healthy by establishing the Health and Human Service Agency’s Perinatal Care Network (PCN).  The goal of PCN is to assist low income pregnant women receive health care services to prevent poor birth outcomes, and to promote good health for children and women of childbearing age.  On February 12, 2002 (2), the Board approved the competitive procurement of perinatal outreach services to link pregnant women and women of childbearing age to substance abuse treatment and other needed health care and social services.  This resulted in a five year contract with the University of California San Diego (UCSD) School of Medicine, Perinatal Street Outreach Program, from October 1, 2002 to June 30, 2007.   

Today’s action requests authorization to conduct a competitive procurement to continue perinatal outreach services to link high risk substance using and/or homeless pregnant women and women of childbearing age to health care services, substance abuse treatment and other needed services, if, after a Request for Information process, there is more than one qualified respondent for the services.  However, if there is only one qualified respondent, Board authorization is requested to enter into negotiations for a sole source contract.  The initial term of the contract will be July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2010.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The FY 2006-08 Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency includes revenue for this program.  If approved, this will result in no change in costs and revenue for FY 2006-07 and costs and revenue of $130,000 in FY 2007-08 and $130,000 in FY 2008-09.  The funding sources are federal Title XIX and Health Realignment funds.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

On October 17, 2000 (6), the Board approved the lease of office space at 6160 Mission Gorge Road, San Diego for California Children Services staff.  Since that time, increased program funding from the State has permitted staffing augmentations. To accommodate the added space needs, some California Children Services staff was moved to a County-owned building located at 6255 Mission Gorge Road.

Today’s request is to ratify an approval in principle and to approve a lease for an additional 2,808 square feet of office space located on the third floor at 6160 Mission Gorge Road.  This space has become available to the County as a full service lease at $1.60 per square foot, well below market rental rates for the Mission Valley-Mission Gorge area.  The initial lease is a four-year term, with four percent annual cost of living adjustments, and includes one, five-year option to extend the term. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Board of Supervisors has taken a number of actions related to the replacement of the Edgemoor Skilled Nursing Facility.  On January 15, 2002 (19) the Board directed the Chief Financial Officer to take the necessary steps to issue certificates of participation via the capital financing program sponsored by the San Diego County Capital Asset Leasing Corporation (SANCAL).  On June 15, 2004 (13), the Board adopted a Mitigated Negative Declaration and Mitigation Monitoring Program and approved the issuance of a Request for Bid (RFB) for construction of the facility.  On January 12, 2005 (13), the Board approved the financing documents to issue Certificates of Participation through SANCAL for the construction of Edgemoor.  

The construction contract was awarded to Sundt Construction, Inc. on February 3, 2005 and work began on February 11, 2005.  It was originally anticipated that the project would be completed by October 2006, and occupancy would occur in February 2007.  Design issues with steel fireproofing, steel fabrication, and heavy rains during the winter of 2004 caused substantial delays to the project schedule.  The cumulative impact of these delays to date is estimated at approximately 22 months, causing the cost to complete the construction of Edgemoor to increase significantly.  The revised completion date has been set for August 29, 2008 with occupancy anticipated in December 2008.

On May 9, 2006 (12), the Board approved additional appropriations of $15.0 million using available General Fund fund balance in order to maintain progress on the project until a final cost estimate could be negotiated.  Now, it is estimated that an additional $20.0 million will be required to complete the project.  The original project cost of the facility was $83.8 million for construction and administration.  The revised total project cost is $118.8 million.  This amount does not reflect the costs for furniture, fixtures and equipment.  

Today’s recommendations will authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to implement negotiated contract changes to the contracts associated with Capital Project 1000235, authorize the Chief Financial Officer to seek long-term financing not to exceed $43.6 million through the issuance of Certificates of Participation (COPs), and authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute the Declaration of Official Intent to reimburse the County’s General Fund fund balance for project expenditures from the certificate proceeds.  The issuance of an additional $43.6 million in COPs will fund increased project costs and capitalized interest payments.

	It anticipated that the issuance of an additional $43.6 million in certificates of participation will result in an average annual lease payment of approximately $3.4 million, for a total average annual combined lease payment of $9.5 million.  These annual lease payments will be funded through approximately 46% of federal financial participation available under SB 1128 and the balance from proceeds available and coming due from the sale and lease of surplus property at the Edgemoor site, which are being deposited into the Edgemoor Development Fund.  Staff will return to the Board of Supervisors to approve these financing documents for the issuance of additional COPs.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 24, 2006 (18), the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended, introducing Ordinance for further consideration and adoption on October 31, 2006.

The Political Reform Act (PRA) requires local government agencies to adopt and promulgate conflict of interest codes.  The Fair Political Practices Commission (“FPPC”) has adopted a regulation, which contains the terms of a standard conflict of interest code.  It can be incorporated by reference and may be amended by the FPPC after public notice and hearings to conform to amendments in the PRA. 

Several years ago, the County developed a Model Conflict of Interest Code for each County department to adopt as its departmental Conflict of Interest Code.  All County departments have now adopted the Model Code for their respective departments.  The County now is proposing some changes to the Model Conflict of Interest Code for the reasons described in the Background of this Board letter.  However, rather than require each County department to amend its Conflict of Interest Code, a Countywide Conflict of Interest Code applicable to all County departments has been prepared and is presented to the Board of Supervisors for approval.  This “global” County Conflict of Interest Code will replace each County department’s Conflict of Interest Code, and will serve as the County’s single official document representing the County of San Diego Conflict of Interest Code applicable to all County departments.
