	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Lakeside Sanitation District owns a 15.2-acre property northwest of Highway 67 and Riverford Road in Lakeside, adjacent to the San Diego River (Thomas Guide, page 1231-G4).  The property, identified as County Parcel Number 2005-0139-A, was acquired in 1958 for the construction of a sewage treatment plant and was modified to accommodate a flow equalization facility in 1990.  The facility has been inactive since 2002 and all improvements were demolished earlier this year.  The Sanitation District no longer requires the use of this property.

On July 13, 2005 (10), the Board of Supervisors approved establishment of appropriations for acquisition of the 15.2-acre Sanitation District property and associated access for a sports facility, known as the “Lakeside Sports Park”.  The new facility will be constructed by the County Department of Parks and Recreation. The proposed improvements include four youth baseball fields, a concession stand, a playground, and related improvements. The appraised value of the property is $2,825,000, as determined by an independent fee appraiser.  The requested action today is to declare the property surplus to District needs and approve the sale of the property to the County of San Diego for the appraised value of $2,825,000.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, the sale of the Sanitation District parcel will result in $2,825,000 in current year revenue to the Lakeside Sanitation District, no annual revenue, and the addition of no staff years. 

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

1. Find, in accordance with CEQA, that the Lakeside Sanitation District, as a responsible agency under CEQA has considered the environmental effects of the project as shown in the Final Environmental Impact Report (EIR) for the Upper San Diego River Improvement Project (USDRIP) SCH Number, 98041146, on file in the Department of Public Works and the addendum date November 1, 2006, prepared by the lead agency and has reached its own conclusions on whether and how to approve the project, and 

Find that the currently proposed actions are within the scope of the Environmental Impact Report; that there are no changes in the project or in the circumstances under which it is to be undertaken that would result in significant environmental impacts beyond those considered in the certified Environmental Impact Report, nor a substantial increase in the severity of previously identified significant effects; and that no new information of substantial importance has become available since the Environmental Impact Report was prepared.

2. Pursuant to Health and Safety Code Section 4743, find that County Parcel Number 2005-0139-A, involves real property not required for the purposes of the Lakeside Sanitation District.  
3. Declare the 15.2-acre County Parcel 2005-0139-A surplus to the District’s needs.

4. Approve the Real Property Contract for the sale of County Parcel 2005-0139-A, for the appraised value of $2,825,000, and authorize the Clerk of the Board of Directors of the Lakeside Sanitation District to execute two originals of the contract. 

5. Authorize the Director, Department of General Services, to execute a grant deed and to take any other actions necessary to complete this transaction.
